In the early activities of the 
oil boom, many super salesmen 
came into the small towns and 
put in clothing and general 
merchandise stores.

called a health food.

Organically-grown foods have 
not been subjected to pesticides 
or artificial fertilizers. They are 
grown in soil that has organic 
matter added to increase the 
humus content.

Organically-processed foods 
are organically-grown foods 
which haven't been processed 
with preservatives, hormones, 
antibiotics or synthetic addi­
tives of any kind.

Natural foods are foods in the 
same form as they were 
harvested and are unprocessed. 
Natural foods may or may not 
be grown organically.

Decreased shelf life  and 
special growing conditions gen­
erally make health, organic and 
natural foods more costly than 
regular foods. This extra cost in 
no way indicates that consu­
mers are buying more nutritive 
value.

Diseases, Bugs And Worms Present 
Major Turf Problems

CO LLEG E STATIO N- - 
Drouth, leaf spot diseases, 
chinch bugs and white grub6 
present major turf problems 
for home lawns in Texas for the 
next several months

“ High tem peratures, high 
winds and lim ited  rain fall 
create drouth problems far all 
turfgrass species," points out 
Dr Richard Duble. turfgrass 
specia list for the Texas 
Agricultural Extenion Service. 
“ Raising the mowing hieght 
one - half inch will increase the 
depth of the turfgrass cover 
and provide more insulation 
against extremes in high soil 
temperature This practice also 
encourages more extensive 
rooting of turfgreases so they 
can more effectively use soil 
moisture.”

Along with higher mowing, 
the Texas A AM University 
System specialst suggests 
watering to moisten the soil to a 
depth of four to six inches after 
each application Light, 
frequent irrigation produces 
shallow - rotted truf that is 
more susceptible to drouth 
stress

The specia list advises 
against using soluble nitrogen 
fertilizers to stimulate grass 
growth during mid - summer 
stress periods since they in­
crease the water requirements 
to turf.

" L e a f  spot diseases are 
generally  a problem  when 
lawns are under stress and 
increase with high tem­
peratures, drouth, heavy shade 
and close mowing," points out 
Dublo. "Proper mowing and 
watering will reduce these

ashes and water was thought 
to cure consumption.

problems, but funguicides may 
be required to prevent serious 
dam age. Those containing 
PCNB, Maneb, Dyrene or 
Daconil are e ffe c tiv e  for 
control of leaf spot diseases " 

, Chinch bugs and white grubs 
feed heavily on lawns during 
mid - summer and their 
dam age resem bles drouth 
injury, notes th e specialist If 
the truf does not respond to 
application of water, insects 
shoiuld be suspected. Both 
insects damage St. 
Augustinegrass, but onlythe 
white grub damages ber- 
nudagrass lawns 

Chinch bugs can be e f­
fectively controlled with ap­
plications of Aspon, diazinon, 
trithion or Ethion. Water and 
lawn thourghly prior to ap­
plying the insecticide for 
chinch bug control. A light 
watering after the insecticide 
application also increases its 
effectiveness

White grubs can be controlled 
with chlordane or diazinon. 
Duble advises drenching the 
lawn after the insecticide is 
applied since the grubs feed on 
grass roots. White grubs have 
developed resistance to 
chlordane in some areas of the 
state.

Duble suggests sprigging 
Floratam St. Augustinegrass 
into damaged areas as an 
alternative control for chinch 
bugs. Floratam is resistant to 
chinch bugs and will fill in 
ww here common St. Augustine 
has been damaged

Oil And Gas Production Has 
Impact On Economy

The production of crude oil 
and natural gas in 1974 con­
tinued to have a significant 
impact on the economy of 
Eastland County, with the 
estimated value of the coun­
try 's  production, royalty 
payments, and state severance 
taxes reaching new highs

Eastland was one of 197 
counties - - an increase of four 
from 1973 - - which produced 
oil and gas valued in excess of 
1100.000 in a year which saw the 
total value of state production 
jump from just over $6 7 billion 
to almost $11.4 billion.

The country ranked 154th in 
the state in the total value of 
petroleum produced - - $3.3 
million - - with $2.1 million of 
that coming from the sale of 
$296,535 barrels of crude oil; 
$1.2 million from the sale of 4.3 
million MCF of natural gas

This study by the Texas Mid 
- Continent O il & Gas 
Association shows also that tne 
country's petroleum production 
last year resulted in the 
payment of $415,082 to royalty 
cwners.

“ These figures, whether 
considered statewide or in­
dividually in almost 80 percent 
of Texas’ 254 counties, em­
phasize the importance of a 
healthy petroleum industry in 
the nation's No. 1 energy 
state,”  said Sherman Hunt, a 
Dallas independent oil man 
who is president of Texas Mid - 
Continent.

“ In the face of declining 
production in Texas, it is 
significant that this increased 
return to royalty owners and

producers came from crude otl 
and natural gas which is free 
from restrictive federal price 
controls But there are at this 
time proposals in Congress 
which w ould place all of Texas' 
petroleum production under 
federal price controls, with 
predictable disastrous con­
sequences for the industry, as 
well as the whole economy of 
the state," Hunt said.

The survey also shows that 
the State of Texas received 
$188,852 in production taxes 
from country wells, with *95.484 
coming from crude oil output 
and $93,368 from natural gas 
production

Oil and gas developers and 
producers spent an estimated 
$15 million drilling 67 wells in 
the country last year, with 77 
percent of that figure lost in 58 
dry holes The total drilling 
yeilded two oil wells and seven 
gas wells The exploratory 
effort in the country included 
the drilling of 42 wildcat wells 
seeking new oil and gas fieldz 

Accord ing to the Texas 
Employment Commission. 277 
oil and gas industry employes 
worked in the country in 1974 
and shared a payroll totalling 
$2.2 million.

Processing plants also added 
to the country's petroleum - 
related economy: The "O il and 
Gas Journal" lists four natural 
gasoline processing plants, 
with a daily capacity of 50.2 
million cubic feet.
