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Paper Saving
"Lives of great men all remind us 
We can make our lives sublime.
And. departing, leave behind us 
Footprints on the sands of time."

Thus wrote the poet Longfellow in a homily which 
swiftly found its way into every school reader. One 
can certainly question its accuracy— greatness and 
virtu res are not necessarily synonomous— but it does 
simply point up the values that can come to us from 
the past, and from the actions, words and philosoph­
ies of the great figures of our history.

But to obtain, to preserve, to organize, and to make 
available the records of this nature is now hare near 
so easy a matter as it may seem to the uninitiated. 
Writing in the June 23 issue of Saturday Review. John 
Tebbel says: "From the time of their utterance until 
the last dozen years or so. the words of the great 
men who wove the American political fabric have 
been scattered for and wide across both this country 
and Europe. Scholars working with these materials 
had to ferret them out of libraries and private collect­
ions. Other people with an inter< st in the history of 
the United States had to depend more or less on what 
the scholars could produce for them."

This was an obviously unsatisfactory state of af 
fairs. It also was a problem that could not he solved 
by purely commercial publishing, because of the tre­
mendous cost involved and the relatively small cir­
culation of massive compendium* of letters, state 
papers, and the like. The solution. Mr. Tebbel tells us. 
has been found elsewhere— in protects of the univer­
sity presses barked by the monev of corporations, 
funds and foundations. Slowly, hut per«i«tcnt’v and 
steadily certain of these presses are gathering .and 
publishing the complete paners of great American-, 
and thus preserving them forever

The work involved, no le^s than the ove-rll r  
stackers th" imagination. For instance. Prine*»trn 
University Press with a grant from the New Yo*l: 
Times, is producing, over m  estimated 20 year n 
iod, the complete works of Jefferson— this runs to 7S - 
000 meansc-ipt pages and the outgo will be some­
thing like Si million. Yale, with another grant, is 
doing a similar job with Beniamin Franklin’s papers, 
which will eventually demand about 40 volumes— 
search for material led far afield, includinr five of the 
Iron Curtain countries.

Biggest of all, it seems, is the publication now un­
derway at Harvard of the Adams paners. The Adams­
es are generally called the foremost American fam­
ily. their mark is on all our history and its '-embers 
were extraordinarily voluminous writers. In this ease 
says Mr. Tebbel. ‘‘The quanitv of documents is sr 
formidable that a eomp’eto letterpress edition is im 
practicable." There are 400,000 pages nf manuscript 
This will he made available in its entirety on micro 
film. The letterpress version mav reach 100 volumes 
even though it neeessarilv "  ill b® incomplete

Here is the recordine of history on a erand scale 
Mr. Tebbel concludes: "Where all'this collectino and 
publishing will lead is known with some certainty 
and more hope. For it is the intention of the Nationa 
Historical Commission to see to it that the papers r 
all the Presidents are published, along with those 
other Americans distinguished in the nation'*; politics^ 
life. Presumably none of us will witness ihi*- end. anr 
indeed it cannot end. because successive President? 
will always be a jump ahead of the compilers.
