‘Because of the death of 
John S. Hart (the party nom­
inee) between the primary ele­
ction and the general election 
to be held in November, the 
Democratic Executive commit­
tee of Eastland County, met i i 
executive session on the 16th 
day of September, 19*2, and 
within one hour after the 
i ferment of the body of John 
S. Hart, at the private office 
of one of the members of 
said committee in Enstland,

undertook to certify the name 
of Scott Bailey as the Demo­
cratic nominee and candidate 
for the office of county judge 
of Eastla id County and then 
and there undeitook to order 
his said name placed on the 
general election ballot under 
the Democratic column to be 
used in said general election.

"Your plaiitiff (Dick) shows 
that Article 13.56 of the elec­
tion code of Texas provides 
that the said executive com­
mittee, or a majority of them, 
may nominate a candidate to 
fill the vacancy caused by the 
death of any nominee of the 
Democratic Party, by filing 
with the county judge a certi­
ficate duly signed a :d acknow­
ledged by ‘them’, setting forth 
the cause of the vacancy, the 
name of the new nominee, the 
office for which he was nom­
inated, and when and how he 
was nonti a ted.

‘ Plaintiff shows that he and 
others appeared before the said 
county executive committee 
and sought to obtain the nom­
ination and certification of 
that committee as the Demo­
cratic nomi ee for the office 
of county judge, and therefore 
have his or their names placed 
on said ballot for the general 
election under the Democmtic 
column in lieu of the name of 
Hoiorable John S. Hart, nom­
inee deceased.

" Your plaintiff shows that 
there were twelve ballots cast 
by members of said Executive 
Committee and that Honorable 
Scott Bailey did not receive t 
majority of the votes so cast, 
but not withstanding which 
Honorable A. E. Crawley, as 
County Chairman, u dertook 
to certify the nomination of 
Mr. Seott Bailey as the Dem­
ocratic nominee as aforesaid, 
said certificate being acknow­
ledged on the 17th day of 
September, 1962, certified
