| The City Commission said 
j "no” to the proposed Chamber 
of Commerce industrial taxat- 

I ion proposal but offered some 
| alternate idea* for raisi g 

funds.
Before launching i to a dis­

cussion of the industry tax 
whh visitors, the commissioners 
discussed needed repairs and 
improvements at the airport 
Monday evening.

Needed are repairs to the 
lights a :d  resurfacing of the 
runway.

Dale Troutt, a member of 
the chamber’s special industrial 
committee, then asked what 
action had been taken by the 
commission on a proposal made 
at their last meeting concern­
ing the industrial taxation plan.

Commissioner Don Pierson 
then entered the following 
motion; which was seconded 
by Commissioner Milton Ful- 
len:

(1) That the City of East- 
la d adopt the Voluntary In­
dustrial Tax (V.I.T.) of one 
dollar per month, for a period 
of three years to create more 
jobs and employment opportun­
ities for the citizens of East- 
land.

(2* That this tax be billed 
to each city water meter each 
month, and that the money 
collected be turned over to the 
Eastla.d Chamber of Com­
merce for Industrial Fund use 
only, at the end of each month.

(3) That the tax is volun­
tary and that a card be sent to 
each meter holder, statiing that 
the V.I.T. will be placed on his 
water bill unless the city re­
ceives a writte . request not to 
do so, before November 15.

(4) That the tax can be 
paid in one lump sum of 
thiiVy-*ix dollar* or twelve dol­
lars per year.

Commission Chairman Virgil 
T. Seaberry Jr. then told 
Troutt and the visitors ‘Frank­
ly, I’m against the proposal,” 
and read from a prepared list 
of six reasons why.

These reaso .s were:
1. That the third attempt 

had been made recently to re­
duce the water rates and that 
had been unsuccessful, and he 
could see no reason for ad­
ding more expense onto the 
city's bills now.

2. That a number of people 
have contacted him and told 
him that they didn’t want the 
tax on their bills and that it 
would be embarrasing for them 
to Iiave to ask for it to be re­
moved.

3. That even though the cax 
would be voluntary, he was 
afraid that many people would 
pay it without k.owing that 
they were paying something 
extra.

4. That there could be an­
other system used which would 
be fairer, and more "above 
board.”

5. That the people of East- 
land had always raised funds 
before when they were needed.

And 6. That calling the 
measure a ’tax” is illegal.

"We want to support the 
chamber,” Seaberry said, “ aid 
do with a regular $150 check 
per month. I suggest that the 
chamber raise this fund them­
selves.” He recommended that 
the chamber mail out cards, 
using the city's mailing service, 
to all meter holders and ask 
for voluntary participation.

Both Seaberry and City 
Manager Jimmy Young added 
that it would be additioial 
burden on the city employes ii 
bookkeeping.

Seaberry then read a letter 
from K. B. Tanner.

"This is a serious matter,” 
Troutt answered, ’and the 
chamber has come to the city 
with the best plan we've been 
able to come up with a d 
would appreciate some serious 
consideration of it by the Com­
mission.”

Dr. Jim Whittington, a mem­
ber of the committee, said that 
the same measure had worked 
successfully at the building of 
the hospital.

Fullen answered Seaberry 
concerning the amouit of re­
sponse that could be expected 
from the two systems, by say­
ing that ‘ Nothing like the same 
number of oeople would par­
ticipate if everyone had to 
mail a card in saying “Ces, I 
will contribute’. And neople 
don’t have the time to mail a 
$1 bill every month to the 
chamber of commerce.”

And I don't think there 
would be any embarrassment 
involved, he added

Commissioner Jack Germany 
said that some people had told 
him that they did ;’t  think the 
tax had any place on the city 
water bills, and added that he 
didn’t think the hospital was 
a precident because the people 
could see results going up 
quick in that ease.

Whittington answered that 
they might see results l!) this 
program too. If an industry 
should start building.

Commissioner Bob Parkins 
agreed with Seaberry and sug­
gested that the chamber mail 
cards cut and see what kind 
of results can be obtained.
