Delay Pruning 
Freeze Damaged 
Trees, Shrubs

Don’t rut hack damaged  
shrubs that have been defolia-, 
ted or had their leaves brown­
ed by the recent record- 
breaking low temperatures, 
advises County Agent J. M. 
Cooper. Chances are good, he 
adds, that only the leaves 
were damaged. However, he 
doesn't rule out the luissibility 
of damage to twigs, main 
branches or even the roots of 
the less hardy species or var­
ieties.

An immediate examination 
of the trunks may r e v e a l '  
no fresh tissue beneath the 
hark and this indicates dam ­
age. he says. It is easier to 
evaluate winter dam age in the! 
spring, after new g r o w t h  
starts, he adds, but even then i 
weakened branches often put 
out new growth which later 
dies.

Corrective pruning can be­
gin as soon as it can be as­
sumed that new g r o w t h  is 
lacking or will remain very 
sparse.
