The old common school district,
steeped in tradition and jealous of
its local prerogatives, did not die
easily.

“It was pretty rough, back there
when we were making those con-
solidations,” Mr. Roach recalls.

Under the Gilmer-Aiken school
laws, it is mandatory that the
County Board consolidate dormant
districts inte active independent
districts or common school dis-
tricts. In cases where voting was
indecisive or negative, the board
ordered the dormant districts in-
volved to be joined to adjacent in-
dependent districts or common
srhool distriets.
