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Dr. Franklin Talks 
Sunday On Line 

Least Resistance
The “ Line of Least Itesistuuco" 

was tho subject of the sermon de­
livered Sunday by ftev. M. c. 
Franklin, pastor of tho First Chris­
tian Church. In discussing, his sub­
ject Dr. Franklin said in part:

“ It has been arrested that man 
follows tho lino of least resistance. 
That statement Is true in so many 
of life's activities llu^ few seem 
to have <|iiestioiie<l its validity as 
a rule of human activity. Hut it is 
not true in the realm of religion, 
Paul says “ For the Iovu of Christ 
constralncth us.’’ * ! !  Gur. 5:11. A 
literal rendition of tl;o Greek text 
reads as follows: For tho lovo of 
Christ throngs us. The npostlo 
gives us tho picture of one trying 
to go In one direction on u. side­
walk while I he great crowds of 
people are going the other way. 
Tho crowd throngs him and it is 
with difficulty that lie makes his 
way against them. Just so does 
the love of Christ throng one 
when he attempts to go the wrong

“ In living the Christian life one 
follows the line of least resistance. 
He finds the civil law on Ills side; 
what is a violation of one In almost 
a violation of the other, llo finds 
himself supported by tin opinion 

I of the community in which he lives, 
i Most folk admire the Christian 
| way of life even though they may 
j not l»o Christians themselves, lie 
finds also that the Christian way 

' of life is conducive to good health, 
happiness, and family relationships. 
The love of life, here and hereaf­
ter. are also Itound up with the 
Christian way of life.

"Hut there are great obstacles 
to the un-Christian way of life. Ite- 
fore the sinner stands tho state 
with drawn sword to decapitate 
him for his worst crimes, or to Im­
prison him for those of losji magni­
tude. Society frowns on his way 
of living and he sinks Into din-1 
grace. His,health Is broken by his 1 
intemperate habits and he heroines 
very unhappy. Ills »;|ns often bring 
nbout the destruction nf happy 
family relationships, aod he js 
threatened by death here and here­
after.

The plant was used in manufac­
turing explosives for southwest­
ern oil fields. More thnn 500 
pounds cf dynamite was in the 
building.

The last day that a motor ve­
hicle may be lawfully operated that 
lias not been registered for the 
new year is midnight of February 
1st. according to an opinion given 
the state highway department by 
Rico M. Tilley, first assistant at­
torney general.

On the morning, of February 2nd, 
anyone operating a motor vehicle 
that lias not been registered for the 
current year is subject to arrest 
and if tho vehicle has been operat­
ed during the month of January 
without being registered, the owner 
Is not only subject to arrest on j 
February 2nd, hut must pay a pen­
alty of 20 per cent of the registra­
tion fee.’’

•The letter also states that the of­
ficers of the highway department 
would begin making arrests on the 
morning of February 2nd.

opened fire on customers and em­
ployes in a branch of the Whitney 
Bank and Trust conipanly.

First reports o f the shooting said 
three bandits, wearing hoods ovei 
their head, entered the subuibar. 
bank, nnd without warning opened 
fire on those inside.

Pierre N. Kizon, watchman and 
James Dietrich, u teller were shot 
to death. Albert Branson, cashier 
was critically wounded and Charles 
Dietrich, customer and brother of 
tiie teller was shot in the hand.

' The three robin) rs entered
tho hank shortly before 11 a. m., 
and opened fire.

As Rizon and Dietrich droppeef, 
one of the bandits leaped over a 
grating, clearing the tellers’ draw­
ers o f ail cash, which he tossed in­
to a large bag.

The three, all believed to be 
white men, then broke through a, 
crowd which had gathered at the 
door, nnd entered a car driven by
an accomplice.

Tho car shot away several min­
utes before police were notified. 
.More than $2,500 was reported tak­
en in the hold up.

Witnesses to the slayings said 
the bandits walked calmly into.the 
bank, drew .pistols and fired en­
tirely without warning.

Several women customers faint­
ed, and others fell to the floor 
out of range of the bullets. More 
than a dozen customers were in 
tip* hank at the time.

Police later arrested Clyde Ce- 
faiu, gangster, after they reported­
ly found part of tho loot in his 
apartment.

Another suspect, Owen Couch, 
leaped from a patrol wagon white 
l;eing taken to police headquarters 
lor questioning and escaped.

WATERMELONS OUR MAJOR CROP

Watermelons should he one of the major farm crops of 
Eastland county. This is essentially a truck jjrowinjr coun­
try, all types of fruit and truck crops grow and do well here. 
Given an average season of rainfall and proper cultivation 
and rare we can produce as big yields 'here as anywhere.

At the courthouse in Eastland two paved highways con­
verge. At this |>oint during the summer there is a steady 
stream o f trucks coming together, heading west and carrying 
great loads of watermelons and other truck crops that might 
as well have been grown in Eastland county. The haul is 
longer and the expense is greater when these melons are 
trucked from the East and South of us and brought right 
back to a better melon growing country than that in which 
they were produced.

Speaking of food for thought, it occurs to the Telegram 
that we could do a lot o f constructive thinking just along this 
one line. Why is is that these trucks pass ue by and make 
a longer haul? The principle reason is that when this truck 
driver starts out he wants to stop where he is sure of get­
ting a full load of the quality of melon he is looking for. 
And, as a rule, he cannot feel sure of getting it here. Could 
we produce sufficient melons of marketable size to supply 
this demand ? Certainly we can grow this crop and can 
make the melons just as big as the trade demands.

Why do we not grow watermelons to meet, this demand? 
We can and will grow any crop that can be profitably 
grown here (if we know that there will he a market for it. 
When we can see the market pausing right through the 
county making longer and more expensive hauls does it 
rot. stand to reason that if we do not supply that market it 
is our own fault ? Think it over.

More Than 10,000 
Tax Payers Get 
Money Returned

WASHINGTON. Dec. 31— 'Thous­
ands o f corporations toda> found 
their balance .sheets restored 
somewhat nearer to (lie normal 
wiili th<- announcement by the 
Treasury Department of more than 
10,000 tax refunds involving the re­
turn of $126,836,333.

This large sum represents only 
about 65 per cent in amount Hint 
of last year when $190,161,359 was 

| returned.
As has happened before, tbc 

United States Steel Corporiitlon, 
the nation's largest business en­
terprise, received the* lion's share 
o f tho returns. It received $15,- 
205,313. The next largest return 
was given Swift & Co., Chicago 
meat packers, who received $7.- 
068,922.

John D. Rockefeller was given the 
largest sum of any individual when 
he received $118,406, hut Henry 
Ford, whose motor car helped make 
the Rockefeller oil millions, got 
only $46,000.

The estates o f wealthy persons 
came in for much larger slices of 
the largo sum than any living In­
dividual, due to the complicated 
system o f assessing inheritance 
taxes, 'fhe Horace K. and John F. 
Dodge estates led this class, obtain­
ing $973,015 and $782,875 respec­
tively.

The complete outluy of figures 
made available' by tho Treasury 
Department announcement Is ex­
pected to furnish a fresh supply of 
ammunition to Democrats in Con­
gress. who have frequently had 
Secretary of Treasury Mellon under 
fire for the amount he has refunded 
wealthy taxpayers and Republican 
campaign fund contributors.
