Two jurors had beéen selected at
2:30 p. m, this afterncon In  the
Clyde Thompson' sanity hearing.
Twelve of the prospective jurors
had been examined and tho state
had challenged four and the de-
fense three.

Selection of a jury to hear the
Clyde Thompson sanity plea was
begun at 9:00 o'clock this morn-
ing in Judge Elzo Been's 88th dis-
trict court following an annotmce
ment of ready for trial made by
each side.  Of a special venire of
100 men summoned from which to
select the jury, only < 45 answercd
present. Ten of this number were
excused by the * court and by
agreement of counsel, lndlcl!lum
were that it would require  at
least the greater part of the da¥
to get a jury,

Thompson, under conviction for
murder in connection with the kill-
ing of Lucian Shook in Sept. 1928,
was given a sanity hearing when
his father, Reese }l‘hompwn. filed
an affidavit stating that Clyds

had become insanc’ since his cons
viction and since he was given the
death penalty. -

Thompson ‘was brought into the
courtroom this morning by Depus
ty Sheriff Steele Hill. He was
handcuffed and walked along at a
lively pace, apparently taking no
notice of anything about him.
When ' the! courtroom was reached
and the = handeuffs removed,
Thompson had to be escorted to a
seat and told to sit down. AS hc
stood in the courtroom  two or
three persons spoke. to him. He
returned their greebings, but star-
ed at those addressing him as if
he did not recognize them and as
if he did not comprehend what was
said.

“We have so far registered 5%
individuals needing work of whom
4 are Mexicans, 18 colored and 36
white,

“While some of these are skilled
mechanics who can exist for the
time being if no work can be had,
there are many others who need a
little work of any kind to furnish
the means for actual food.

“We need the help of our citi-
zens to carry this work on. It 1s
no exaggeration to say that if
anyone who has an odd job or two
to give to some of these needy

" | persons would phone us, some kind

of work could be found for nearly
all those who have registered with
us.

There are enough « citizens here
who could aid in this work if the
importance of the same could be
brought home to them. It is an
odd job campaign we are pressing

about the Soviet system and con-
ditions the less they would like 1t
1t is all right for Russians, They
have been used to hardships but it
would not go here. If there were
wide-spread, accuraly knowledge of
Soviet union conditions in the
United States, there wouldn't
50,000 persons in favor of a chanze
in this country,

“1 think,” Cutting continued in
response to questions  “that  we
could gain culturally and ceonomi-
cally by recognition of that  gov-
ernment now established in  Mos-
cow has a better chance of sur-
vival than any other government
there because the people are back
of it"”

Cutting visited the Soviet union
this year. He is cne of the group,
which includes Chairman Borah of
the State Foi n Relations Com-
mittee, convineed that  the S¢
union government should be recoz-
nized officially.

“The people T saw In the Sov jet
union Jooked healthy,” he said “and
there were no signs of starvation.
They eat one meal a day on the
averase.

“Of course they are sendin
here under production costs,
must get rid of their produce to
