Harmony Plan
Is Shattered By
Political Strife

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10-Frag-
ments of thé harmony program
upon which President Hoover still
apparently is depending for legis-
lative asgistanéeé were strewn to-
day from the capitol to the White
House. It has been shattered in a
blast of political dissension.

Arrive In U. S.
On Thursday

NEW YORK, Dec. 10.—A short,
grey-haired man who can’'t quite
understand the general public and
who knows the public can't under-
stand him, will reach New York
tomorrow morning, travelling as
quietly as his mutitudo of Amer-
ican admirers will permit.

The. man is Dr. Albert Einstein,
‘physicist whose scholarly career as
a mathematician has been inter-
rupted in the mind of the average
layman as a long series of fantas-
tic adventures in which the eye of
a telescope has carried him to the
far ends of the universe.

Prof. Einstein, who is enroute
to California for a period of re-
search work, has been at a loss to
comprehend the public interest in
his work, which first made the
word “relativity” widely-used. Ho
was amazed last winter when his
new theory renewed such interest
that the New York police  were
unable to handle a riotous crowd
flocking to hear nn explanation of
his theories.

He is making a trip to Califor-
nia with as little stir as possible
for a man whoso name has become
