Texas has eight distinct oil producing areas whose daily
average output exceeds 800,000 barrels in spite of artificial
reductions: West Texas fields produce almost a third of the
total and the coastal field is next in production.

Texas produced 939 pounds of copper in 1919 and 447,792
pounds of lead in 1919 and 695,570 pounds in 1928, according
to figures from the United States bureau of mines.

Texas has two major navigation projects before it; one
the intracoastal canal extending from Sabine Lake to Corpus

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8—Total
new appropriations of $68,662,006.73
for the various agencles of the In-
terior 'Départment, including $24,-
423.406.73 for Indians and $15,000,-
000 for the Hoover dam project,
are provided in the annual depart-
ment supply bill\for the next fiscal
yedr presented to the House today.

The appropriation for the In-
dians, which reflects the mounting
cost of theced men wards for

item in the bill, the next largest
being funds for continuing work
on the Hoover dam project at Boul-
der Canyon.

Increases in appropriations for
these two matters are responsible
for a general increase In proposed
appropriations for the next fiscal
year, beginning next July 1, over
those for the current year, New
appropriations for next year com-

pare with $62,911,623.74 for the
1931 fiscal year.
In addition, the bill carries re-

appropriations aggregating $15,-
962,500, making the total $85,345,
211.73. As in the first supply bill
passed by the house last week, the

this case by $840,705.

The bill carries $69,71,000 for the
