Armstrong 1s also charged in a
complaint filed with Justice Steele
with theft of personal property of
the value of over $50. This charge
is also in conngetion with the Hal
Tire Company robbery. In the
robbery case bond was set at
$1,000.

Three men entered the Hall Tire
Company's station on the Bank-
head highway at Ranger about
8:00 o'clock on the night of Sept.
10, and at the point of a shotgun
und pistol, forced the employes of

¢| the station to hold their hands up

while the bandits placed the small
office saf¢ and some automobile
casings in their car and drove
away with them. The safe  was
found the next day in a pasture
near the Lone Cedar school house,
a few miles south of Ranger. The
lock had been hammered off it and
about $85 in cash taken from the
safe.

Armstrong, Justice of the Peace
Steele said, has been identified bv
E. F. Penn, manager of the Hall
Tire Company station, as one of
the three men who held up  the
station.

The attorney for Armstrong was
out of the city today and could not
be reached, bwt it is understood
that habeas corpus proceeding for
the purpose of securing bail ~ for
Armstrong, are to be filed.

Armstrong has resided for some
years in the community about
Olden and is well known. He is a
member of one of the leading fam-
ilies of this section.

Four constitutional amendinsflils are to bo voted on in
November. All are progressive, and all deserve the support
of the voters of Texas.

1. Extend legislative term to 120 days; divide session
for introduction, hearings and passage of bills; raise salary
and cut mileage of legislators. . i

. Permit University of Texas to invest its permanent
fund in its own securities, thus advancing its building pro-

ram.
g 3. Permit West Texas counties to tax for local purposes
university lands within their borders. This lias the approval
of university regents. . .

-1 Abolish enforced quarter-year vacations of api>ellate
courts. This has endorsen;ent»of»the bar.

The legislative amendment is one greatly to increase
efficiency of the law-making body, and one which will effect
gn actual economy, though it raises the per diem of the mem-

ers.

During tlie present biennium there were six separate
sessions, lasting a total of seven months. At the end of each
all bustness died and had to lie gone over again in both
houses. The prison bill went through six fights in each
house. Utility regulation, the state auditor Taw, the fran-
chise tax and others went through several, with all the work
done in each. - . o

Huge appropriations hills were worked througl) twice in
the house and three times in the senate.

Now an orderly procedure, with time to act on all mat-
ters, will let the legislature finish its work in one 120-day
session, and according to old and new legislators in caucus
recently, will virtually abolish all social sessions.

The amendment will raise the lawmakers’ pay from $>
per day to $10 per day for the regular session; but leave it
unchanged at $5 |[>er day for special sessions. . .
__ The amendment will improve legislative service by lim-
iting the first 30 days of the session to the introduction of
bills and dispasing of emergency matters. The second 30
days will be given over to orderly committee hearings and
review of bills. This will assure ‘general legislation’s being
given adequate consideration. . X o

The last 00 days or as much as is required, will lie spent
in the enactment of laws. . o

After the first 30 days, bills can lie introduced only b%/
suspending the rules, and"a measure must lie strong enoug
to get four-fifths the votes of the initial house—and perhaps
also the other house, thougli this lias not lieen determined
yet—before it can get consideration.

General legislation has suffered by being crowded out
by pet local measures in past sessions. That will lie remedied
in the new sessian. o

The legislative caucus considering the amendment re-
sulted in a decision that the amendment, when adopted in
November, can become effective in the January session by
the simple revision of legislative rules. The legislators also
;iointed_out that it will actuall?/ save the state money by
abolishing the numerous special sessions, and bK cutting the
mileage of members from 20 to 10 cents. In the past law-
makers have drawn mileage of 20 cents going to and from
each of the numerous sessions — this running into thousands
of dollars each time.

This amendment is a progressive step. It may result in
getting, ultimately, abler men in the lawmaking bodies, by
meeting at least a fair share of their expenses during ses-
sions, and by assuring them they will not lie called away
from their business or law practice for repeated sessions.

» Need of the other amendments is obvious. Their_pur-
ﬁose and their usefulness is reflected in their wording. They
ave been submitted by a two-thirds vote of all the elected
members of the house anil senate. This means the majority
were convinced of their worth.

All should lie adopted.

Nationalist Troops

TIENTSIN, China, Sept. 22—
Amid scenes of wild acclaim, ar-
mored cars containing 500 Man-
churfan . soldlers today entered
Peiping.

The city was evacuated Sunday
by the nerthern forces from Shansi
Province, who for many months
have waged war with the Nankin
Zovernment.

The entry apparently ended the
Chinese civil warfare. Pelping,
once the city of the Manchus, put
up no resistance, and gave every
indication of joy at the approach
of the Manchurian troops,

The invaders immediately took
over the office.of maritime cus-
toms and re-appointed as commis-
sloner Hayler Bell, who held the
post before the outbreak of the
civil warfare,

The Manchurian troops, in league
with the forces of the Nationalist
government, previously had seized
tho strategic points in the Shansi
and Shantung territory, formerly
held by the Northern army.
