The scries of community fairs 

held this fall in the county have 
been featured by splendid exhibits 
ol! old relics. These old relics con­
sist of old quilts, old dresses, 
books, guns, Indian arrow heads, 
beads, taken from Indian graves 
und various other items of great 
interest and some of them very 
valuable.

It has been suggested that the 
County Commissioners be askod* 
to build wall cases to be placed 
around the wall in the corridors of 
the courthouse, beginning on the 
main floor and going up as addi­
tional space is needed, and tha£ 
these old relics, or as many of them 
ns could be secured for the pur­
pose, placd in them and kept un­
der lock and key. Such an exhib­
it of old relics, it is pointed out, 
would be a great attraction to vis­
itors at the county courthouse. 
Also, many of the old relics aro 
kept in the homes of the owners 
and arc liable to destruction by 
fire, while, if they were in tho 
county courthouse, which is ab­
solutely fire-proof, they would bo 
sale from damage by fire.

Dr. H. B. Tanner, of the Fast- 
land chamber of commerce, has 
made some inquiry of the owners 
of these old relies and most of 
those approached on the subject 
expressed a willingness to place 
them in the courthouse if provis­
ions for their safe keeping were 
made.

At tho Scranton fair an old sil­
ver teapot, which the owner said 
had been in his family 150 years, 
was among the old relics on dis­
play. A t this same fair was an old 
Bible 120 years old. In this Bible 
was many dates and notations re­
garding the pioneer families of 
this section which are of great in­
terest.

A t several of the fairs were dif­
ferent kinds of guns, some of them 
very old and each with an inter­
esting history. Many pieces of han­
diwork of people who died many, 
many years ago, were found among 
the exhibits.

It has been suggested that U 
sufficient number of old and un­
used showcases could be secured 
at little or no cost from which 
these cases could be made by any 
carpenter or cabinet maker. Their 
could be finished in such colors as 
to make them blend in with the 
walls so as to not m:.rr the beau­
ty of the building.

Has Fight To 
Keep Station

WASHINGTON, Sept. 18.— W. 
K. Henderson of Shreveport, La., 
is coming to Washington again to 
battle for the broadcasting rights 
of his “ hello world”  station, and 
this time he wit! find the radio 
commission’s guard up against 
pranks such as h« played when 
Inst here.

Henderson’s vigorous, unortho­
dox manner o f expressing his likes 
ami dislikes has gained him prom­
inence. He has been, dubbed “ the 
doggone man of radio.” On his 
last appearance before the com­
mission, Henderson produced 167,- 
000 affidavits In which his listen­
ers attested their lives would not 
be complete without his programs.

It is against such another ava­
lanche of vidence that the commis­
sion is protested now, prior to 
Henderson’s scheduled appearance 
Monday. The commission has 
ruled that Henderson or any other 
broadcaster may make affidavit 
that he has received any number 
of applauding affidavits from 
listeners, but neither Henderson or 
jany other may dump the originals 
ion the commission steps.

“ Those 167,000 affidavits 
swamped us in the interior depart­
ment building,”  a commission 
spokesman said in explaining the 
ruling today. “ We had to rent a 
room for them in the old St. James 
hotel on Pennsylvania avenue and 
when the matter went Lufuro a 
District o f Ccluinbia court we 
found the law required that all 
pertinent papers must be avail­
able for the court’s inspection. Thai 
swamped the court.”

Station WDSU, New Orleans, 
has applied for Henderson’s wave 
length, 850 kilocycles, and will en­
deavor to prove WDSU performs

more satisfactory service than 
“ hello world” which is known as 
KWKH. Henderson’s counter to 
his action was to apply for unlim­
ited use of “ hello world” and - its 
band were notable among the ad­
herents of Governor Alfred U. 
Smith during the 1928 presiden­
tial campaign. Henderson urged 
Smith upon all voters within rea**h 
of his 10,000-watt station. When 
he was not promoting the Rover* 
nor’s candidacy, h<* was belaboring 
chain stores.

The commission Monday also 
will begin hearings on application 
for 50,000 watts of power from 
stations in the second radio zone.
