Build Up Sheep
Industry Here

Nahm Suggests

Henry Nahm, president of  the
United Dry Goods Stores, one of

which is “located here, was in
Eastland a few days ago and gave
his associates the nucleus of an
idea for building up an important
industry for Eastland county in
the near future and that will also
stimulate trade in the city of ¢
Eastland immediately.

The idea was to have a monthly
trades day at which the people of
Eastland would give away ten
sheep each month to worthy farm-
ers for the purpose of building up
locks over the county, which
would, in a short time, make this
an important wool market.

The manner in which the sheep

would be distributed is merely a
problem that would have to be
worked out locally and the plan
has been worked in sections  of
New Mexico, according to our in-
formant, with such remarkable
success that Tt has become one of

the leading industries in the coun-
ties where it was used.

Only worthy farmers, those who
would tend to the sheep, care for
them properly in order to insure
a good lamb crop in the spring
and a good wool crop each fall,
should be the recipients of the
sheep. In this way cach farmer
who got sheep from the  city
would, in the course of three years
not only have derived a small pro-
fit from his flocks, but would be
building up his revenue from this
source to where it would be one
of the chief means of revenue
from his farm.

A plan is now being worked out
whereby this may be accomplish-
ed, and since there is practically
no failure of wool crops, the de-
pression that is felt through
drouths would be much less  se-
vere in the next few years, and

The sheep practically take
care of themselves, and as  each

produces an average of six pounds
of wool a year and the average
price of wool is between 40c and
.xOL per pound, it can be seen by
this that the wool clip alone would
be considerable in a short time,
not counting the sale of wethers.

Many details of the plan. are
now being worked out so that the
matter can be taken up before the
merchants of the city, and it is
thought that plans can be made
whereby they will have to pay very
little, if any, of the cost of buying
the sheep for distribution. In tha
meantime they would be getting
the benefits derived from the
trades days at which the sheep
would be distributed.
