ST. HUBERT AIRPORT, Mon­
treal. Aug. 14—The world's largest 
dirigible, R-100, sped before u stiff 
wind down tbc St. I-nwrence Valley 
today setting a pace that held pro- 
miso of a record-breaking flight 
across tho Atlantic ocean on its 
return trip.to Cardington, England.

The big dirigible, with ono of Its 
six motors crippled, raced over 
Father Point at t a. m. EST.. mak­
ing 60 knolH before a 45 mile per 
hour wind and under favorable 
skies. At that time the ship had 
covered sonio 320 miles In four 
hours and 30 minutes after it de­
parted eastward front St. Hubert 
Airport at 8:30 p. m.. Wednesday.

Its average speed of about 721 
miles an hour indicated the R-100 
would reach the Atlantic coast sev-1 
crul hours before nqpn, depending I 
on whether Commander It. B. II. j 
C'olmore followed his proposed j 
route to Cape Breton.

When the R-100 reported Itself 
158 miles below Quebec at l a. m.. 
It was about 440 miles from the 
open sea via Oaspo and Cape Bre­
ton.

Metcrologlsts reported the pros­
pects for the flight, excellent, with 
good weather and tail winds to 
speed tho craft at least half wdy 
across the ocean. The ocean route 
which Commander Colmoro plan­
ned to follow was roughly along the 
track of Canadian steamships on 
their eastward voyugc.

After taking aboard Its dozen 
passengers In addition to the offi­
cers and crew of 45 men, the R-100 
left the airport mooring mast half 
an Itour before its scheduled time 
of departure and flew toward Mon­
treal as thousands of spectators 
shouted farewell.

Commander R. B. B. Colmorc had 
described tho return trip as "a 
normal flight” when he told Cana­
dians that the R-100 would return 
next spring "as soon as the snow 
clears.”  but tho first stages.of tho 
voyugc Indicated the craft had an 
excellent chance of breaking tho 
Grar Zeppelin's speed record across 
tho Atlantic. Sir Denlstown Rur- 
ncy, doslgner of tho R-100, predict­
ed that even with one motor not 
working the ship would have llttlo 
difficulty In crossing In about 50 
hours, compared to tho record of 
56 hours, 24 minutes mado by tho 
Graf Zeppelin from Lakehurst to 
Fried richshafcn.

Five minutes after the passeng­
ers, each with 30 pounds of lug­
gage, had gone aboard, the lights 
of the dirigible flashed and tho 
motors were started.

Previous proration or­
ders have extended only to cutting 
down tlie production to prevent 
physical waste. The proposed or­
der attempts to cut production 
down to market demand. Notice 
has been given by sonic of the 
companies that such an interpreta­
tion of the law will be contested.

Police believed that there might 
be a fourth victim because three 
hats were found in the car and 
Stein wore a cap. Investigators un­
der General Rhlnow and Sheriff T. 
11. Maher of Washington county, 
began a wide search of tho sur­
rounding countryside.
The Missouri license plate on tho 

parked automobile had been issued 
to Coleman.

First reports suggested tho pos­
sibility that George (Bugs) Moran 
might have been a victim were un- 
eonlirmed when police checked tho 
bodies with descriptions that were 
forwarded from Chicago.

Moran was know-n fo be visiting 
in the northwest, hut ho was re­
ported to be vacationing north of 
the twin cities, near Bralncrd. in 
the heart of the northwest wood­
lands summer vacation district.

Stein was shot from the bark, 
probably as he attempted to es­
cape from the killers in the un­
derbrush near the roadhouse. Tho 
bullet entered near his enr and 
came out through his eye.

Myers was shot three limes In 
the head. His body was some fifty 
feet from the car. As police recon­
structed the scene, he was shot 
down shortly before the marksmen 
turned their fire on ■Stein.

Colemnn had powder burns on 
his jaw, where the bullets had kill­
ed him.

MOST OF OUR LUMBER

Seventy-five per cent of the 21,- 
000,000,000 board feet of lumber 
which entered interstate traffic 
from the larger mills of the coun­
try in 1928 traveled by rail, ac­
cording to a census recently com­
pleted by the Forest Service of the 
United States Department of Ag­
riculture and the Census Bureau.

It is not surprising that rail­
roads still haul such a large por­
tion o f the lumber shipped from 
one state into another, since many 
destinations can not he reached by 
water and most of them are too 
distant for economical trucking.

Water transportation on ocean 
and rivers is used to great advan­
tage by lumbermen and buyers in 
the Pacific Coast States and South 
Atlantic States.

