Payne s Denied
A'Speedy Trial

CANYON, Tex., Aug. 11—-Attempts
to speed up justice failed today, and
A. D. Payue, confessed slayer of
his wife by placing a bomb in the
family automobile, must await due
course of Jaw for a hearing.

R. W, Thomerson, district attor-
ney of Amarillo, said no special
grand jury would be called to con-
sider the case as had been plan-
ned and it would probably come
before the regular jury which con-
venes at Amarillo Aug. 22.

The Amarillo attorney who pleads
for speed consignment to the elec-
iric chair was thus denied his re-
quest.' He remained in the Stin-
nett Jail, where he was taken after
threats of mob violence had been
made against him,

“I'm not afraid of the music,”
Payne said before he was called to
testify to the grand jury. *I will
welcome the chance to die. If there
is any delay in my going to the
electric chair, it will be the faunlt
of the state and not mine,

“I will not plead insanity in an
attempt to beat the chair nor will

I commit suicide. If 1did, my
children would not profit by = my
$21,000 insurance policy. That's
the only thing I'have to leave
them,

“The only thing I went to have
now is the forgiveness of my
wife’s parents. I have written

them, saying that I will see them
in Heaven and~hope they can-Yor-
give me for m{; sin against them.”

Payne was bitter, however, to-
ward Mrs. Verona Thompson, his
former secretary, who brought
about his arrest by telling Gene
Howe, Amarillo editor, and A.
MacDonald, Kansas City newspa-
perman, that the attorney had
promised to marry her and said he
would “get his wife out of the
way."”

“Mrs, Thompson flatters her-
self by thinking I murdered my
wife 8o I could marry her, I was
only fooling her all the time,”
Payne said. :

“] did enjoy watching the police
working on this case, though. Why,
it took them five weeks to find
out why I did it, and then
just stumbled on the solution.”

Payne was more nervous today |

than at any time since the arrest.

was a small hair pin, two small
capsule boxes, a few white cigar-
ette papers and a cigarette pack-
age containing two or three cigar-
ettes, a cheap watch, a pocket knife
and two pocket handkerchiefs.

On one of the cigarette papers
was written in pencil the words:
“Clarence Simmons, Beaumont.”

On one of the handkerchiefs there
was what appeared to be the mono-
gram, “L. V." worked ‘in the cor-
ner. There was no other mark on
any of the clothing.

The label on the small vial
found near the body showed that
the poison had been purchased from
a local druggist. This druggist's
records showed that an ounce of
carbolic acid had been sold about
4:30 Saturday afternoon to a man

who signed the name of A. E.
Camp and gave his address as
Eastland when he made the pur-

chase. Clerks in the store identifi-
ed the dead man as the man who
purchased the poison.

Two boys, whose names were not
learned, about 9:00 o'clock Satur-
day night gave a letter to Police-
men Pryor and Mead on the streets
and told them that a drunk man in
the theatre gave it to them and
asked them to give it to the County
Attorney. This letter was turned
over to Justice of the Peace Jim
Stecl. It was written on both
sides of a sheet of cheap tablet
paper in pencil and was unsigned
and was as follows:

Abilene, Texas,

Dear mother

How are you, I am doeing
finc hope you are the same.
I am feeling better every day.
Like my job fine. Claude sure
is good to me and it was for
our sake that he give it to
me. How is the cotton is it
opening much. I guess it
won't be long until you will be
getting lots of cotton. Well I
don’t know any more news.

To my dear children and my
mother I am not guilty of all
they have got me accused I
did not put no poison in noth-
ing.

“0ld Rip” Again
Appears In Print

Recently while conducting an X-
ray Technique Class In Oklahoma
City, E. Dale Trout of the Victor
Educational Staff had as one of his
puplls, Mrs. Byrta Rose Maxey, R.
T., of Eastland, Texas. Mrs. Maxey
in the course of her work in East-
land had been called on to X
“0ld Rip" the celebrated toad who
slept for 31 years in the corner
stone of the old Eastland County
Courthouse. She showed Mr. Trout
the film and gave him the facts as
written up by Dr. H. B, Tanner,
Secretary of the Eastland Chamber
of Commerce. The story was pub-
lished in a monthly magazine hav-
fng 43,000 circulation. .

“It seems that in 1897 when the
courthouse was to be dedicated, a
Mr, Earnest Wood of this city who
was to play in the band on that
occasion, while leaving his home to
attend the ceremony noticed his
young son playing with a horned
toad. The idea came to him to
place the toad in the corner stone
which he did.

“Thirty-one years later when
this courthouse was to be torn
down he mentioned this incident to
Boyce House, editor at that time of
the Eastland Dally Telegram, who
zave it much publicity.”

“On the day set for the opening
of the old cornerstone, a large
crowd assembled about the build-
ing. Judge Pritchard of the Com-
missioners Court and three of the
local pastors were appointed to
supervise the opening of the corner
stone. When the stone was open-
ed they found this toad at the bot-
tom of the excavation underneath
some papers and a Bible,

“His mouth and eyes, apparently
were closed, but after a few days
they opened and they appeared to
be quite lively.

So much interest was excited,
that he was exhibited in all the
large cities of the east, Including
an audience with President Cool-
idge in the White House.

“On his return to Eastland he
was on exhibition here until Janu-
ary 28, 1929 when he contracted
pneumonia and died. The body
was embalmed and placed in &«
speclally constructed casket which
is now on exhibition in the lobby
of the new courthouse.”

BY DEVICE

Engineer, Perfects .Invention
To Warn Boiler Room If
Mixture Is Wrong.

BY UNITED PRESS

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 11 —
Satisfactory tests have been made
here of an invention which' may

¢liminate 80 per cent of Philadel-
phia's smoke nuisance, according
to engineers.

Philip Hannigan, chief power ¢n-
gineer for the Gemeral Electric
plant here, is inventor of the de-
vice. He says that 80 per cent
of the smoke ejected from stacks
is due to impepféct combustion and
that a slightudjustment of the air
intake would remedy the condition.

In the average engine room, situ-
ated below ground level, the en-
gineer has no way of knowing
