Clipping Bureau

At the University
AUSTIN, July 10.—One of the

agencies at the University of Tex-
as which has helped many women
students to pay their ways through
school is the Students Clipping
bureau.

The bureau, which has been in
operation for several years, main-
tains a staff of 11 or 12 women
who do part-time work through
both long and summer sessions.

Every newspaper published in
Texas, including approximately
115 dailies and 750 weeklies, is
received at the burcau and care-
fully read and clipped for the
many clients desiring clippings on
various subjects, Among the sub-
scribers to the service are listed
chambers of commer £
and colleges, civic organizations,
men holding public office or run-
ning for some public office, co-
operative societies, business con-
cerns, advertising agencies, re-
sorts, magazines, fairs and ex-
positions and many other indivi-
duals and organizations.

Besides the regular clipping
service, the bureau publishes a
bulletin for bond brokers called
the Semi-Weekly Bond Buyers'
Bulletin. The progress of all bond
issues, municipal, county, state, ir-
rigation, school, road and public
improvement projects, is traced in
this bulletin, which has bond brok-
ers from all parts of the United
States on its mailing list.
