Governor Moody 
Submits Prison 
Reform Measure

I I  U N IIIO  P 0C IS
AUSTIN, Tex., June 12.—Gover­

nor Moody today formally submit­
ted prison reform and concentra­
tion to the present called session 
of the state legislature.

In his message submitting the 
topic Governor Moody said '.hut lie 
intneded to open ,the topic for con­
sideration by his extemporaneous 
address to tho legislature on Juno 
4. but that there seems to be con­
fusion as to whether he dirt so.

"The pressing importance of this 
matter,” said the governor, “ is em­
phasized by the calamitous over­
flow which the prison system isl 
now suffering. I hop--, very much 
that the difference of opinion ex­
isting upon this subject can bo 
composed, and that the legislature 
will enact a bill giving the prison 
commission authority to formulate 
plans for the concentration of tho 
system, nnd report these plans to 
tho legislature ”

A Dill carrying out this plan has 
already b en  prepared by Senator 
J. T. Holbrook.

Under it the leglsaturo will have 
another say before a new prison 
site can he chosen. Governor 
-Moody at former sessions had stood 
out for giving the prison board 
power to locate and concentrate 
the prisons.

The house this morning voted 
down efforts of Rep. W. E. Pope 
of Corpus Christi to require afl de­
partments to exhaust their special 
funds before drawing on the gen­
eral fund for any purposes for 
which appropriations are being 
made in the departmental bill.

The house was still working on 
departmental appropriations at j 
noon recess. The senate complct-1 
ed Its departmental bill after mak-l 
ing additions that brought’ its to-! 
tnl to $12,839,205.

The senate recessed with a bill 
pending to appropriate $510,000 of 
highway funds for an office build­
ing.

A  hill was offered in the house 
giving the agricultural commis­
sioner power to enforco quaran­
tine regulations In the case of 
crop pests.

Hut they blamed the “system,” 
rather than White, for tlm tragedy 
which occurrdc along a lonely- 
wooded road as Virkula, a confec­
tioner of Big Falls, drove home­
ward from hero with his wife and 
two small children.

“Tho citizens here have been 
subjected to Innumerable indigni­
ties at the hands of the enforce­
ment officers,” declared State's At­
torney David Hurlburt of Koochi­
ching county. "They resent the 
fact that they cannot travel along 
the highways thoir taxes have built 
without being subject to assassi­
nation.”

The town council forwarded to 
prohibition officials at Washington 
a demand for discontinuance of 
motor car searching. It asked them 
“ to change the present conditions 
before more - lives are taken and 
the use of tho highways made un­
safe for innocent farmers and tour­
ists.”

White's immediate superiors and 
fellow agents in the border patrol 
service will stick by him, N. A. 
Lindborg, assistant customs collec­
tor at Duluth, upheld White's ac­
tion as coming "in the perform­
ance of duty." White's buddies on 
both sides of the international line 
began raising u fund for his de­
fense.

White, unable to raise ball of

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo., 
June 12.—Pres. Hoover’s oil con­
servation conference attempted to­
day to agree on u “declaration of 
general policies” for conservation 
of the oil of America.

And while the conference labor­
ed, delegates from the publis lands 
states of the west were confident 
that the government soon would 
rescind or modify the oil per­
mit withdrawal order of March 
12, which they- contend, hinders 
the progress of the Rocky Moun­
tain section. '

Chairman Mark Requa’s problem 
toduy was to got a fact finding 
commission appointed before tho 
official state delegates ended their 
conferences. His hope rested with 
the three principal oil producing 
states, Oklahoma, Texas and Cali­
fornia. The official delegates 
from these states were to report 
to the conference boforc noon 
whethor they hud been able to 
agree upon a decision of general 
policies. If they agree the full 
conference will discuss the matter 
to sec if all of tho stntosyepkesent- 
cd here can sign a dcluration of 
principles.

