PARIS. May 11.—The Cat and 

Dog cemetery ol Paris, known as 
the most beautiful burial place in 
the world for animals, is to be en­
larged. The desire ol many French 
people to inter their i>ets In a man­
ner befitting a beloved one has 
crowded the graveyard with mauso­
leums. monuments and tombstones 
until expansion has become neces­
sary.

This cemetery, which was found­
ed 29 years ago, is located on a lit­
tle island on the Seine. Just outside 
the gates of Paris. It has Its care­
takers who tend the ;>eri>etual 
plots, keep the tombstones and 
monuments clean and who dig the 
graves. They live in a little house 
on one side of the graveyard. Here 
also may be found catalogues of 
sculptured monuments and stone 
vaults.

A burial at this pet cemetery, al­
though simple nnd without benefit 
of clergy, is always impressive. 
There is no music, no graveside 
eulo»y. There Is only the simple 

, ceremony of solemnly lowering a 
tiny eoffln, cohtaining the remains 

| of a Siamese cat or a French 
poodle, into a grave while the be- 

| renved master looks solemnly on.
Although many of the animals 

are buried In zinc coffins, covered 
with black cloth and trimmed with 
silver, the pets of poorer ]>eople are 
Interred In humbler caskets. For 

,35 francs a burial will be marie and 
for a few francs more a wooden 
coffin may be obtained. For a few 
hundred francs the ground will be 
reserved for many years to the 
canine or feline body beneath it 
And a head-stone will be provided.
