All fire doors ‘immediately
closed, Poison gas, generated from
the explosion, was forced through
the ventilator shaft by the heat.
Thin yellow wigps were seen
straying onto JAhe  second floor
climbing upward through a court
into the third and fourth floors
and emerging from the blown-out
skylight.
Those on the first floor ran out
to safely or remained to warn
persons on the floors above, Con-
fusion followed.
