DALLAS, Tex., Jan. 24 — An 

attack on Congress for trying to 
“kid” the fanners into believing 
it was really in earnest in pro­
mising farm relief was made by M. 
S. Winder, executive secretary of 
the American farm bureau federa­
tion. here today.

Winder addressed delegates at­
tending the Texas convention of 
the Farm Bureau organization.

The apparent gullibility with 
which the fanners have accepted 
these promises is now transformed 
into a State of ebullient indigna­
tion and unless Congress does 
something soon in the way of ac­
tual relief, there is likely to bq an 
explosion of some sort, the speak­
er said.

“Tho political strategists,” con­
tinued Winder, “who are now oc­
cupied in drafting their perennial 
plans for settling the problems 
will do well to bear in mind thnt 
thirty million farm people arc no 
longer in a mood to be trifled with.’

Winder expressed the belief that 
President-elect lloovor will call 

a special session of Congress nnd 
definotely dispose of the farm 
question.

DALLAS, Tex., Jan- 24 — The 
Texas Farm Bureau Federation, 
holding its annual convention hero 
has completed plans for a vigor­
ous fight to obtnin farm relief with 
tho aid of the courts and already 
has subscribed $5,000 toward a 
$100,000 fund to carry out its 
program.

Judge L. Gough of Amarillo, one 
of the leaders in the movement, 
explained the plan at the scssiorf 
of the farmers here. Besides tak­
ing legal action to secure farm re­
lief, the federation will register a 
stiff protest against the passage 
of proposed legislation for State 
control of cotton gins.

“Efforts will be made through 
the courts to halt cotton price man­
ipulation by exchanges and to have 
the price fixed on the actual com­
modity instead of on futures,” 
Judge Gough said. “Injunctions 
will be sought, damage suits will 
be filed and such other legal ac­
tion will be taken ns wHl become 
necessary in relieving the farm si* 
tuation.”

Judge Gough said it was illegal 
for any group to fix the price 
of cotton and that this situation 
can be remedied in the courts.

Bond Plan to Be Submitted

LINCOLN, Neb., Jan. 24.— A majority of the 80,000 
residents of Lincoln are gazing into the future, praying 
that the passions of man remain subdued for three more 
months so that the extraordinary record of three years 
without a murder may be attained.

Already this capital city of Nebraska has become a sort 
of eighth wonder of the world because there has been no' 
murdering done within Lincoln's boundaries for two years

and nine months.
Aside from a suggestion that 

the city may have drawn inspira­
tion from 'he pacifism of the late 
William Jenning Bryan, its renow­
ned son, police could not explain 
the lack of violence.

“We are knpeking on wood,” was 
the reply to requests for informa­
tion ns to why residents of Lin­
coln refrain from impluses of viol­
ence.

Hatchets may bought in Lincoln 
—  the same as in Omaha. Pistols 
are sold --- just as they are in Chi­
cago, and dynamite may be pro­
cured here as easily as in Kansas 
City. The best guess seems to 
be that other cities possess killers 
while Lincoln docs not.

It's mystifying to the police. In 
the words of Walter Anderson, 
«aplain of detectives:

“The officers are sitting on tho 
edges of 1hc-ir chairs waiting for 
a case to break at any time.” 

March 16 is the red letter date 
which Lincoln looks forward to and 
at which time the non-murdering 
championship of the world will bo 
claimed, if the peaceful spirit which 
has lasted so long continues.

Frank Sharp’s killing of his wife 
with a hammer on March 16, 1926, 
was the last murder here. He was 
executed in October of last year.

AUSTIN,, Tex., Jan. 24 —  $100,- 

000,000 State bond issue for con­
struction of highwnys in Texas, 
nnd a $75,000,000 issue for rcin- 
I-ursement of counties, is contain­
ed in a compromise plan, adopted 
Thursday morning, with only one 
dissenting vote, by Gov. Dan 
Moody’s seven-member committee 
on highway matters, for submis­
sion to the forty-first legislature. 
The only dissenting vote was cast 
by Leonard Tillotson of Scaly.

The plan which was drawn by 
Cone Johnson of Tyler, provides 
for approximately $35,000,000 an­
nually for the next two years to 
support the highway department 
during the period before the bond 
issue funds would become avail­
able.

Summarized Johnson’s measure 
provides for the legislature pro­
viding for $30,000,000 highway de­
partment budget for the next two 
years, $20,000,000 to be used for 
construction and $10,000,000 for 
maintenance.

This does not include the $4,- 
500,000 for federal aid that will be 
forthcoming.

The plan also makes provision 
for the legislature to submit to 
the voters a constitutional amend­
ment to enable the legislature £o 
issue bonds up to $100,000,000 for 
construction and maintenance of 
the highway system, and an addi­
tional $75,000,000 for refunds to 
counties for money spent in build­
ing of State highways- 

It declares, as a policy, thnt the 
cost of highways should be borne 
by the users through a gasoline

BAl.BOA, Panama Canal Zone, 

Jan. 24 — Two great fleets ap­
proached each other in the Pacific 
today to do battle for supremacy 
of the Panama canal, flmy were 
the “Rlue Atlantic fleet and the 
“Black" Pacific fleet.

The highest naval strategy was 
being displayed by both forces but 
tympott-hy lay with the inferior 
force — the Blues, defending the 
canal with but 75 ships to the 
Black’s 99.

The famous cruise of the Ore­
gon around the Horn during the 
Spanish American war was re­
called today by the rush of the 
scout cruiser Detroit from Boston 
to join the Blues. The Detroit 
steamed at nearly 30 knots an 
hour to make the canal in 89 
hours — approximately 2,100 
miles, and then sped through the 
locks to head southward on the 
left scouting line of the defense 
ships. The quick contact of 
the Detroit demonstrated the 
strategic value of the canal when 
she joined her flee in four days 
after leaving Boston, where it 
look the Oregon weeks to join 
the Cuban besieging fleet from 
the Pacific in 1898.

Thomas shot 
himself twice, then drank poison. 
He died six hours later, begging 
his wife for forgiveness.

Thcmas’ wife, Helen, 22, phy­
sicians said, pYotabiy will be blind 
for life. She told a story of bit­
ter strife, of constant marital tur­
moil caused by distrust.

Thomas was employed by the 
B- F . Goodrich Rubber Company 
and Mrs. Thomas worked for the 
Firestone Tire and Rubber Com­
pany.

“He wanted me to quit work­
ing,” Mrs. Thomas said. “Countless 
times since we were married he 
has threatened to gouge out my 
eyes or disfigure me for life- Last 
night he seemed more jealous than 
ever.

“ I was playing the phonograph 
when I saw him come at me.”

The record the stricken young 
wife was playing was “ You Can’t 
Find Love Where There Ain’t Any 
Love.”

"Ho struck me ‘several times, 
then grabbed me ai*ound the waist 
With one hand and with the other 
started to gouge my eyes,” Mrs. 
Thomas continued.

“He threw me on the floor and 
kicked me several times and i 

lay still.”
Little Robert, aroused by the 

noise, peered affrightedly from be­
hind a bedroom door.

Mrs. Thomas said her husband 
whipped out a gun and pursued 
the boy. who ran back to hir- bed 
and crawled under the blankets.

Thomas pulled the boy out of 
bed and shot him. 51is. Thomas
grabbed the baby up. He lay 
quiet in her arms.

Thomas ran to the living room 
wheie Rose was sleeping i:i her 
crib.

Mrs* Thomas, on the verge of 
collapse, crawled out the front 
door and onto an icy lawn where 
a neighbor found her and called 
police.
