DEMOS WANT 
MORE FUNDS 

FOR PROHL
Charge The Federal Govern­

ment  ̂Is Not Enforcing Pro­
hibition. Republicans Claim 
Not In Need of So Much 
Money.

.. WASHINGTON, Jan. 18 —The 
interesting picture o f the Demo- 
ciats trying to force more money 
on O •» ndminstration for prohib­
ition enfoirc-ment and the Rebup- 
licians refusing to take it, was 
drawn in the Senate today * w h e n  
all wet and dry lines were dropped 
for a strnipht-away partisan con­
test over the issue.

. The Republicans want an increase 
of only $1,250,000 for extra pro­
hibition activities next year and, 
as they have control of a majority 
they art expected to prevail in the 
fight over the pending first defi­
ciency appropriation bill.

Tho Democrats want to make the 
Rcbuplicans tak© $25,000,000 say­
ing the Federal government is not 
enfeicing prohibition in their 
States, particlarly in the South.

Involved in the dispute is some 
of the animosity' engendered over 
the issue in the recent presidcnilul 
campaign- Both wet and dry 
Democrats are joined in the battle 
for tho increase while both wet 
and dry Republicans are generally 
in accord that the increase is un­
necessary. The Republicans say 
the expected Hoover commission 
will iron out enforcement diffi­
culties and that there is need now 
for only about $1,250,000 to be 
used largely in educational work. 
Any largo increase would joojard- 
izo the budget, they contend.

JURY ACQUITS 
CONSTABLE OF 

THEFT CHARGE
Verdict Held as “ Checkmate” 

To Law Enforcement in 
Wichita County by Prose­
cutor.

— A jury in district court here Inst 
night acquitted Ed Pryor, former 
Elcctrn constable, of a charge of 
conspiracy to burglarize a ware­
house ut Elcctrn.

Commenting on the verdict, 
Judge P- A. Martin, who presided 
at Pryor’s trial, said the jury de­
cision would prove *‘n serious 
checkmate to law enforcement in 
Wichita county.”

The other charges dealing with 
burglaries ut Electra are pending 
against the former constable.

The defense based its case on the 
claim that Henry Shumate, who 
testified Pryor had promised him 
protection in the burglary was an 
incompetent witness. Pryor was 
arrested and indicted alter Shu­
mate had escaped jail and was re- 
arrested in Pryor’s home.

Grand Jury Returns Five 

Indictments of Robbery
W ith Firearms Against
Him. Formal Charge of 
Murder Also Made.

DALLAS, Tex.,.Jan; 18 — Wil­

liam Pruitt, Ji'.i known to police as 
“ Dagger Bill” Pruitt, was indicted 
by the County grand jury today 
on five charges of robbery with 
firearihs. At the same time a 
formal charge of murder was filed 
in justic court against Pruitt in 
connection with the fatal shooting 
of Wiliam Mann. 17-year old 
hgh sehcol boy on the night of 
January G.

Pruitt is said by police to be the 
man who staged a one-man crime 
wave in Dallas last week.

Monday the .grand jury will 
start an investigation of the slay­
ing of Mann, William McCraw, 
district attorney Announced. Police 
officals who investigated the slay­
ing and about 20 witnesses have 
been summondod to appear before 
the grand jury.

Pruitt, who was shot in both legs 
when he engnged in a gun battle 
with officers Sunday night, is still 
confined to the hospital ward of 
the county juil. He denies that 
he Killed Mann but admitted he 
had beer, involved in several rob­
beries. . ,

The murder complaint againsc 
Pruitt v/as sworn to by Detective 
Capt. Ain Loonn/d Pack, who help­
ed capture him.

CARACAS, Venezuela, Jan. 18— 

Reports received today from Cu- 
mnmi said 200 bodies had been re­
moved from the ruins of buildings 
wrecked in the earthquacko there 
yesterday.

The report said more than 1,000 
were injured.

Damage to property was esti­
mated at approximately $10,000,- 
000.

