Dies At Houston

HOUSTON, June 9.— Funeral 
servees for George Alfred Hill 
77. pioneer oil man, railroad 
builder and ship channel worker, 
who died yesterday, were to be 
held here late today.

Hill who fought under General 
Sam Houston in the battlee of 
Sar, Jacinto.

Hill built parts of the Denver 
& Rio Grande, Mexican National 
and the Corpus Christi, San Die­
go and Rio Grande railway sus- 
terns while associated with Pal 
mcr-Sullivan Syndicate, as right

He left tho syndicate to be­
come a paving contractor in 
Houston and Galveston, and bet­
ween 1883 and 1886 operated dred 
ges in shaping the banks oil what 
became the Houston Ship Chan­
nel.

Hill was president and general 
manager of the Austin Dam and 
Suburban Railroad for three 
years. Later he became associ­
ated with a New York oil com­
pany, and is credited with build­
ing the first carthem pertoleum 
tanks in Texas.

He heldpcd build the Beaumont 
Scur Lake & -Western railroad.
