Small Town Banker Who Got 
To New York Bankers For 
$500,000 Tells How and 
Why.

N e w c a s t l e . \vyo„ sept, j i, — 

Assuming the role of a modern 
Robin Hood. 0. I). Waggoner, tho 
TeUiiriile, Colo., bank president, 
whose main street shrewdness cost 
Wall Street’s wizards $500,000 con­
fessed here today that he alone 
conceived and executed tho gigan­
tic Now York bank H\viipUa~tQ. re­
pay depositors for thqnosses tFl*^ 
had sustained tbroifjfn the opera­
tions of eastern financiers. A

Within a few hours after h is,#^ 
rest at Chambers Park, a retort 
north of here, last nlglit. Waggon­
er had dropped his assumed man­
ners of tho suave eastern financier 
for the simplicity of the small 
town business man. Ills confes­
sion was complete. It was given 
without urge to amazed sheriff's 
'deputies in n dismal cell of the 
county jail hero.

“ I’m glad It’s over,” Waggoner 
said. ” 1 knew it was coming and 
was not surprised when officers 
found me.”

“ I suppose that I shall go to 
jail for the rest of my life. The 
way I feel now, I dan’t know whe­
ther 1 shall even hire n lawyer 
when I get to Denver.”

Waggoner declared that he lmd 
realized nothing personally from 
the transactions and thnt his only 
aim was to save tho Bank nt 
Tclldridc nnd prevent the deposi­
tors from losing.

There is no one to blame hut 
myself,” he cxplnincd. “ The bot­
tom had dropped out of things in 
Tcjluride nnd I considered that no­
thing’ but a desperate move was 
necessary anil the only way out.” 

A man of 54 years .slight and un 
prepossessing, Waggoner, after he 
had changed back to his working 
clothes, appeared tired and worried 
by the 10-day hunt for him. He 
told his story as rapidly as possi­
ble.

“ My band (the band of Lellurido) 
had deposits at one time of' $1.- 
750,000. The mining industry 
there went to the bad. I wanted 
to get some money for the Tellu- 
ride bank that the New York 
banks couldn’t get back.

"I t  was my belief that it would 
be better to have the banks of 
New York lose than the people 
of Telluride, who had worked all 
their lives to save tho money 

-which was in my bank.
“ First, I sent the coded tele­

grams anil then went to New Y'ork 
nnd presented the drafts which 
transferred the money from the 
Chase National Bank to tho credit 
of the Bank nt Telluride.”

" I  had been doing business with 
the New York hanks for many 
years. I was known there and be­
lieved they would accept the 
drafts. Tills idea of evading somo- 
thing all the time was beginning 
to get on my nerves.”

He then described briefly tho 
swindle which amazed Wall Street. 
The telegrams, which Waggoner 
Said he wrote nnd filed himself, 
were written in bankers’ code. 
They were sent from Denver to 
New York hanks asking that cred­
its for tremendous amounts. On 
August 31. Waggoner appeared In 
New York, Identified himself, and 
the Now York banks, accepting the
