changed drastically, the old 
methods, especially in pipe 
fitting, are much the same 
However, the materials have 
changed Modern day plastics 
that can be fitted much mare 
easily and economically have 
replaced the old lead drain­
pipes that required much skill

“ This enables d o - i t -  
yourself plumbers to handle 
minor jobs, which relieves 
some of the load on the 
professional plumber." says 
Roy Lee Through the years 
Smith Plumbing has always 
had enough work to do

HISTORY
Why did J M Smith decide to 

go into the plumbing business 
for h im se lf

During 1932. when Crounch 
Plumbing laid J M off. he 
began his own plumbing 
company out of necessity... 
therewas no other work to do 
work to do

In the long run. as proved by 
the prosperity and growth trf 
Smith Plumbing today, it was 
the best thing J M could have 
done Some say the biggest 
mistake Crouch made was in 
laying him off.

in 1937 J M s oldest son. 
Barney. Harvey Basham, and 
Clarence W hitting  began 
working with him In 1936 he 
had bought out a combination 
plumbing and metal shop in 
Ranger

In 1941 when WW II  broke 
out, the entire shop went into 
defense work In 1945 the 
plumbing business was re • 
organized and Harvey Basham 
bought out the electrical end of

it. The sheet metal trade 
remained

Roy Lee was six months old 
when his father started Smith 
Plumbing In 1949 he joined the 
firm  and began his plumbing 
career

In 1957 the firm  took on the 
C a rr ie r A ir  Conditioning 
dealership fo r Eastland 
County Two years later they 
moved to th e ir present 
downtown location and bought 
the corner building at 114 N 
Seaman Then they purchased 
the building at 112 N Seaman 
from  Wayne Jackson and 
began expanding When Mr 
Jackson died, they bought 110 
and 108 N Seaman and brought 
the physical space of the 
business to its present size

Sm ith P lum bing is now 
moving its offices to the second 
story and adding a training 
room and conference room 
Roy Lee w ill soon have an 
executive office finished

And in the past three months 
the firm  has changed over to 
co m pu te rized , e le c tro n ic  
bookkeeping, its business has 
grown so large

Plumbing payrolls 
Smith Plumbing is in the 

process of converting from the 
retail plumbing |>arts trade to 
the wholesale parts trade 

"During the Depression Dad 
saved everything that was left 
over or in used condition" 
remember Roy “ I guess I got 
into the same habit."

“ There are things - - pipe, 
metal, fittings - - stored here 
now that 1 remember playing 
with as a child", he recalls

t he majority of the space in 
the upper floors of the Smith 
Plumbing facilities are filled 
with antiquated or slow moving 
plumbing parts Here you can 
find parts for plumbing fixtures 
that span the last 40 years 

In the future when his parts 
business becomes big enough. 
Roy converts from a retail to a 
wholesale p lum bing fix tu re  
store, he then plans to spend 
most of his time in the store and 
leave the re p a ir and in ­
stallation business to his son • 
in • law. Rick Mannke 
Well at least he plans to spend 
50 percent of his time managing 
the store and 50 percent of his 
time in the field

"Through  the years I've  
accumulated many surplus

parts, admits Roy, “ but they 
are still usable and in good 
condition ."  You can find any 
conceivable part in his storage 
bins, from old lead knuckle 
joints to300 items of new faucet 
parts

There are s t i l l  plum bing 
fixtures from the stock that 
J M bought w hen the old O O 
Mickle General Merchandising 
Store at the present site of 
Victor Cornelius Printing went 
out of business

And there is one - fifth  the 
inventory from a Mineral Wells 
wholesale s oi * that Roy Lee 
bought when it went bankrupt

“ I keep such a large in­
ventory. so that when a person 
needs parts, I have them in 
stock", said Roy

He estimates that he has 
more than 58,000parts in stock 
and asserts there is a good 
chance you can find  the 
plumbing fixture you need 
regardless of make or year 

“ I have in stock a major 
portion of the bread and 
butter' items that are in can- 
stant use by p lum bers", 
stressed Roy Lee " I  try  to keep 
in inventory anything that we 
sell four of each year "
You never know when a 
customer w ill need a part for an 
emergency, he continued. " I  
feel that when material is 
becoming in critical and short 
supply, I need an adequate 
inventory to give fast, im­
mediate service."

