The deficiencies signalled by 
the inspectors are well - known 
to city officials and could be 
corrected if such capitol funds 
were available 

The insurance board 
reportedly was requested by a 
local resident to make the 
Eastland inspection 

Cited specifically are the 
older water pipes and a 
recommendation is made that 
all four - inch pipe be replaced 
with six • inch or larger pipe 
and that all two • way fire 
hydrants be replaced with the 
three - way type 

A bond issue of considerable 
magnitude would be required 
to accomplish these im ­
provements. it is understood by 
most

We appreciate the

Eastland's water supply and 
pumping ability continues to be 
very good, but we must report 
that the distribution system is 
suffereing badly from age. 
luberculation and rust 
Hydrant flow tests demonstrate 
clearly that your city should 
initiate a program of replacing 
the older water pipe A 5c 
charge is now in order for lack 
of proper hydrant flows, and w p  

urge that your city take action 
on this problem We also 
recommend that all 4 - inch 
pipe in fire service be replaced 
with6 inch or larger pipe, and 
that all 2 • way fire hydrants 
be replaced with the modern 
three - wav type 

Enclosed herewith is a copy 
of our distribution map of your 
city, show mg the results of flow 
tests and our recom­
mendations Also enclosed are 
copies of our memoranda 
regarding water works stan­
dards

Eastland's fire department 
organization appears adequate 
however, we recommend that 
your paid firemen work toward 
full certification. The older 
pumper t the 1951 Ford 
American La France> did not 
come near to passing its tests 
The 1983 model engine in it has 
not increased its performance 
nearly enough. This equipment 
has never passed its tests, and

For October
O fficia l National Weather 

Service records for Eastland 
for October 1973. indicate it 
was much cooler than for the 
same period in 1972 Highest 
temperatures for the month 
just past was 92 degrees on the 
4th and 11th days of the month, 
while the 90 degree mark was 
reached, and passed, eleven 
times during 1972

Night time temperatures 
were about the same for Oc­
tober 1972. and 1973 During the 
month just passed, high 
jumiUty and a low temperature 
of 39 degrees brought Eastland 
it sifrst light frost during the 
early morning hours of October 
28. where as in 1972 the first 
cool front blew into the area at 
5 30 p m  on October 30. 
dropping the mercury some 20 
degrees to a low of 41

In the rainfall department. 
October brought a total of 5 76 
inches, bringing the year s total 
through October 31 to 29 73 
inches During the same period 
last year, a total of 5 25 inches 
fell, bringing the 1972 total to

It would be regrettable if the 
Telegram were to lose a reader 
but probably anyone so 
ignorant as to mess up a man's 
fences is also illiterate as well.

Perhaps a friend might tell 
him that one small patch a 
mile north of the airport is off 
limits'
