Here are some Christmastime fire  safety recommendations from 
the international center of fire prevention information 

TREE Select a firm , fresh one. and put it at once in a cool place 
with its base in water Before setting it up. cut about one inch off the 
base to help the tree absorb water, then place the tree in a sturdy 
stand containing water To be sure the water level slays above the 
cut, check it daily Locate the tree away from heat and where it 
won't block exits Take it down as soon as possible after Christmas 
• - lhe more it dries out. the more of a hazard it becomes Don't 
rely on do • it - yourself flameproofing treatments 

LIGHTING • Never use lighted candles ona tree or near any 
evergreen decorations Check sets of electric lights closely, for 
worn insulation, broken plugs, loose bulb sockets, and use only sets 
with Underwriter's laboratories (UL> or Canadian Standards 
Association (CSA> label Use extension cords sparingly Never 
hang sets of lights on a metallic artific ia l tree • ■ to avoid shock 
hazard, use only indirect spot lighting instead If artific ia l tree has 
built - in electrical system, it should carry the UL or CSA label 
Turn off all indoor tree and decorative lights when leaving the 
house or retiring for the night Outdoor lights should have special 
wiring intended for outside use

DECORATIONS - Use Materials which are non • combustible, 
such as glass and asbestos, or which are flame - retardant Keep 
natural evergreens and polystyrene foam decorations away from 
candles, fireplaces and other open flames Be sure holiday 
costumes and masks, such as Santa Suits and whiskers and 
children's pageant outfits are flameproofed 

WRAPPINGS - • Pick them up while opening gifts and put into 
covered trash containers Never burn wrappings, boxes, in the 
fireplace

GIFTS - • To meet safety standards, electric toys should carry 
UL or CSA label

General holiday • time reminders from NFPA are to keep 
children from playing near or under the Christmas tree, to avoid 
the danger of it falling over; be especially careful with matches 
and smoking material while the holiday decorations are up; never 
leave youngsters alone or without proper supervision, even for a 
brief tilme; and have a fam ily escape plan, worked out and

for 1974 and 1975 

Also discussed were the 
controversial administrative 
changes that Lanier explained 
earlier in the month to local 
peanut industry represen 
tatives and growers 

E a s t l a n d  C o u n t y  
representatives at the Peanut 
Conference were Guy Lyerla of 
Carbon. Jerry Warren of the 
F a rm er's  Union and Ross 
Wilson, manager of the South­
west Peanut Growers 
Association, both of Gorman.

They and other peanut 
representatives from around 
the county met with Kenneth 
Frick. ASCS Chief. B ill Lanier. 
I'SDA director of tobacco and 
peanut division, and Secretary 
of Agriculture Earl Butz 

The major purpose of the 
conference was to work out 
proposed changes in the peanut 
program to Ihe satisfaction of 
both the government and the 
peanut industry 

"We had no success, ab­
solutely nothing was resolved ", 
feels Gus Lyerla of Carbon 
"We were left with the same 
deal as before” .

Lyerla. went to the con 
ference on behalf of himself 
and other growers in Eastland 
County that fell the same way. 
That they couldn't live with the 
proposed program and its new 
administrative changes 

Secretary Butz had proposed 
before that a target price and 
an open - end program be in­
stituted A ll controls would be 
taken off peanuts and anybody 
could plant He presented 
essentially the same program 
to the gathered peanut 
representatives 

F irs t, the peanut 
representatives fe lt that the 
proposed target price was too 
low As to the elimination of 
peanut a llotm ents. Lyerla 
thought this would be very

unjust to cu rren t peanut 
growers

The Carbon peanut grower 
d idn 't agree w ith  Butz's 
statement that it was unfair for 
them and their fathers to farm 
30 - 35 years under a set 
allotment, other people wanted 
to raise peanuts

“ I didn't inherit my allot­
ment” , stressed Lyerla. " I  
bought my allotment with the 
land, which increased the 
price"

He knows many Eastland 
area peanut growers whose 
allotments have come with the 
land they purchased

“ I feel this would be very 
unjust, like jerking the rug out 
from under a landowner I 
consider a peanut allotment to 
be the same as a mineral 
right "

Before ihe conference ASCS 
Chief Frick had staled that the 
Depart menl of Agriculture was 
“ readyto negotiate and 
Secretary Butz was ready to 
make the first move ”

Butz slated that if peanut 
re p re s e n ta t iv e s  w o u ld  
“ s e r io u s ly  c o n s id e r ”  
negotiating, then he would 
consider withdrawing three of 
the must critica l of the six 
administrative changes These 
were the "sale and lease ", the 
"loan price" and "ihe  transfer 
from growers associations to 
ASCS offices" provisions

Lyerla concluded that with 
the emphasis put on Ihe words 
"seriously consider" and the 
virtually unchanged program 
presented lhai secretary of 
Agriculture Earl Butz expected 
the peanut representatives to 
make the first move

He later transferred to the A ir 
Force where he continued to 
rise in grade until his discharge 
in 1967 after 25 years of service.

