A foreclosure sale has beer
ordered for 2:30 p.m. Tuesday
June 2, to sell the Victor Hote
in Cisco at public auction. The
sale will be held in the hote
and J. O. Lawlis Associates
auctioneers, will conduct thc &
sale under the direction of
Sheriff Lee Horn.

The foreclosure suit was g
brought in 91st District Court
in April to satisfy a judgment
in the amount of $43,102.

It was in March, 1927, that
a group of Cisco business mcn%
held the first meeting that re- |
sulted eventually in the hotel
being erected here in 1928.

The brick building contains
eight stories and 105 rooms,
all with private baths. The
building has a 115 foot front
and three dining areas, each
air conditioned by refrigera-
tion. The hotel has never been
closed, although it has had
five separate owners.

Victor Cornelius of Eastland
has spent some $90,000 in re-
modeling the hotel since he
first bought it in 1949. He
sold it last year.

Under terms of the auction
sale, the building will go for
cash to the highest bidder.

Cisco civic leaders have ex-
pressed the hope that the ho-
tel will be sold and continued
in operation.

Eastland’'s New Industrial Foundation
And How It Grows -- A Story in Parts

(ED. NOTE: This is the first
in a series of articles about

Eastland’s mnew industrial
foundation corporation. _The
articles will explain the for-
mation, purpose and scope of
the foundation.)

The Eastland Industrial
Foundation, Inc., a perpetual
nonprofit ' corporation, has
been incorporated by the
State of Texas for this pur-
pose:

“To promote industrial de-
velopment for the City of
Eastland and its trade terri-
tory” — Article Four of the
Incorporation. The foundation
will be able to conduct such
business as executing leases,
purchasing land, making notes
and other necessary legal ma-
neuvers in order to accom-
plish its purpose.

Founding directors are Vir-
gil Seaberry Jr., M. H. Perry,
Milton Fullen, Frank Sayre
and H. T. Wilson. These men
will serve until the first reg-
ular ‘business meeing in
September. Wilson has been
elected temporary president;
Mr. Sayre, secretary and frea-
surer; and Perry and Fullen,
vice presidents.

First business to be conduct-
ed by the foundation will be
the purchase of the Holly-

wood-Vassarette building, the
arrangements for which are
expected to be completeq ab-
out he first of June.

Commerce originally held the
option to buy the building
for $30,000. The chamber, by
officia; action, assigned that
option and the liability to sat-
isfy its certificate holders to
the Foundation. The oppor-
tunity to purchase the facili-
ties presented itself 29 months
early, and the Foundation is
attempting to secure owner-
ship as assets for further in-
dustrial use.

In the past the industrial
committee of the chamber has
been responsible for indus-
trial expansion, but it is felt
that the Foundation, working
with the committee, the cham-
ber and Eastland people in
general will be able to han-
dle business dealings regard-
ing establishment of industry
here. It will sill be the busi-
ness of all parties to encour-
age industrial prospects and
to make every move possible

functioning organization with
assests and tools to negotiate
with prospective industry for
the city and area.

Shareholders in the Foun-
dation wil; have one vote per
$100 worth of stock, or multi-
ple thereof. Since it is a non-
profit, tax-exempt corpora-
tion, no shareholder will ever
receive any profit from its
shares. Its articles spell out
that in case the corporation
is ever dissolved, any profits
accured will be donated and
transferred to another non-
profit, tax-exempt corporation
or organization in the County.

The foundation - approach
has proven highly successful
for towns and cities in help-
ing industries locate’and put
men to work.

The foundation is proposing
to pay $39,000 for the Holly-
wood Vassarette building.
