Twin Garbage 
Pickup Begins 
M onday,29tli

The special, double summer 
’garbage p i c k u p  schedule 
will begin Monday, June 29, 
City Manager Lewis Tiner 
has announced.

The double pickup is put 
into effect each summer dur­
ing the hotter months — July 
and August — to insure that 
refuse is picked up as sqon as 
possible, he said. It amounts 
to two pickups per week for 
residents rather than the ordi­
nary one per week.

Those persons who have 
been having one garbage pick­
up on Monday or Tuesday, 
will have pickups on Monday 
and Thursday. T h o s e  ac­
customed to pickups on Wed­
nesday or Thursday, will have 
pickups on Tuesday and Fri­
day. Friday or S a t u r d a y  
rounds will be made Wednes­
day and Saturday, he said.

Residents may cooperate by 
planning their individual take­
outs for these days, so that 
refuse may be p i c k e d up 
promptly in order to prevent 
health hazards in the city.

Two Men Earn

Certificates

E u g e n e  Kitchens of the 
Eastland city water depart­
ment and R. M. Buntin, Sr., 
operations specialist with the 
Gorman city waste water 
treatment plant, have earned 
an official State Health De­
partment certificate of com ­
petency.

Signed by the State Health 
Commissioner and authorities 
of the Texas Water and Sew­
age Works Association, the ci­
tation was given to Kitchens 
and Buntin after they success­
fully passed examinations to 
demonstrate their s k i l l  in 
plant management and their 
understanding of modern me­
thods of water pollution con­
trol.

Under terms of the health 
agency’s operator certification 
program, candidates for certi­

fication must acquire a cer­
tain amount of actual work 
experience, and must show a 
satisfactory record of attend­
ance at state and regional 
short schools at w h i c h  the 
techniques of modern plant 
management are taught.

Plant operators often attend 
such schools at their own ex- 

'pense and on their own time 
as a means of increasing their 
effeciency and e n h a n c i n g  
their status as key communi­
ty servants.

The schools are conducted 
under sponsorship of the State 
Department of Health, the en­
gineering extension service of 
Texas A&M University, and 
the Texas Water and Sewage 
Works Association, 
i TWSWA officials said reci­
pients of the certificates are 
" ‘credits to their communities 
and to their profession.”
