WASHINGTON, April 4.— Re­
lations between the United States 
and the axis powers deteriorated 
at an eccelerated pace today as a 
result of American ship seizures 
and axis threats of retaliation.

Decisions on how to meet any 
situation that might arise as well 
as on expediting aid to Britain, 
Gieece and perhaps Jugoslavia 
were being formulated on the bas­
is of what occurred at an extra­
ordinary White House conference 
in which the “ war cabinet” and 
heads of the army, navy and ma­
rine corps participated.

Secretary of the Treasury Hen­
ry Morgenlhau, Jr., told a press 
conference today that all legal as­
pects o f the ship seizures, includ­
ing- their possible forfeiture to 
this government, were under 
study. He said the seizures had 
evoked letters of commendation 
“ from all sources.”

“ If they hadn’t damaged the 
ships, the chances are we never 
would have taken them,”  he said. 
Asked whether axis diplomats had 
ordered the sabotage of the ves­
sels, Morgenthau replied that “ the 
facts speak for themselves.”

These major developments caus­
ed official circles to believe por- 
tentious events were imminent:

1. Berlin dispatches suggested 
that American property in Ger­
many might be confiscated in re-, 
taliation for the seizure of 28 
Italian and two German ships in 
United States ports. This would 
almost certainly cause retaliation 
by this country, perhaps the pro­
mulgation of a long-prepared 
treasury order “ freezing”  axis 
assets in the United States.

2. At least eight American citi­
zens were arrested and detained 
for several hours in Berlin. Ger­
man authorities conceded that the 
arrests might have “ some connec­
tion with German reprisals”  for 
the ship seizures. They ostensibly 
concerned passport regulations. 
The state department withheld 
comment pending an official re­
port.

3. There were increasing indica­
tions that the government may 
soon requisition the 30 axis and 
30 Danish vessels taken into “ pro­
tective custody”  last week-end. 
Maritime commissie.”  engineering 
experts were surveying sabotaged 
Italian and German vessels to 
determine what repairs they need 
to operate.

4. German and Italian anger- 
over the ship seizures was empha­
sized by the filing of new notes of 
protest before state department 
replies had been issued to the 
first ones, and by the German 
embassy’s action in releasing the 
text of its original protest.

5. Sir Arthur Salter, British 
shipping expert seeks to hasten 
the transfer o f American mer­
chant ships to Britain under the 
lend-lease law. Officials fore­
cast early transfer of American 
tonnage.

6. No details were known here, 
but considerable significance was 
attached to conversations in Ma­
nila between Air Chief Marshal 
Sir Robert Brooke-Popham, com­
mander-in-chief o f all British 
forces in the Far East, and high 
U. S. army and navy officials. Ob­
servers believed a general discus­
sion o f British-American cooper­
ation in defense o f joint interests 
iii the Far East was in progress.

7. Isolationists’ fears that the 
United States might soon convoy 
supply ships to Britain were re­
flected in the introduction of sev­
eral bills in congress to forbid 
convoys.

8. Further efforts to weld 
strong western hemisphere de­
fenses were seen in the navy de­
partment’s invitation to naval 
chiefs of 11 Latin-American coun­
tries to inspect U. S. naval activ­
ities.

PLANTS BUILT
AT HIGH SPEED 

FOR DEFENSE
DETROIT, April 3.— Put up 

the defense plants quickly, the 
army, navy, automobile and air­
craft people shouted between the 
cylinder strokes of industrial em­
ergency. So Albert Kahn, archi­
tect, gave them speed— and the 
details they told him to handle 
himself.

Kahn, one of the many men 
who have been tossing together 
steel, concrete and roofs to make 
highgeared defense factory build­
ings,- drew a deep breath today 
and said he was just over the first 
boom of defense construction.

Details?
“ Well, the government asked 

for bomb shell protection,” Kahn 
said. “ We believe we have this 
solved by placing our locker 
rooms and cafeteria in the base­
ment, protected by more than 12 
inches o f reinforced concrete.”

Plant blackouts? Kahn uses two 
systems, the windowless factory 
favored by some because tempera­
tures and lighting can be main­
tained at even levels 24 hours 
daily, and the regular glazed wall 
type. On the later, which takes 
advantage o f daylight, Kahn pro­
vides clips on the window sash to 
which sheets of galvanized iron 
may, be secured when a blackout 
is needed.

Women' workers? Most o f the 
plants include a women’s division 
which may be expanded if men 
employes are needed elsewhere, 
Kahn said.

“ We feel our share of excite­
ment in this atmosphere of war 
production,”  the gray-haired ar­
chitect said. “ Near our Chrysler 
tank factory we’re putting up a 
sound-proofed building which will 
be the first indoor firing range 
for tanks.”

Kahn has completed plans for 
new Curtis-Wright plants in Buf­
falo, Columbus and St, Louis, each 
with more than 1,000,000 square 
feet; the Wright Aeronautical 
plant in Cincinnati; two new 
plants for the Glenn L .Martin 
company at Baltimore and Omaha; 
one for the epublic Aviation cor­
poration at Farmingdale, N. Y .; 
an airplane engine plant for Buick 
at Chicago; a plant for Thompson 
Aircraft products at Cleveland; 
extensions of the United Aircraft 
plant at Hartford, Conn., and the 
Naval Gun plant for the Huds/h 
Motor car company at Detroit.

