Omar Burleson 
Issues Statement 
In Congress Race

Omar Burleson, veteran Con­
gressman from the 17th Dis­
trict, issued a formal state­
ment Friday in connection 
with his bid for reelection in 
the May 2nd Democratic pri­
mary. He is conducting an 
active, vigorous campaign.

In seeking reelection, Mr. 
Burleson said that he is bas­
ing his campaign on his re­
cord of nearly 18 years ser­
vice in Congress.

“ In that time I have never 
been a rubber-stamp, but have 
fulfilled my responsibility to 
vcte on each issue for the best 
interest of my Country, my 
State, and my District,” Mr.

Gibbens Reveals 
Ford Foundation 
Grant To Council

Representative Wayne Gib­
bens of this district has an­
nounced the approval of a 
Ford Foundation grant of $88,- 
000 to the Texas Legislative 
Council which will help a five 
year program for “ interns” in 
the Texas Legislature next 
September.

Gibbens, chairman of the Fi­
nance Committee of the Legis­
lative Council is also serving 
on the Legislative Internship 
Advisory Committee w i t h  
House Speaker, Byron Tunnell 
and Lieutenant G o v e r n o r ,  
Preston Smith.

Representative Gibbens said 
there is a four-fold purpose in 
the new plan:

(1) to help provide the legis­
lature with competent service 
and i-eseareh staff personnel.

(2) to stimulate research in 
and improve teaching pro­
grams about the legislative 
process.

(3) to provide practical ex­
perience.

(4) to open freer communi­
cation between the academic 
community and the Legislature 
and its agencies.

The primary aim of course 
is simply to attract qualified 
personnel to careers in govern­
ment, careers that sometimes 
go begging for want of proper 
encouragement, Gibbens said.

Interns will work directly 
with the Legislature and its 
committees, the Texas Legisla­
tive Council, the Legislative 
Budget Board and the gover­
nor’s office.

The opportunity appears to 
be broad and the basic qualifi­
cations are not out of reach of 
interested students. Applicants 
must have one year of gradu­
ate study. This may be in a 
school of law, in government, 
journalism, economics or other 
social sciences.

They need not be currently 
enrolled in graduate studies.

The advisory committee will 
make final selections. This 
group is made up of represent­
atives from both legislative 
houses, the service agencies, 
the governor’s office and The 
University of Texas.

There are seven places open 
for the first year of the pro­
gram next September.

After sending my first let­
ter just before sailing from 
Los Angeles we were deluged 
with mail, messages and 
packages of fruit from friends 
and well wishers. I was glad 
to notice that there were no 
flowers. They probably may 
come later—many years later 
I none!

The Pacific is a large and 
lonely ocean. We have seen 
no other ship since leaving 
California three days ago. 
We are far from lonely on 
this ship however, as we have 
already made friends with 
couples from Alaska to Conn­
ecticut, including five couples 
from good old Texas. And 
there is plenty to do. Eating 
is one, and the food is wonder­
ful: The breakfast menu in­
cludes over fifty items to 
choose from and the dinner 
menu really needs an index 
it is so large. As yet we are 
stiU in a cool climate with 
temperatures in the 50s and 
60s. In another day or two 
it should get much warmer. 
On deck, shuffleboard, tennis 
and deck-quoits are popular, 
and I am getting active in 
the latter.

Yesterday we had a lecture 
on Bora Bora, the island we 
will visit on Friday, March 
27. The literature calls it 
“ a flawless tropical gem” and 
it- is regarded as being one of 
the most lovely small islands 
in French Polynesia. It is

protected by a circular coral 
reef and contains a volcanic 
peak, Mt. Otemanic. It was 
discovered by a Dutch sea 
cantain in 1722 and was later 
visited by Captain Cook and 
the famous Captain Bligh.

Last night at dinner there 
suddenly appeared at the tab­
le of a couple sitting at our 
end of the dining room six or 
seven waitresses who imme- 
diatelv sang, “ Let Me Call 
You Sweetheart,” to the as­
tonished but pleased couple 
it was their wedding anniver­
sary

This morning while shaving 
I had this thought what 
a wonderful place the Pacific 
Ocean is to get rid of a dull 
razor blade. And as it takes 
its zigzag course down thou­
sands of feet towards the bot­
tom of the sea, suppose some 
poor fish should snap it up? 
What would his feeling be lat­
er on?

Our canable and attractive 
waitress has a sense of humor. 
She takes life seriously, how­
ever, and when asked where 
she lives she replied, “ San 
Francisco and I am now only 
one hundred and thirty six 
meals from home.”

In the evenings there is 
dancing, a fine library and 
reading room, a writing room, 
theater, band concerts and 
cards. The ship’s photograp­
hers are everywhere and just 
about everyone gets in the 
pictures. For those who wish 
to use it, there is an excellent 
laundry available with sever­
al automatic washing mach­
ines, dryers, and ironing eq­
uipment. It is all free and is 
well patronized. Also, there 
is a bar, barber shop, beauty 
parlor and a nee gift shop.

I was much interested in a 
visit to the bridge where I 
found every modern naviga­
tional.aid and a quite remark­
able fire detection system, in­
cluding automatic closing of 
fire retarding doors through­
out the ship. And there are 
anough sturdy lifeboats for 
everybody’s safety. All in all 
this is a good American ship!

Last night the sky was 
clear and for the first time on 
this trip we saw the Southern 
Cross. This constellation ap­
pears on both the New Zea­
land and the Australian flags. 
Last night’s dinner decora­
tions were in French motif be­
cause we are approaching the 
French islands.

Consumers are faced with 
many problems in buying to­
day’s fabrics. These problems 
result from the many new 
fabric finishes, the increasing 
number of fibers and the 
growing practice of blending 
fibers.

Textile labeling helps the 
consumer make wise choices 
which will provide for greater 
satisfaction in use.

A  label is required by law 
to tell the consumer:

1. The generic or famiy 
name of the fiber.

2. The registered identif- 
eation number, or name under 
which business is conducted.

3. The percent ot each fib­
er in the fabric, listed in the 
order of its predominance by 
weight. If the fiber content 
is 5 percent or less, it is list­
ed as' “ other fibers.”

The fiber trade name may 
appear with the generic name 
but the lettering must appear 
in qual size at least once on 
the label.

5. The country of origin, if 
other than the United States.

Consumers can promote the 
use of labels by asking for 
and using informative tags; 
patronizing firms which label 
merchandise well; demand­
ing wilder use of informative 
labels; letting people know 
when a label is helpful; under­
standing the label terminology 
and fiing the label for future

use as one would a recipe.
