Help Lions Told
At Regular Meet

[The West Texas Rehabilita-
tion Center is not receiving
enough help from this area,
Shelley Smith, executive dir- (
ector, told the Eastland Lions
Club Tuesday.

Speaking at the regular
luncheon, Mr. Smith pointed
out that the Center is treat-
ing patients from this area as
well as from a far distance,
and that the 1l-year-old or-
ganization now has over 1,000
patients, treating some 180 to
200 daily.

The Center’s patient load is
60 per cent adult, he said, dis-
claiming the common impres-
sion that children only are
treated. The WTRC received
no tax support and wants none
as long as it can function with-
out it, he pointed out.
