Its evidence is in the form of 274
official speeches, messages and
memoranda which provide a back-
ground for the white book, "Peace
and War, United States Forelgn
Policy, 1031-41." This book was
published in January.

These selected documents set
forth that the department was fore-
warned of the inherent dangers of
political s¥stems rising in. Ger-
many, Japan ‘and Italy, and that
this government sought to pro-
mote peace and world order and
to meet the world-wide dangers
resulting from axis aggression.

The white book has since sold
about 100,000 coples in this coun-
try, and some 30,000 copies in the
official British edition—the first
American documeént so treated by
the British government,

“Hope to be
home one of these days,” penned
Edmund cheerily.

Germans Wiped
From Caucasus

By Red Charges

Moscow Announcet
20,000 Killed And
3,000 Prisoners

LONDON, Sunday, Oct. 10 (P —
Charging Soviet divislons have
wiped the Germans from the Cau-
casus, killing 20,000 troops and
capturing 3,000 prisoners, Moscow
announced today, while in the
north—the Red army dashed to
within 62 miles of the Latvian bor-
der.

The beaches of the former nazl
Kuban bridgehead were covered
wtlh sprawling German dead and
great stocks of abandoned mate-
rial, the Russians said, and Pre-
mier Marshal Stalin hinted tri-
umphantly that the Crimea, Rus-
sla's “Florlda,” a few miles across
the Kerch Strait, soon would be
invaded. :

The Russians killed thousands
more Germans and captured or
destroyed more German guns
and supplies in the great battle
to extend thelr three bridge-
heads across the Dnleper river
where Soviet spearlicads were
declared to have galned addl-
tional ground north and south of
Klev and near Kremenchug.

In the White Russian battle; the
fourth major war theater in Rus-
sla, the town of Liozno, 25 miles
southeast of Vitebsk, fell to three
Soviet columns which forced the
Meshna river to take the railway
town. 3

The Moscow communique, rec-
orded by the Soviet monitor, an-
nounced the capture of 24 towns
and hamlets in the drive toward
Latvia from Nevel as German
counterattacks were beaten back
with heavy losses,

But a Moscow report broadcast
by the London radio said the Red
army was now 12.5 miles west of
Nevel, and only 62 miles from the
Latvian border and 38 miles from
the main rallway which supplies
the German army on the Lenin-
grad front,

Stalin in an order of the day
to Col. Gen. lvan Peirov sald
the Caucasus viclory came “as
the result of prolonged and bii-
ter flighting” which “completled
the destruction of the Taman
forces of the enemy and com-
pletely cleared the Taman pen-
insula of enemy invaders.,”
Ordering an extended salute of

20 artillery salvos by Moscow guns
to mark this milestone in Russian
success, Stalin hinted in these
words that the Crimea, just a few
miles across the Kerch Strait
from the now-cleared Taman pen-
Insula, would soon feel the weight
of Russian assault.

The Russians already are threat-
ening the peninsula from the north
by their middle Dnieper bridge-
heads and by fighting along the
Sevastopol - Melitopol « Zaporozhe
rallway.

The Moscow communique, rec-
orded by the Soviel monitor,
sald that Incomplete data show-
ed 7,073 rallway cars, 83 locomo-
tives, 540 heavy mortars, 52
tanks, 337 guns, 220 machine
guns, 184 stores of military sup-
plies capiured In the last Cau-
casus battle.

Water Ambulances
Serve Beachheads

LONDON, U, P, — The exis-
tence of a water ambulance thal
has taken British and American
Army hospital facilities right up
to the beachheads can now be re-
vealed.

Used for the first time In the
Sicily landings—and no doubt
also used In the invasion of Italy
—{lat-bottomed and powerfully-
engined craft have saved the lives
of many Allied wounded.

Resembling a small assault
boat, the ambulance has racks for
as many as half a dozen stretch-
ers, and room for several ambula-
tory casualties. When loaded, the
ambulance is dragged back into
deep water by hauling on the
kedge anchor and by engine pow-

er.

In hospital ships the ambulane-
es are slung in davits, ready to
serve as lifeboats, Electric winch-
es lower them swiftly and
smoothly over the side. British
merchant navy men. run the
merey craft, while men of the
Royal Army Medical Corps act
as stretcher bearers.

The inhabitants—panic-stricken
al the firing—ventured out only
when unbearable thirst forced
them to hunt broken water mains
or dip Into stinking sewers. Often
they were caught in the ecross fire
in street battles, Sometimes
nervous Nazls took no chances
and mowed them down without
warning. Bodies lay in the streets
for hours. For days the wounded
lay in their blood. Some died.

Still the Germans could not
shoot or stab the people into sub-

mission. The guerrilla . bands
grew in slze and daring.
The British and Américans

marched Into a clty festering with
filth, They waded through nar-
row streets ankle deep in dirty
papers and rotten orange peeling
from which all the julce had been
sucked.

