WASHINGTON, Nov, 25 (#) —
Rebounds of the Patton incident
richocheted throughout the ranks
of the army's highest officers to-
day — from Chief of Staff Gen.
George C. Marshall on down.

Following a demand in the
house for the recal! of Lieut. Gen.
George S. Patton for slapping and
berating a shell shocked private in
a Sieillan hospital tent, the senate
military committee asked for a
full report from the war depart-
ment and meantime clamped an
informal hold order on the promo-
tions of 14 other generals.

The latter action, while com-
ing close on the heels of thy
Patton episode, appeared to be
aimed primarily at preventing—
if possible — the elevation of
Lieut, Gen. Brehon B. Somervell
to chief of staff If Marshall

takes command of Allied forces

in the European theatre.

Somervell, who heads the ar-
my's supply services, is a former
WPA director for New York and
a friend of Harry Hopkins, presi-
dential adviser,

It was indicated that the stop-
promotions order would not be
lifted until the successor to Gen.
Marshall has been named and a
detalled war department report on
Patton has been received by the
senate.

Generals affected include Pat-
ton, Lt. Gen. Joseph T. McNar-
ney and Somervell, all of whom
hold (the permanent rank of
colonel and who have been
nominated for major general,
Lt. Gen. Joseph W. Stilwell, a
brigadier who also has been
nominated for a permanent

LONDON, Nov. 25 (M—German
Infantry, tanks and planes still
battered furlously today agalnst a
stiffening Red a.my line 45 miles
west of Kiev as a Russian com-
munique, first in 12 days to Indi-
cate that Field Marshal Fritz von
Mannstein's desperate drive to re-
capture the U'rainian capital had
been halted, declared:

“All attempts of the Germans
to penetrate our defenses met
with fallures.

Earlier the Berlin radio had

FBI All Qut In
Search For
Desperadoes

Heat Turned On For
Thorneberry Brothers
By Federal Agents

WASHINGTON, Nov. 25 () —
Reminiseent of the publie enemy
manhunts of the turbulent 30's,
the FBI turned loose today all its
atoried skill in a search for two
brothers who have terrorized the
west for months,

Director J. Edgar Hoover of
the Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tlon sent out “wanted” notices
for the brothers, Throneberry—
0. B, 28, and Randel, 26, who
face a bookful of charges ranging
from robbing a sheriff to murder.

Hoover said the palr operate
In “iypleal, wild-west, bad-man
fashion” and  heavily armed
“are extremely dangerous.”

The murder charge is based on
the slaying of a sheepherder at
Hayden, Colo,, Aug. 8, 1943. The
victim was robbed and then
bound to a wagon in such a man-
ner that the ropes gradually
tightened Into a death noose.

The brothers were arrested
two days later by local officers at
Saraloga, Wyo, They wre loaded
down with two high-powered
rifles, twosmall-caliber rifles;
and three shotguns.

Lodged in Jafl at Steamboat
Springs, Colo., they overpows
ered the sheriff, took his biil-
fold, credentials, gasoline ra-
tion book and automoblle, and
fled.

Hoover sald their criminal rec-
ords date back to 1934, and that
each has been arrested in Texas,
Missouri, Arkansas, and other
states west of the Missippl

Federal charges against them
include unlawful flight to avoid
prosecution and violation of the
national motor vehicle theft act
In addition, O. B. Throneberry 1s
accused of posing as an OPA in-
spector during a robbery. O. B.
Thronebérry Is wanted in Abl-
lene, Tex., Fort Worth and Hous-
ton on charges of theft and rob-
bery. Both face the murder war-
rant at Steamboat Springs.

The FBI circular lister O. B
Throneberry's occupations as “la-
borer, stationary fireman, habitu-
al criminal."

For sheer courage in the
face of withering fire, their at-
tack at the moment rivals the
greatest  actlons of American
troops in any of our wars,

Their first objective was a rall
road line about 1,000 yards from
shore and once off the beach they
roared straight across flelds
through some marshlands until
they reached It.

Curing 'Hawg' Meat

Each breath of northwind in-
creases the yen for an "old fash-
joned hawg killin'"™ as hungry
farmers and point-weary amateur
food conservers dream of home
cured hams and savory sausage,
Certain that this winter will see
the greatest amount of hog killing
in the history of Howard county,
County Agent O. P. Griffin has
offered zome suggestions for cur-
ing the meat.

First, allow the meat to cool
thoroughly until it is 40 degrees
throughout. Although it takes salt

better when warm, the knife intro-
duces bacterla which produce
faster than the salt can work with
the result that spoilage chances
are multiplied.

Prepared mixtures may be
used for curing if preferred, but
a simple home preparation, as
effective as the best made, can

be had by mixing a minimum

of seven pounds (eight may be
used if desired) of salt, three

pounds of brown sugar and four
ounces of salt peter, This will
cure out 100 pounds of meat.

Molasses may be used instead of

sugar and with beiler resulls,

although it seems a little messy.

Half of the preparation should
be worked into the meat at first
treatment. The boney pleces
(hams, shoulders, ete.) should be
placed in the bottom of the meat
container, preferably a water-
tight affair such as a barrel. One
week later pieces should be re-
moved. Boneless pleces will not
require further application, but
the balance of the mixture should
be carefully worked into the boney
pieces, which again should be put
in the bottom,

Bacon, jowl, ete. will cure at
the rate of one -day for each
pound of meat—15 days for a
15-pound middling. Hams, shoul-
ders, ele. will cure at the rate
of three days for each pound—
45 days for a 135-pound ham,
After the meat has been cured,
it should be removed and wash-
ed with warm water, and then
thoroughly dried.

From then on, there are as many
ways to store the meat as there
are farmers, One good way, says
Griffin, is to put it way down in
the oat bin; or cover it well with
wheat bran; or hand it in a dark,
cool place such as a good meat
house. At any rate, the time to
smoke or apply home made sea-
soning mixtures is after the cur-
ing process is over and before the
lucky producer lays it away until
time to perfume the kitchen with
its unexcelled frying pan frag-
rance,

To the north the Industrial
districts of Tegel, and Reinick-
endorf, and In the northeast
Pankow and Weissensee, are all
badly mauled, But the heart of
Berlin, - centering around the
governmental quarter om the
Wilhelmstrasse is the worst of
all.

“Since the Monday night rald,
when sticks of bombs and incen-
diaries destroyed or damaged vir-
tually every building on the left
side of the Wilhelmstrasse, from
Wilhelmsplatz to Unter den Linden,
with the exception of the reich's
chancellery, additional buildings

recelved heavy blows,

“Dr. Alfred Rosenburg's staff
bullding for ruling the occupied
east, located in the former Rus-
sian embassy on Unter den Linden,
was badly damaged. Reichsmarshal
Hermann  Goering's  luftwaffe.
bullding, which was damaged In
ralds last March, was hit again by
incendiaries and explosives. The
nearby Gestapo headquarters on
Prinz  Albrechtstrasse was dam-
aged.

“In the Wilhelmsirasse, Lhe
evacuation of many government
buildings, insofar as it was not
done earlier, started Wednesday
morning. This was true of Lhe
foreign office and the air minlstry,
where trucks began carling off
records.”
