In an effort to cope with
Eastland’s growing traffic pro-
blem, the City of Eastland will
eliminate parking permits ef-
fective Jan. 1, it has been
announced here.

The decision came Monday
evening when the City Com-
mission, meeting in regular
session, was asked by a
representative of the Chamber
of Commerce Retail Trades
Committee to consider elimina-
ting the parking permits, and to
increase the parking violation
fine, as well as more rigid
enforcement, in order to control
traffic and parking conditions in
the city.

After a lengthy discussion of

the problems, the commission
voted to eliminate the permits
and to establish a $1.00 fine for
overparking, all beginning Jan.
@

The commission and the
chamber committee have joined
in requesting that between now
and then, residents be espe-
cially cooperative in helping
provide parking for customers.

It was learned that there are
presently some 150 permits in
use, and these would be
honored through Dec. 31.

Originally these permits were
intended for commercial and
delivery purposes only, but over
the years have been sold at $12

Food Stamp
Increases

Food stamp allotment for a
family of four will increase on
January 1 from $150 to $154,
based on August food price
statistics, according to an
announcement today by Under
Secretary of Agriculture J. Phil
Campbell

The Food Stamp Act, as
amended by the Agriculture
and Consumer Protection Act
of 1973 ?Public Law 93 - 86),
requires that coupon allot-
ments be adjusted semian
nually to reflect changes in the
prices of food as published by
the Bureau of Labor Statistics

Allotment adjustments are
based on the cost of the
Department of Agriculture’s
(USDA) economy food plan as
it is computed from Bureau of
Labor Statistics food prices
The law requiring semiannual
adjustments specified that the
January 1974 adjustment
reflect changes in food prices
through August 1973. A similar
procedure was used for the July
1974 adjustment and is being
used for the January 1975 in
crease in the value of the
couponullotment, which is
based on the cost of the
economy food plan in August
1974

Cost of the economy food plan
for August was $153.40 for a
family of four with school
children. Accordingly, USDA
will raise the value of the
coupon allotment from $150 to
$154 for a family of four and
make appropriate adjustments
for other household sizes. The
maximum income eligibility
standard for the four - person
household will increase from
$500 to $513

The following tables giving
coupon allotments, income
eligibility standards and
purchase requirements for all
household sizes in the 48 con
tiguous states and the District
of Columbia are scheduled for
publication in the Federal
Register of Monday, Nov. 18,
1974. Separate tables for
Alaska, Hawaii, Puerto Rico,
the Virgin Islands and Guam
will be announced shortly

and water are the three
principal ingredients of wildlife
production. Every animal has
his own habitat requirements. If
they are present in the right
combination and condition, he
thrives. If they are scarce, he
struggles for existence. If
absent, he dies. No creature can
exist without food and water,
certainly, but equally important
is proper cover-for nesting or
reproduction, for escape, for
protection from the elements,
for harboring other creatures
which constiture his food
supply. There are other factors
which control animal abundance
too, such as fire, rainstorms, or
other violent disturbance by
man or nature during critical
periods, but the chief factors
are food, cover and water which
provide the right balance and
any wildlife species will pros-
per. Destroy any of these three
elements, singly or in combina-
tion, and the species is doomed.
Your local Soil Conservation
Service people can provide you
with information to help you in
your wildlife program. Their
office is located on the third
floor of the Eastland National
Bank building in Eastland