Ancient Pine
Trees Felled

PEIPING, An*. 15—The Asso­
ciation for the Protection of An­
cient Objects In Peiping reports to 
the bureau of public welfare that 
80 per cent of the ancient pine 
trees and many marble tablets at 
the Lung-mun-ssu (Dragon Gate 
Temple), one of the most noted of 
old temples in Peiping's suburbs, 
have been "stolen.”

The report In regard to tho tab­
lets is rather amusing, as it is 
common knowledge that these were 
removed to Mukden by the Man­
churian government to be used in 
the memorial to the late Chang 
Tso-lln. They were purchased 
from a family which claims owner- i

to guide* them. He believes the iu» 
strument will be of great value id 
teaching student pilots to fly.

After the vines are blaek tve get 
uur old friend tomato out of a can 
or bottle as sauce, soup, catsup, 
or one of the many other product* 
made from this vegetable.

Along about 185U the people 
first found that tomatoes v.ere an 
excellent food, but even then to­
matoes were used only in season. 
At the start of the canning in­
dustry the sale of eanuod tomato 
products did not go so well, main­
ly because seme unscruplous man­
ufacturers used bad tomutoes, fail- 
id to wash them properly, left in 
the peelings and cores, and some­
times added, water to reduce costs.

Government inspectors at that 
time found a few manufacturers 
running spoiled tomatoes, cores, 
und peelings through a “ cyclone” 
machine which ground everything 
to a pulp. This, with spices added, 
was bottled and sold us catsup. A 
chemical was often added to pre­
vent further spoiling.

That type of adulteration is a 
thing of the past. To-day inspec- 

> tors of the Federal Food und Drug 
Administration, United States De-

"It has occasionally come to my 
attention that British ami Ameri­
can subjects have made a nuisance 
of themselves by their drunken 
conduct,-and 1 remember two or 
three complaints lodged against 
several individuals three years ago.

M. Tardleu. of the Boulogne 

Chamber of Commerce, questioned 
as to British and American activi­
ties after having imbibed too free­
ly, observed that many of them 
were taken In tow by "loose-mor- 
alled”. interpr.etr .i. and exploited at 
cafes and res' .rants. The work 
of these men is curbed by the au­
thorities as much as possible, de­
clared M. Tardleu. but incidents of 
dispute and occasional disorder 
were the inevitable result of such 
a situation. Usually, he added, 
such Interpreters were British sub­
jects themselves, and naturally de­
rived little satisfaction at seeing 
their compatriots make a vulgar 
display of themselves.

Taxi drivers, policemen and mer­
chants agreed that the tourist, de­
spite his infrequent lapses into dis­
orderly drunken antics, is a wel­
come visitor who would not be 
willingly relinquished by the 
French costal inhabitants.

Frank M. Hpwks, who in 20 months 
has cut the flying time between the 
Pacific and Atlantic almost lu half, 
nguln held the transcontinental 
speed record today.

Raring eastward front Los An­
geles in the swiftest and most bril­
liant long distance flight this coun­
try has seen.

(KDT) last night.

Captain Hawks now holds all 
records for cross-country flying. 
On his westward flight last week In 
th«t small, low-winged Travelalr 
monoplane built especially for the 
record attempts, he owered the At- 
lantlc-to-Paelfle mark of Col. Ros- 
coe Turner.

A dazzling pace of 220 miles an 
hour was set for the 2,510 miles 
traversed In yesterday’s flight.
• Lindbergh, when Informed of the 
new record, expressed delight at 
tils friend's achievement.

Capt. Huwks plans to race Ills 
ship later this months at Chicago 
at the National Air Races.

A year and eight months ago. 
when Hawks began his assaults on 
the cross country speed records, 
the fastest westward time had been 
made by the late Capt. C. B. D. Col- 
lyer. It was 24 hours and 15 
minutes.

Twice before today Captain 
Hawks Jias held the eastward rec 
ord. Once lie beat his own time. 
He Is the only man who lias made 
the transcontinental trip in a glid­
er and hopes that eventually a 
"pony express" of the air can be 
established as a result of Ills swift 
plane flights.

FAMILY MENU
BY SISTER MARY

CHILDREN always hall a picnic 
with delight, but too often the 

aftermath is so unpleasant for 
them that mothers dread this par­
ticular form of entertainment for 
tbelr small folk.

At such a time excitement usu­
ally runs high and freedom from 
restraining table manners as well 
as the stimulus of fresh air In­
duces a thoughtless stuffing of 
foods with disastrous conse­
quences.