Such a declaration if the desires 
of the managers of the conference 
arc followed also will authorize) 
the chairman to appoint a fact 
finding commission ns a sturt in 
the effort to formulate a policy.;

After the delegates und observ­
ers got through with their two 
day “ talkfest”  yesterday afternoon 
the “ big shots” of tho convention 
—the official delegates appointed 
by the governors—retired to a 
smaller conference. Clyde Reed, 
governor of Kansas, presented a 
three page “ declaration of gencrnl 
policies” nnd Rcqua nnd tho other 
government managers did every­
thing possible to get the delegates

to adopt the statement.
The Texas and Oklahoma dele-j 

gations told the meeting they had) 
no authority from the governors 
to subscribe to any such state­
ment.

They came to Colorado Springs 
seeking information, they said, and 
under their authority had only the 
right to report back to their states 
after such discussion, the confer­
ence agreed to discuss the Reed 
statement paragraph by para 
graph.

The discussion continued until 
Francis Wilson of New Mexico 
moved that the conference first 
let the three big oil producing 
states tackle the problem and re­
port back to the conference.

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo., 
June 12.—Pres. Hoover's oil con­
ference here at least will display 
“ the will to make a compact” Mark 
L. Rcqua, permanent chairman, 
said today.

Delegates from Oklahoma, Texas 
and California agreed in a separate 
meeting t<J a brief statement de­
tailing just how far they would go 
in entering compromising negotia­
tions toward an oil curtailment 
program. The statement was 
withheld pending formal opening 
of the session.

The western public land states, 
meanwhile, stood pat on their posi­
tion that the permanent withdraw­
al order must be rescinded as a 
matter of conservation policy.

Women Workers In 
Texas Represent 

One-Third Of All
About '30 per cent of employes in 

establishments of all kinds In Tex­
as arc women, according to tho 
Texas Department of Labor, which 
recently compiled statistics from 
2,763 concerns, including all kiqds 
of factories, hospitals, laundries, 
barber shops, beauty parlors ho­
tels restaurants, mercantile, pub­
lishing and printing, public utility, 
nutomobllo and other kinds of es­
tablishments.

In the 2,7tt) concerns were eni- 
ployed -30,976 mon, 12,935 women 
and 1,151 children. Of the male 
employes, 67 per cent were mar­
ried; of the women 37 per cent 
Only 39 per cent of the women em­
ployes were found to earn as 
much as $15 a week. Newspaper 
and printing establishments made 
tho best showing In wages for 
women employes with 81 per cent 
receiving more than $15 a week 
and only 9 per cent receiving less 
than $10 a week. Printing cstab 
llsbnionts also showed tlie short­
est working hours with men and 
women working an average of 48 
hours a week.

Sheriff Virge Foster added an­
other large liquor still to <bla col­
lection of stills and whiskey man­
ufacturing equipment Tuesday a f­
ternoon when he captured a  big 
plant in operation near the homo 
of John Brawlcy, one mile west o f  
the old Curtis school house. With 
the still the sheriff took eight or 
ten gallons of whiskey and de­
stroyed a large quantity of mash.

John Brawley was arrested by 
Sheriff Foster and Deputies Steele 
Hill, Tom Jones nnd Los Woods at 
the time the still was taken. 
Brawley is held on three charges 
filed in Justice of the Peace Jim 
Steele's court at Eastland, one 
charging him with possession o f  a 
still for the purpose of manufac­
turing liquor, another for posses­
sion of liquor for the purpose o f 
sale and another for manufactur­
ing liquor. Bond in each case was 
set at $1,000.

The big still, according to tho 
officers, >vas located away from 
the house: and was hidden in a 
thicket. It was in operation wlieu 
the officers approached it. Tho 
oporator. however, had apparently 
bean warned of the officers' ap­
pearance, as ho had left the still. 
He was located and captured by 
the officers, however.

According to the officers, pre­
parations were being rqadO ha jimye 
the still, as they foufnd where .i 
well was being dug, about ’*  half 
mile from the •till. This, 'they be­
lieve, was to supply water'fo.‘ the 
still in Jts new location.