Every available surviving citi­
zen of Cumana was engaged in 
searching tho ruins of the city, 
the dispatches said.

It was believed foreign aid would 
have to be asked. The Venezue­
lan Red Cross was mobilizing vol­
unteers*.

BLOODY TIE IS 
BELIEVED CLUE 

TO MURDER
Mystery o f Missing* Orange, 
Texas, Man Deepens, O ffi 

cers Think Others Murder* 
ed Also and Bodies Thrown 
in River.

ORANGE, Tex. Jan. 18 —  A 
laundry mark on a blood-stained 
tie, found Thursday with bits of 
other clothing beneath tho Sabino 
river bridge near here, furnished 
officers of Texas and Louisiana 
u'ith the name of a second man, 
who, it was feared, might have 
met with foul play and his body 
thrown into tho river.

The laundry mark “ LW-1,V was 
identified by a girl at an Orango 
Laundry us being a mark put on 
clothing owned by L. W. Atkins, 
former worker at the Abandoned 
Tex-Lu. saw mill, fourteen miles 
north o f here.

Previously officers had believed 
the clothing Inst belonged to Hal 
Hall, Omiige log hauler, mysteri­
ously missing, since last Friday 
Neither man has been located.

Sheriff Brown of Orango and 
J Sheriff Ileid o f Lake Charles, La- 
’ were leading an investigation, aid­
ed by District Attorney Robira of 
Lake Charles.

Dragging of the river was ex­
pected to be resorted to during the 
day.

Preparations to analyze blood 
on the clothihg also were being 
niadu to determine whether it wns 
from a human. The clothing wns 
found on the Louisiana side of 
tho bridge.

CINCINNATI, O., Jan. 18 — 

Kidnapers who abducted Benjamin 
Henderson, cashier of the Camargo 
bank at Madeira, near hero today, 
dumped him out o f his ear at West 
Carrolton, near Dayton, at 11:50 
a. m., he advised his wife by tele­
phone.

The cashier assured Mrs- Hend­
erson he had not been injured. Po- 
lico dispatched an automobilo to 
West Carrollton to return him to 
Cincinnati.

Tho^ fact that Henderson wns 
unharmed puzzled officers who be­
lieved he had been “ taken for a 
rido’ ’ by members o f a gang who 
kidnaped him and robbed the Ca­
margo bank last November.

Tno kidnapers arc believed to 
be members of tho Wilbur-Colc- 
Edward Tuchey gang of Lan­
caster, Pa., who invaded tho cash­
ier’s home two months ago, posted 
a guard over his wife and child, 
then forced Henderson to go to the 
bank and open the vault.

The bandits escaped with $G,000 
but Cole and Tuchcy were captur­
ed, convicted and sentenced to 22 
and 24 years respectively in the 
State penitentiary 

When Cole amlT'uchey were sen­
tenced police said they ^warned 
Henderson that “ members of tho 
gang will get you.”

ABERDEEN, Md., Jan. 18 — 

Wrecking crews worked hastily to­
day to clear away debris left by’ n 
double train wreck in which lour 
Pennsylvania tralnsmcn were kill­
ed and two more seriously scaled 
by steum-

The wreck occurred last night 
two miles south of here when a 
north-bound passenger train crash­
ed into the rear,of a freight train 
moving onto a siding.

Hardly had the reverberation of 
the first collision been silenced 
when a third train, a south-bound 
passenger train, plowed into the 
wreckage of the freight, tossed 
onto the southbound right of way 
by the first crash.

Those killed were:
K. A. Klein, brakenian of the 

freight train; V. W. Stewart, 
freight train flagman; A. 0. Ter- 
liune, enigneer of the southbond 
passenger train; T. J. Kavanaugh, 
fireman o f the southbound pas­
senger train.

None of the passengers were 
seriously injured. ‘.Many were 
slightly cut or bvuised when toss­
ed about in the swaying coaches.