Smith Plumbing has a very

large inventory for repair and 
new parts They have many 
fixtures that fit older parts 
lines and can be found nowhere 
else in the county 

Roy estimates that his shop is 
the largest supplier of plum­
bing parts in the area in fact 
has the largest inventory of any 
plumbing store between Fort 
Worth and Abilene 

He invites "do - it - yourself 
plumbers. as w ell as 
professionals, to stop in for

One hundred prospective 
jurors w ill assemble Monday at 
the 91st D is tr ic t Court, 
Eastland County Courthouse 
for two c iv il suits that are to be 
beard this week

Twenty - fou r of the ir 
number w ill be chosen to serve 
on the juries that w ill hear the 
cases

The trials on the docket for 
this week are Oscar Alonzo 
Switzer vs Pioneer Farmer’s 
Co -o p , a workman’s com 
pensation case and Herrera vs. 
Teia, a damage suit.

Some may wonder why more 
Eastland County residents are 
being called for ju ry duty than 
in the past.

According to D istrict Clerk 
Joe Grey under the random 
selection of the jury wheel, the 
court doesn't know until the last 
minute how many at those 
selected w ill be eligible or 
w illing to serve

"We tried 50, then tried 
choosing 75 and now we are 
having to call too", said Grey, 
for it is getting very difficult to 
wind up with an adequate 
number of jurors "

Under the old system the 
D istrict Judge appointed four 
people to compile a ju ry list 
Out of the 50 chosen, they could 
usually get a jury, for the jury 
commission knew who could 
serve and who was willing to 
serve, said Grey

Under the ju ry  wheel system 
that has been in use the past 
two years, a list of jurors is 
compiled from the county’s tax 
rolls and then selected at 
random

Another change is that there 
are now no occupational 
deferrents or excuses from jury 
duty There are no automatic 
deferm ents and teachers, 
doctors, lawyers and others are 
placed on the lis t

The only legal excuses under 
the new system are: if you are 
65 years at age and if you are a 
mother with a child under ten 
years of age

Judge E arl Conner admits 
that the court is having ex 
treme difficu lty in getting the 
required number of jurors from 
those selected for ju ry duty 
"We wind up with barely 
enough ”

Bailey

For a second offense under 
the new Controlled Substance 
Act, the sentence is up to a year 
in ja il and up to a (2.000 fine 

If it had happend last year. 
Stanley could have received 
from five years to life, said the 
judge

A few years ago an Eastland 
ju ry sentenced an offender to 
99 years in ja il However, in 
this case the defendant had sold 
12 marijuana cigarettes

People are tied up tighter 
than the E • string on a fiddle", 
he said, "because of the present 
economic aituation ”

Some people would have to 
close up their businesses and 
some of those employed are not 
paid by their companies for 
ju ry duty Some people are 
more able to serve and others 
less so, says Judge Conner and 
he uses his discretion for valid 
excuses

It la getting extremely 
difficu lt to Wind up with 24 out 
of a list of prospective jurors 
says Judge Conner, so at 
present he is e lim ina ting  
discretionary excuses and just 
accepting legal ones 

He tries to excuse a person 
from jury duty for any kind of 
hardship, m edical or 
economic; however he has had 
to revam p the program  
because of the shortage at 
eligible juror chosen by ju ry 
wheel

Because of the extrem e 
difficulty in getting jurors to 
serve, they must have an 
emergency excuse now.

Judge Conner states that the 
philosophy at the “ ju ry  wheel" 
system is that everybody 
shares a proportionate burden 
and it is more democratic than 
the old ju ry commission 

“ Generally speaking moat 
people chosen recognized their

obligation”  says the judge "but 
many have a valid reason for 
being excused” .