5. Thawing meats before cooking 
reduces cooking time. When recipes 
call for a pre-heated oven, don't turn it 
on too far in advance —  usually 10 
to 15 minutes will do.

He said, however, it was 
hoped the traffic death county 
would fa ll below the 14 5 daily 
average observed during last 
year's Christmas period, and 
below the 18 5 daily average 
recorded for the last New Year 
holidays.

Speir said it is impassible to 
compare total deaths between 
this year and last because the 
current holiday periods are 
both 102 hours as compared to 
78 hour periods twelve months 
before

The DPS dirextor said fac­
tors wxpected to affect auto 
travel including driving cur­
tailments which might result 
from lower speeds, weekend 
service station closings, higher 
gasoline prices and the 
possibility of spot fuel shor­
tages

Eastland
The Department of public 

safety office at Eastland also 
had recommendations and 
safety hints for area drivers.

Eastland County driver had 
too much holiday spirits last 
year Highway patrol S Sgt 
Jerry Mathews, attributed five 
out of six highway deaths 
during last year's holiday 
period w to alcohol

“ It was a terrible holiday'', 
remembers Mathews, "each of 
the deaths except one involved 
a d drinking d river."

However, the number of 
overall accidents and fatalities 
are less in Eastland County 
this year, mainly because of the 
better weather conditions, he 
said.

If bad weather does come, 
especially during the Holiday 
rush, motorists w ill have to 
change the ir d riv ing  
procedures, warns Sgt. 
Mathews Icy conditions at 
bridges and overpasses are 
especially dangerous “ At the 
first bad spell of weather, 
people tend to forget how to 
drive on ice” , he cautioned. 
“ They w ill have to become 
accustomed again to bad 
weather”

W ith the fuel shortage, 
Mathews recommends that 
motorists be extremely careful 
when carrying containers of 
gasoline in their cars Already 
this year near Colorado City 
one boy was burned to death.

In a vehicle recently stopped 
Eastland area highway 
patro lm en found gasoline 
standing an inch deep in the 
trunk from a spilled can the 
driver had been hauling “ Just 
one spark would have turned 
his car into a torch", he em­
phasized

Another safety hint concerns 
people who are observing the 55 
mph speed reduction request. 
Sgt. Mathews recommended 
that slower drivers remain in 
the right hand lane and check 
the ir rea r v is ion m irro r 
frequently

Mathews recommends that a 
slower d driver rearrange his 
schedule The tr ip  w ill take 
longer, so start earlier and take 
more rest slops

The Highway Patrol doesn't 
take th e ir vacations at 
Christmas time and the New 
Year Holidays Sgt Mathews 
said all available personnel at 
the Eastland Area Dept of 
Public Safety office w ill be 
working This includes motor

vehicle inspection and license 
and weight patrolmen

“ I hope this December w ill 
not be as deadly as last” .

Motorists should observe the 
proper safety procedures and 
remember not to drink while 
they drive, he said.

The Christmas period begins 
this year at 6 p m. Friday. Dec 
21, and ends at m idnight 
Tuesday. Dec 25 New Year 
w ill start at 6 p m Friday. Dec 
28. and terminate at midnight 
Tuesday. Jan I. 1974

During both periods. Speir 
said the DPS would place all 
available uniformed personnel 
on duty in a concerted effort to 
reduce accidents and save 
lives He noted that patrolmen 
would be especially watchful 
fo r d rink ing  and reckless 
drivers

In addition to its enforcement 
activities, the DPS w ill be 
cooperating w ith  local law 
enforcement agencies and the 
news media of Texas in 
aprogram called “ Operation

The winter season is at hand, 
and many plants in your home 
landscape may need protection 
from severe cold weather

Sudden drops in temperature 
after prolonged warm periods 
can be especially damaging to 
landscape plants Since the 
weather this fall has been 
unseasonally warm, many 
plants have not been “con­
ditioned" to winter tem­
peratures

Therefore, a little extra care 
of these plants will help them 
get theough the winter Plastic 
has been a popular covering 
material but must be removed 
as soon as the severe cold has

passed Structural wood 
fram es may be built and 
covered with plastic.

Nature has provided mast 
plants with the ability to adjust 
to temperature extremes, but 
many landscape plants are 
from other regions of the world 
and may not be readily able to 
adapt to extreme temperature 
changes This, a little extra 
care during the winter months 
will give them the cold 
protection that they need

Ice damage to trees and 
shrubs is always a possibility 
during the winter months, 
especially for evergreens such 
as pines that have more surface

area and accumulate more ice 
Little can be done to prevent ice

accumulation, but proper 
pruning of broken limbs after 
ice damage is essential