All plants are the same to 
Kahn when he sets his 450 archi­
tects and engineers to work. They 
turned.out 1,650. drawings in sev­
en months when the navy wanted 
Kahn to handle construction draw­
ings for the new naval bases in 
the Pacific and Atlantic. They 
put up a plant of 440,000 square 
feet floor space in 11 weeks for 
Glenn L. Martin company at 
Baltimore, which is an unchal­
lenged record for steel and con­
crete construction-

“ Everything seemed to click,” 
Kahn said.

He rebuked the two nations for 
violation of 'this country’s “ hos­
pitality”  by ordering the sabotage.

Secretary Hull flatly rejected 
the argument of the two embas­
sies that- the seizures and subse­
quent action violated any interna­
tional laws.

But Mussolini, Davis continued, 
demanded immediate action, say­
ing, “ We are going to- occupy 
Greece. I have spent $7,500,000 
bribing the Greeks in key posi­
tions. They will not resist.”

Then, according to Davis, while 
Badoglio was waging a war that 
he had opposed, the pro-German 
fascists led by Roberto Farinacci 
o f the fascist grand council saw a 
chance to smash the “ old guard” 
leaders.

Farinacci first waged a quiet 
campaign accusing Badoglio of be­
ing a traitor who wouldn’t fight 
on Germany’s side, Davis wrote. 
Then, “ when the bribery in 
Greece failed and the army was in.

Borders Are Being 
Watched for Aliens

SAN ANTONIO, Tex.—  Uncle 

Sam’s borders are being watched 
more closely than ever before for 
the entry of aliens who might 
hamper the defense program.

Officials o f the U. S. Immigra­
tion Service disclosed today that 
their San Antonio personnel has 
increased 200 within a year.

Many o f  the 200 are border pa­
trolmen. They were said to bo 
more numerous along the winding 
course of the Rio Grande, travers­
ing 600 miles of boundary-line, 
than at any time in the nation’s 
history.

“ More friendly relations with 
Mexico”  was another objective in 
increasing the number of immi­
gration employes. Delays in tour­
ist travel had caused the exchange 
of unpleasant notes between Unit­
ed States and Mexican consulates. 
Now the immigration staff is am­
ple to move the traffic rapidly.

Cold chills and cold feet would be simultaneously justi­
fied if the United States were not undertaking the task of 
forcing every country in the world to become a democratic 
republic like our own government.

That is not American policy. When ,we talk of aid-to- 
democracies, we talk in pretty general terms. What we 
really mean is aid-to-victims-of-aggression.

The American people and the government of the Unit­
ed States believe in “ live and let live.” We believe in the 
right of all peoples to set up the kind of government that 
suits them best. We did not interferce when Ru.ssia, Italy 
and Germany set up governments which were repulsive to 
us. It was only when they begaji imposing those forms on 
other countries that we began to worry.

The President has spoken of Four Freedoms— freedom 
of speech and expression, freedom to worship God accord­
ing to conscience, freedom from want, freedom from fear. 
He added, however, that all are not immediately attain­
able throughout the world. He has no illusion that tKey can 
be imposed by force on any people, and the United States 
has no such intention.

What we stand for is that all countries and all peoples 
shall have the right to choose their own institutions; that 
when they have so chosen, other peoples shall not by force 
or threat compel them to change, or to yield precious in­
dependence and fredom.

That is the key to the whole matter. That is what 
unites in spirit and purpose(such otherwise diverse people 
as the British, the Greeks, the Turks, the free sections that 
remain of Holland, Belgium, Norway, France, and the 
rest of the dozen overrun countries.

Should Hitler be defeated tomorrow, it is certainly un­
likely that all these people would form governments and 
institutions on the same model— even on our model. We 
would not try to make them do so. The goal and the hope 
is that they will agree on an international order in which 
reason and peaceful settlement of controversies will take 
the place of perpetual motion arms race, the bullying of 
the weak by the strong, and force as the sole arbiter of 
events.

It is to achieve this kind of a peaceful and reasonable 
order in the world that we have thrown our weight into 
the scale, not to insist that every country must have a sen­
ate and a house of representatives and quadrennial elec­
tions.

Old Indian Legend
By United Press

WACO, Tex.— Presentation to 
Baylor University’s Texas collec­
tion o f a “ charm string" revived I 
tales of an Indian princess whose i 
legend is woven into the history i 
of the university.

The string, made of Confeder-1 
ate buttons, old coins, and Indian- 
beads was placed in the collection 
by Elizabeth Speight, a Baylor 

J stuent. It had been a family heir­
loom that was obtained when 
General J. W. Speight settled on 
the outskirts of a little Central 
Texas village named Waco.

The legend connected with the 
string begins with an Indian tribe, 
the Huacos, whose hunting 
grounds were along the Brazos 
River here. A plague one day 
struck the tribe and took as one 
of its victims the village princess, 
greatly loved by her followers.