They passed lines where wo-
men screamed, pulled each other’s
halr and fought with tooth and
nall for a few drops of water drip-
ping from a broken pump. Only
in the center of the city had the
wide sireets been swept clean In
a semblance of order.

The reception these scarred,
dirty, thirsty, violently emotlon-
al people gave the Allled soldlers
would melt the heart of Midas.

.30 Caliber Is
Finest Of Kind

Weighs 65 Pounds
And Can Fire 850
Shots Per Minute

DAYTON, 0., Oct. § UP)—Arma-
ment engineers at Wright Fleld to-
day described the .50 eallber ma-
chine gun on American fighting
planes as “the finest arm of Its
kind in the world."

Army Alr Force material e¢om-
mand technicians ecredited mul-
tiple high firing rate cannon and
machine gun installations with
bringing “Increasing superlority
in the air.”™

“The .50 caliber gun,” said one
armament expert, “is capable  of
firing at the rate of 850 shots per
minute and weighs approximately
656 pounds, The projectile, leav-
Ing the muzzle at n speed of over
3,000 feet per second, is capable
of penetrating any and all parts of
an alrplane, including the engine.”

In one test, armament labora-
tory officers disclosed, the .50
caliber gun was fired at an obso-
lete bomber fuselage and the
shell penetrated the bomber's
skin, smashed through some am-
munition boxes, a longeron, three-
fourth of an Inch of hard pine and
then through armor plate 7-16 of
an inch thick.

The gun is small enough to fit
easlly Into all modern fighter and
bombing planes, one expert as-
serted, adding:

“The over-all size and weight of
the complete round, notwithstand-
ing the tremendous striking power
of the bullet, is small enough that
quantities In excess of 1,000
rounds per gun are earried In
some planes.”

V-12 Service
Exams To Be
Held Nov.9

High school youths will be
given a second qualifying test on
November Oth for admission to
the Army Speclalised Training
program or the Navy College Pro-

gram, V-12, when examinations
will be held at the Big Spring
high school.

The first tests were held In
April when some 38 students took

the examinations and several
qualified.
Any student Interested and

eligible should notify J. A. Cof-
fey, high school principal, who
with Pat Murphey will conduct
the tests here. Students who did
not qualify on the flrst test and
are still eligible must take the
November '9th test if they wish
to_be considered agaln,

Applicants must be high school

or preparatory school graduates
or senlors who will be graduated
by midierm or a student in an
aceredited college. They must
have attained their 17th blirthday
but not their 20th birthday by
March 1, 1044. Applications for
army training only may be made
by the student who has attalned
his 20th but not his 22nd birthday
by March 1, 1944,

Students must be morally and
physically qualified, unmarried,
and a citizen of the United States.

On the day of the test, the stu-
dents must indicate their prefer-
ence for the army or navy pro-
gram. Taking the test does mnot
constitute enlistment In elther
branch and a student having
taken the test ls not obligated to
enter the program If accepted.

However, no candidate who ex-
presses a preference for the army
will be considered by the mavy or
vice-versa and should theréfore
conslder the eligibility require-
ments for each program. No in-
structions have been fssued to
local selective service boards to
defer students on the grounds
that they may be chosen in the
programs;

The program Iz designed to
provide technicians and special-
ists for the army who will study
at government expense at colleg-
es and universities, The navy
program is to provide officers for
the navy, marine and coast guard,

Coffey explained that there
would probably not be over 17
or 18 youths here who could
qualify for the examinations
since there are very few of age,
who are not now In college of
some branch of the service. How-
ever, he sald that they had order-
ed 25 test papers to be avallable
for those who qualify.

Congress May Let
The Immigration
Gate Up For China

WASHINGTON, Oct. § P —
The Chinese republic Is 32 years
old tomorrow and congress seems
ready to help celebrate the anni-
versary—although a little belated-
ly—by brushing off the welcome
mat to greet 105 Chinese Immi-
grants yearly.

The date is the anniversary of
the day when Sun Yat-sen, began
the revolution which overthrew
the ancient Manchu dynasty and
established the Chinese republic.

House leaders say they are eager
to honor the mileésione by knock-
ing down the 61.year-old bars
agsinst Chinese Immigration. This
would permit 105 Chinese to enter
the country yearly under Immigra-
tion quotas and make Chinese
eligible for eitizenship.

If passed, it still must win
senate approval to become eifec-
tive.

They don’t know that
there is a very real threat of
oill shortage— not merely a
shortage with respect to conduct
of the war, but an even graver
threat of shortage for all pur-
poses, Including ordinary vehle-
ular traffic and factory wheels
and ocean shipping.