As a first precaution, avoid too 
groat a variety of foods. An ar­
ray of different dished Is apt to 
confuse children to the point that 
they loose their appetites. For 
this reason the package picnic Is 
particularly desirable for small 
children. All articles of food are 
wrapped separately In Individual 
servings. They are then arrang­
ed and packed In pastry boxes or 
on picnic plates and wrapped In 
heavy brown paper and securely 
tied with strong cord. Each child 
receives his package 'when lunch 
time comes and there Is no tire­
some passing.

Plan Meal With Care 
The lunebeofi must be planned 

with much thought. Use as much 
whole wheat bread as possible for 
sandwiches and cho,ose the fill­
ings with care. Minced raw vege­
tables, jellies, cream and cottage 
cheese, dried fruits and nuts run 
through the food chopper, all 
make acceptable fillings and offer 
variety.

Plain, hard-cooked eggs or 
those stuffed with finely chopped 
vegetables are wholesome and fill­
ing.

A finely minced cabbage and 
pineapple salad might take tin, 
place of the proverbial potato sal­
ad. This salad as well as the egg

dish helps to supply the vitamins 
so often lacking In the average 
picnic lunch.

They should prevent washing of 
tho bed or sides of the gully by 
water flowing under or through the 
dam, widening of the gully by 
water flowing around the ends or 
the dam and undermining ut the 
lower toe of the dam by the water 
that flows over the top.

“The best height for brush dams 
is usually about two feet. Some 
of the anchored type have been 
built four feet high, but pressure 
of the water behind high dams of­
ten forces silt through them and 
sometimes causes washing of the 
bottom and sides of the gullies."

WASHINGTON, Aug. 11—Hill­

side top soils accumulated through 
centuries may easily be dissipated 
and the land rendered worthless by 
carelessness.

The Department of Agriculture 
has devised various methods to 
prevent this costly erosion which 
frequently is possible primarily be­
cause of the thoughtlessness of the 
land owner.

Soil accumulates on hillsides 
slowly by means of rock disinteg­
ration. Appearance of a soil is ac 
companied by the appearance o 
binding vegetation which anchors 
the soil in place. When this un­
cultivated vegetation is removed 
preliminary to farming operations 
and the land subsequently is aban 
doned, bare of its original protec­
tion, erosion becomes affective.

Among instances cited by the 
department arc many in western 
North Carolina where in the early 
part of the century it was the prac­
tice of tobacco growers to clear 
land, farm it for a few years and 
abandon it for new fields.

“The fields abandoned when this 
system was practiced,” says C. R. 
Hursh, of the department’s forest 
service, “ sllll present a serious 
problem of reforestation.

“Although gullying may not be 
in evidence, each heavy rain car­
ries away a part of the unprotect­
ed loose surface soil so that the 
cumulative damage during tho 
year may be tremendous. When 
this washing of loose* soil occurs 
it frequently happens that there is 
no conspicuous evidence of dam­
age until the soil is completely 
washed away to the bed rock."

The danger Is no confined to 
hillside’ farm lands. Gullies form 
on slightly rolling land and as they 
deveop they progressively reduce 
the useful area of the field until, 
finally, the land must be abandon­
ed. It is possible to check this 
destruction on abandoned land if 
measures are taken soon enough. 
Seeding of grass or othec, suitable 
vegetation frequently will retard 
erosion until rc-forestation can be 
effected.

But on hill sides or gently rolling 
farm lands, deep gullies can be

Station it was found that nuts bur­
ied to a depth of 4 feet, and one 
nut buried 6 feet, sprouted and 
sent up shoots to the surface.

A mixture of oats and hairy vetch 
has been widely recommended for 
this purpose. 15) The fcllowing 
spring, after the oats and vetch 
have been harvested fr hay, repeat 
the whole process.

Yet each man kills the thing

By each let this ho heard.
Some do it with a bitter look. 
Some with a flattering word. 
Soiuo killed their love when 

they arc young
And some when they arc old; 
Some strangle with the hands 

of lust.
Some uith the hands of gold; 
Though each man kills tho 

thing he loves.
Each man does nut die."
Even facing death. Payne has his 

preferences. Ho chooses the "hot 
chair" rather than the hangman's 
noose, and reasoned thus with 
Wilde:

"—Who would stand in hempen 
hand

Upon a scatfold high.
And through a murder's collar 

take
Last look at the «ky?
It Is sweet to dance to violins 
When life and love are fulr;
But It is not sweep with 

nimble feet
To dance upon tho air.”
And in a final passage he found 

an answer to the solicitations of 
kind prison officials who Inquired 
about his comfort:

"He is nt peace, this wretched 
man.

At peace, or will lie soon;
There Is nothing to make him 

mad.