It was believed that the wreck 
might have been caused by the 
failure of Terhuno to sea a sig­
nal set against him, because of a 
heavy fog.

Versions of what happened have 
been much alike.. Apparently the 
nortkJxmnd passenger train was 
driving along at from 00 to 65 
miles an hour When it crashed in­
to the freight. The caboose of the 
freight and three of the cars were 
wrecked completely. The engine of 
the passenger train rammed onto 
its beam ends and toppled over in­
to the ditch. The sudden stopping 
threw most of the following 
coaches into an adjoining field.

Traveling at least 50 miles an 
hour through the fog, the south­
bound passenger crashed into the 
wreckage three minutes later. Its 
engine left the track and plowed 
ahead for nearly a quarter of a 
mile.

EIGHT ESCAPE 
FROM JAIL AT 

GAINESVILLE
Remove Bar from Window of 

Main Floor and Descend on 
Blanket.

GAINSVILLE, Tex., Jan. 18 — 
Eight of the ten prisoners in the 
Cooke county jail made their es­
cape during the night and were 
still at large this afternoon, ut- 
ficers in surrounding counties 
joined in a search for them.

The men removed a bar from the 
window of the main cell and des­
cended on a blanket rope.

One prisoner reftsed to leave the 
cell. Allen Teague, charged with 
murder, was in a separate cell and 
had opportunity to leave The 
other prisoners left in two auto­
mobiles manned by several men 
armed with shotguns, police iearn- 

‘ cd.
Tools used in the getaway were 

hoised to the cell the previous 
night by a number of men. The 
escaped prisoners were under sen­
tences of from 2 to 12 years in 
the State penitentiary on felony 
charges.

Four years later Paxton Muir, r 
second cousin o f Mrs. Netherton 
was found murdered in n Los An­
geles hotel.

No arrests were ever made in 
any o f these murders.

It is upon this story that Dr 
Netherton depends to save him 
from serving the life sentence to j 
which he has been sentenced.

A mysterious 
euree that brought death to six 
members of one family in the 
course o f a third of a century is 
cited by Dr. S. C. Netherton, re­
tired Olathe physician, as the real 
reason for the murder o f his wife 
nearly two years ago.

thus far have found it, Dr. Neth­
erton bases his hopo o f being 
freed from serving the rest of his 
life in prison.

King's car was coming front San

A graduate of Johns Hopkin 
University and a world traveler 
Dr. Netherton retired and settled 
on a suburban farm here with his 
wife a decade ago. Mrs. Netherton 
v/us well-to-do; site possessed 
property worth $109,000; but 
none of the neighbors ever sus­
pected it. The Nethertons iived 
frugally. The only money they 
ever spent for anything except ac­
tual necessities went to buj 
dresses and toys for little Dom­

ed by their deformities. Another 
room is given over to "hooligans” 
-r-many of them mere boys —  the 
thieves, pickpockets, hunted crea­
tures.

As far as possible the adminis­
tration separates those who are 
driven to this place merely by 
poverty from the physically and 
the morally deformed. While no 
questions are asked, the officials 
are suffcicntly familiar with the 
types o f this derelict humanity to 
classify and segregate them by 
their looks.

The beds are simple metal cots, [ 
with a strip o f hard leather and 
under it a thin mattress as the 1 
only fitting. Those able to pay 20 j 
or 30 kopeks arc put into rooms! 
that are a little more quiet and 
less crowded.

Some o f the lodgers, upon re­
commendation o f their trade- 
unions, remain for two weeks at a 
stretch. The rest must obtain their j 
bed anew cv6ry night by standing ' 
in line. Beginning at six in the! 
evening until midnight these lines j 
sretch around tho building, under j 
the eyes o f mounted police. Al- 
most every night from 150 to 200 ! 
are turned away. By 8 in the 
morning ail but the two weck3’ 
tennants must leave.

The beds are sprayed with anti­
septics every day, and the rooms 
are cleaned several times a week I 
But despite these efforts, the place 
is grimy, the corridors slippery 
with slime.