"We want people who are 
in terested in serv ing” , he 
continued “ I think a ju ry  wheel 
is a good idea, for it gives more 
people an opportunity to serve 
and the experience and 
recognition.”

And drawing up a list of too 
prospective jurors gives the 
court m ore leeway in  its

The Texas A g ricu ltu ra l 
Extension Service. Soil Testing 
Laboratory has released a 
summary of soil test results for 
Eastland County The sum 
mary includes samples tested 
between January 1971 and July 
1972

Of the 124 samples tested. 74 
percent were either low or very 
low in potassium Most soils are 
low in nitrogen, therefore it 
appears that many Eastland 
County soils are deficient in 
nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potassium

However, this summary does 
not tell about your soils For 
such information you need to 
have samples tested from each 
field at least every two or three 
years if you are going to keep 
up with changes taking place in 
the soil due to cropping and 
fertilization

Now is a good time to collect 
soil samples for testing Act 
early and plan next year’s 
fertilization to take advantage 
of plant foods in the soil Act 
now to allow more time to find 
the fe r t iliz e r  you need 
Phosphorus can be applied well 
ahead of p lanting w hile 
nitrogen can be applied after 
soil temperatures drop below 50 
degrees F Efficiency from 
nitrogen fertilizers is reduced 
when warm, wet conditions 
preva il between application 
and planting time With an 
anticipated short supply of 
some fertilizer materials, soil 
tests, early planning and early 
application w ill be more im ­
portant in 1974 than in recent 
years

Farmers and ranchers of 
Eastland County are urged to 
inspect their grain storage 
facilities to determine if stored 
grain pests are damaging feed 
and seed stock held over 
through the winter months 
Frequent inspection of grain 
storage bins is a good practice 
even though the bins may have 
been properly cleaned before 
grain was stored during the 
summer months Eggs of 
stored grain pests are com­
monly deposited on grain in the 
fields before grain is harvested 
The infestation is transported 
to storage and develops rapidly 
during the winter months 

Stored grain pests damage 
grain by consuming the entire 
kernel or by damaging the seed 
germ resulting in seed that w ill 
not germinate after planting

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Livestock may also refuse to 
eat feed stuffs that contain high 
numbers of stored grain itv 
sects According to Area Ex 
tension Entomologist Dr 
Clifford E Hoelscher, insects 
referred to as primary and 
secondary pests often damage 
stored grains in this county 
Primary pests attack whole 
kernel train and complete their 
development inside the kernel 
These pests include the rice or 
corn weevil, lesser grain borer 
and Angoumois grain moth 
Because of the ir ’ ’ h idden'' 
developmental habits these 
pests may gounnoticed and can 
cause large grain lasses 
Therefore seeds should be split 
open and for primary grain 
damaging insects

Secondary pests feed
p rim a rily  on cracked or 
otherwise broken kernels 
Some cotton secondary pests 
are the rice moth. Indian meal 
moth, and Mediterranean flour 
moth, fla t grain beetle, con­
fused flo u r beetle, and
sawtoothed grain beetle

All stored grain pests are 
characterized as being very 
small insects Because of their 
small size careful smapiing of 
each lot of grain is very 
essential. Probe samples 
should also be taken at various 
depths to determine if unseen 
insect infestation is building 
within grain lots. I f  careful 
inspection yields one rice 
weevil or one lesser grain 
borer, or as many as five in  
sects of the other insects 
previously mentioned per quart 
of sampled grain (hen treat 
ment is needed

Fumigants can be effectively 
used to control stored grain 
pests Fumigants are available 
in liquid, gas and volatile solid 
form ulations. A ll of these 
materials are extremely toxic 
to humans and domestic 
animals according to Hoelscher 
and some fumigants also pose 
an extreme fire  hazard and can 
explode dut to static electricity 
in clothing or storage con­
tainers during fumigant ap 
plication

Farmers and ranchers may 
contact our office for further 
information on stored grain 
pest identification and control 
techniques.