They buried her in beaded fin­
ery beneath a clump of oaks.

When the white men came they 
founded a village where the tribe 
had dwelt and one o f the settlers, 
Geenral Speight, a Confederate 
veteran, chose a site which placed 
those oaks in his front yard.

His children, playing among the 
I trees, found odd-shaped beads 

and collected them for the charm 
string, adding buttons and coins. 
Speight investigated and found 
that the beads had been brought 
to the surface by ants who had 
dug a nest in the oak grove.

Aged members of the Indian 
tribe told him of the princess’ 
burial.

Then in 1885 Baylor Univer­
sity purchased the Speight proper­
ty. The oak trees were left stand­
ing and the grave of the princess 
was not disturbed.

Today the grove casts its shade 
on the campus in front of old 
Georgia Burleson hall, the charm 
string and the legend its link with 
the past. .

read the article he went to Mus- 
’ solini and said, “ I’m resigning.” 

Mussolini, according to Davis, 
replied, “ You are already out, 
your resignation was accepted 
some time ago.”

The party had beaten the army 
because “ it had honeycombed the 

I army with its own men and its 
spies,”  Davis wrote.

“ The result was a political cri- 
i sis shaking the staff to its foun­

dation, just at a time when this 
was most demoralizing.”

Describing the condition of the 
Italian, army, Davis told of a sol­
dier he interviewed. The soldier 
had been in Albania 16 months 
before the attack on Greece and 
ho was quoted as follows:

“ That first day (o f the Greek 
campaign) we went up into the 
Pindus mountains, into a world of 
ice and snow. I shall never forget 
the appalling cold as long as I 
live. The snow was three, four,

> five feet deep. They sent us into 
that with summer clothes.

“ Next day, we were ambushed 
by the Greeks . . .  I had a gun. 
but a piece of the mechanism was 
lacking. They hadn’t any spare 
parts in sotck. The gun wouldn’t 
shoot . . .

“ There were about 500 men in 
my unit. Only 38 of us survived. 
. . .  We had no food for five days, 
no assistance while struggling 
back. At the base, I saw docks 
loaded mountain high with cases 
of ammunition, food and supplies. 
But no one was distributing- it. It 
wasn’t that we lacked things. It 
was just that no one got them out 
to us.”

Davis said he heard many simi­
lar versions of the war.

“ The army in Albania was a be­
wildered mass o f peasants . . .

lacking in. those esentials o f sup­
ply lines, staff work, coordination 
and common sense efficiency,” he 
wrote.

“ The military had some excuse 
for the Albanian fiasco. It was a 
campaign which the high com­
mand neither prepared for nor 
wanted. But there was no such ex­
cuse in Libya. That was a clear 
military defeat.”

He said Graziani “ sent his men 
like medieval garrisons into towns 
where they locked themselves up 
and tried to fortify their posi­
tions. The desert areas between, 
the towns were left unguarded. 
There were no defended lines of 
communication . . . One camp was 
incapable of aiding another . . .

CHURCHILL GOT 
GUSTO FROM A 
0. S. GRANDAD

SCHENECTADY, N. Y.— Prime 

Minister Winston Churchill of 
Great Britain is no more colorful 
than was his American grandfath­
er, Leonard K. Jerome, who in­
stalled fountains spurting cologne 
and champagne in his stable, ac­
cording to Dr. Dixon Ryan Fox, 
president of Union College.

Dr. Fox recalls the career of 
the wealthy financier, sportsman, 
and co-publisher of The New 
York Times, in the Union College 
Alumni Monthly. Churchill’s 
grandfather was a graduate of the 
college.

| Fox mentions that Jerome serv­
ed as United States consul in 

, Trieste after leaving- Union, and 
then returned to this country and 
New York City. He goes on.

I “ Then by a series of lucky 
i strokes, especially in the panic 
| days of 1857, he became the ack­
nowledged ‘King o f Wall Street,’ 
seesawing millions back and forth, 
running railroad stocks to high 
peaks and selling out, organizing 
mysterious auxiliary financing 
corporations . . .”

Jerome founded the famous 
1 Jockey Club and three racetracks, 
j The historian quotes from an 
I obituary when Jerome died in

carpeetd floors and other costly ] 
decorations ornamented the place.

“ Above the stable he built a 
private theater . . . Here, it was 
announced, he was to give a ball 
. . . Two fountains were placed in. 
the center of the auditorium, one 
playing cologne and the other 
champagne.”

“ In front of this magnificent 
stable,”  Dr. Fox continues, “ Je­
rome built a more magnificent 
house. But some years later it was 
converted into cash to provide the 
dower for a daughter’s marriage 
Under new ownership it became 
successively the home of the Turf 
Club, the University League Club, 
the University Club, and now the 
Manhattan Club.

“ But what of the marriage it 
financed? In January, 1874, Miss 
Jennie Jerome was married to 
Lord Randolph Churchell. At the 
end o f the year came the first 
child, Winston Leonard Spencer 
Churchill, now residing at No. 10 
Downing Street, London, Eng­
land.”