To judge its knowledge of the

subject by Its actions, officlal
Washington doesn’'t realize it
either. It it hasn't actually doom-
ed the oll Industry to an early
demise, eertalnly it hasn't done
anything lately to save it from
pordition. For as sure as
made little green applees, Wash-
ington's poliey, or lack of polley,
with respect to the production
of oil has done more in the last
few months to bring about the
early decline and fall of this great
industry than the factor of war
itself,

We In Texas must realize that
the old glad, free days of oceans
of oil from inexhaustible flelds,
discovered and undiscovered, are
gona forever. The time when
the world was soaking In Texas
oll, when Texas poured Iis pre-
clous lifeblood Into tankers and
tank cars and oil pipelines for
distribution with a lavish hand
over all the earth Is gone forever,
No longer will Texas have to beg
the world to take its oil at a
ruinous ten cents a barrel. No
longer will Texas producers have
to beselge domestic and foreign
potentates of petroleum, almost
on bended kneces, to save them
from drowning in a sea of crude.

That day, too, has gone. Instead,
the world will come begging to

Texas® door, hat in hand, saylng:

“Give un a little of thy preclous
fluid, please, that we may keep
our refineries going and that the
wheels of industry rust not out

God | for want of wustenance; Give us,

please, of thy bounty that the
pation's motor traffic may not
be stalled, and that the ships of
commercé on seven seas may not
become like painted ships on a
painted ocean. Give, give, give—
or we perishl™

Yes, indeed, the old prodigal
days when Texas ofl was a drug
on the market are gone beyond
recall. From here on out it will
be the other way around—and
how!

And this 1s when Texas should
quit playing falry godmother to
the petroleum industry and get
hard-boiled with itself and with
the world. It must quit throwing
ils petroleum resources away. It
has done Itself enough damage
already with the policy of per-
mitting its most preclous natural
resources to enrich others. It must
put on the brakes, stop the waste,
begin to salvage and protect what
It has left. We can only hope it
isn't already too late.

We don’t pretend to know the
answer, but we feel quite sure

i| Makes Up Our Gravest Problem

that the answer doesn't comsist in
letting outside capital draln
away our oll resources—at s
own price—and emply our earth’s
howels .of the precious fluld. We
are quite sure we can't econtinue
to let other states siphon off our
ofl and gas, to he processed and
sold at whopping profits, without
paying tribute to the state of
Texasn in the form of adequate
taxes. We, as a state, have spent
our heritage In riotous living, and
it Is time to eall a halt,

We have the cholce of protect-
ing what we have left and keep-
ing our petroleum industry go-
ing Indefinitely, or by failing to
do anything about it, in a few
years witnessing the dissipation
of the last of our oll resources
and the total rulnation of every
producer, rovally owner, refiner
and distributor In Texas. Also,
what Is more to the point, the loss
of our chief source to tax reven-
ue.

Here is something every
thoughtful man in Texas should
be thinking about. By acting soon
enough we can salvage something.
By not acting at all we ean eom-

WASHINGTON—Whatever else
may be sald about the appoint-
ment of Edward R, Stettinius, Jr.,
as Undersecrétary of State (and
much may be sald, none of it bad)
Whashington politieal  observers
saw it an Just one more step In the
President’s long swing to the right
and another bit of settling the
Demoeratic administration house
in order before.the 1944 elections.

In view of the swing and the
State department vacancy, it's
surprising that none of us here
saw the Stettinius appointment
coming.

Stettinfus Is not only a selon of,
but a success in, blg business, His
father was a Morgan partner and
young Edward was born to waalth.
For some years after his gradua-
tion from the University of Vir-
ginia, he was known by the very
dublously complimentary title of
“Crown Prince of Steel” He
lived, or rather worked it down.
Coming up the hard way, through
the General Motors shops, he be-
came the $100,000-a-year chair-
man of the board of G.M. before
he was 40 and quit that job to
take a $l-a-year assignment In the
war effort three years ago.

In spite‘of that capitalistic back-
ground, if there is any dellcacy of
relationships with Russia, as has
been hinted, Stettinius should be
one of their first cholces for a man
in the State department to deal
with, As administrator of lend-
lease;, In which job it's generally
conceded that he has beén one of
the greatest successes in Washing-
ton, he battled long and hard to
fulfill Russian demands when they
needed help most.

Regardless of that, however, ob-
Aervers here see as most signifi-
cant the fact that Stettinius Is one
more of the President’s moves to
gouge out the political sore spois
and plug them with conservatives.

Harvest of the 1843 cotlon crop
neared the 7,000 mark Friday as
ginners estimated that around
one-third of the yleld was now
gathered.

Estimates varied from two to
(hree weeks on how much longer
it would take pickers to gather
the bulk of the ecrop if given fair
weather. At any rate, it looked

| as if Oectober would see most of
|the cotton baled and stored.

Approximated 2,000 bales were
iprocessed during the past week
and so much of it went into the
loan that some ginners withdrew
entirely from the market. Prices
ranged around 18 cents with some
lower and one offering up as high
as 21.04.

Recent rains, however, pulled
grade down to middling, but as
the sun came out, grade was look-
ing up and staple was pulling 7-8
and 20-32. Seed prices were still
at $54 according to government
quotations.

Friday afternoon Big Spring
gins had handled 3,371 bales,
which should make the county
show just a little short of 7,000.
However, the rate of ginning over
the county had been siepped up
to 350 to 400 bales a day.