AUSTIN, Tex. — Lawmaker 
delegates to Texas' first Con­
stitutional Convention since 
187J got o ff to a bumpy 
start last week.

They lost little  rime in 
election o f House Speaker 
Price Daniel Jr. as "president" 
but they wrangled for two and 
a half days over procedural 
rules.

The rules fight appeared to 
center largely on concern of 
some delegates over yielding 
too much authority to the 
presiding officer and profes­
sional suff.

Some observers feared the 
preliminary wrangles indicated 
a minority o f delegates really 
do not want a new constitu­
tion at all.

Some were sniping at 
Daniel, and others were fo l­
lowing legislative custom and 
trying to leave their imprint 
on the ratebook o f a historic 
event.

Top officials, including 
Gov. Dolph Briscoe. Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby and Daniel, offered 
words of encouragement to 
delegates and predictions o f 
success.

Plain citizens are supposed 
to get their chance to express 
their views to the delegates

when committee hearings get 
underway, probably this week.

Convention planners hoped 
to run o ff a fast-paced 81- 
day schedule before the spring 
primary election. but hope 
for keeping that pace dimmed 
with the drawn-out rales de­
bate. Mood of delegates ap­
peared to be to take all the 
time they want. They can 
work until July 31 if they 
insist on it.

SPEED LIM IT CUT -  Starting 
January 20 at 12:01 a.m.. the 
speed lim it will be 55 -  not 
70 — miles per hour.

Governor Briscoe issued 
the official proclamation hours
after the Texas Highway Com­
mission approved lowering the 
lim it in line with federal direc­
tive as a fuel-saving measure

President Nixon January 2 
signed a new law providing for 
withholding o f federal high­
way aid funds in those states 
which refuse to establish a 3S 
mph lim it in 60 days.

An earlier effort by the 
Commission to reduce the 
lim it was rejected by Atty. 
Gen. John Hill. who said 
special legislative authoriza­
tion was necessary Briscoe 
then called the legislature into

session and asked lo t a new 
law giving the Highway Com­
mission power to lower the 
lim it with his concurrence, 
lawmakers granted that au­
thority last month.

Efforts w ill be made to 
protect those who get early 
speeding rickets under the 
law from jacked-up insurance 
premiums as a result.
POLITICIANS IN, OUT -  
Some state office holders 
bowed out o f and some jump­
ed into statewide races during 
early January.

Comptroller Robert Calvert, 
81. announced he would re­
tire at the end o f his present 
term. And Speaker Daniel 
indicated it is unlikely he w ill 
enter any state race.

Meanwhile. Railroad Com­
missioner Mack Wallace o f 
Athens, appointed last year 
by Governor Briscoe to fill a 
vacancy, said he is seeking an 
elective term.

State Sen. Jim Wallace o f 
Houston sounded like a likely 
coniender for Calvert's job, as 
did Hugh Edburg, head of the 
comptroller's accounting, re­
venue and i  tat is tics section. 
Eormer Secretary o f State 
Bob Bullock o f Austin has 
been campaigning fur comp­
troller since last summer

We must ha\e new plants that will 
permit us to di\ersifv the types of fuel w/e use 
to generate electricity.

Natural gas is our major fuel at Texas 
Electric now. with oil used on a standby 
basis. But both these fuels are in increasingly 
short supply.

So Texas Electric, along with two other 
electric utilities, is building plants in East 
Texas that use lignite coal, a fuel that is not 
being used extensively for any purpose other 
than the generation of electricity.

One lignite plant already is in opera­
tion. and two others are being built. But it 
costs about twice as much to build a lignite

plant as one that uses natural gas.
A nuclear-fueled plant is scheduled to 

be operational near Glen Rose by 1980. and 
this one will cost more than three times as 
much as a gas-fueled plant.

Financing the essential expenditure of 
more than $700 million in just the next five 
years is what makes an increase in electric
service rates necessary.

We re working to supply the electricity 
you’ll need, but it will have to cost more in 
the future.
