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FEUD BREAKS 
OUT AMONG 

AUTO WORKERS

ANDERSON, Ind., Feb. 13.—  
National Guardsmen ordered to 
repel a mass invasion of men from 
Michigan in a feud between union 
and non-union automobile forces, 
reported today they had halted a 
caravan of 30 automobiles, 13 
miles north of Anderson.

Military officers reported that 
the cars all bore Michigan license 
plates. There were about 150 men 
in the party.

The troops, under command of 
Capt. Jesse McIntosh, enforced 
strict martial law over this county : 
and blocked all highways. Troop-; 
ers erected machine guns at high­
way intersections and stood guard 
with fixed bayonets.

National Guard officers said, 
they had confiscated eight shot- j 
guns, one pistol and several clubs 
at United Automobile Workers 
headquarters at Alexandria.

It was there that troopers halt­
ed the caravan.

Adjutant General Elmer Straub 
said the Michigan cars would be ! 
escorted back to the Michigan i 
line.

Five were wounded by shotguns, j 
two seriously, in violence which i 
broke out here Saturday*. The city 
was quiet but tense as guardsmen 
took charge.

Gov. Clifford Townsend declar­
ed martial law after the five per­
sons were injured. 074 troopers 
arrived in less than an hour after 
the governor’s orders.

1 W. U. Fox, near Staff, was drill­
ing Saturday in the Sandy Shale 
at 900 feet. Production is expect­
ed around 1,200 or 1,400 feet, it 
was stated.

UNION MEN TO 
NEAR BUTTONS 

ON THE JOB

DETROIT, Feb. 13.— Homer
Martin, president of United Auto­
mobile Workers, announced today 
both General Motors and Ford Mo­
tor Company had agreed to allow 
union members to wear their mem­
bership insignia in company 
plants.

Martin said he had received a 
letter signed by William Knudsen, 
vice president of General Motors, 
stating the “ company had no ob­
jection to the wearing of insignia 
by union members.”

Martin also reported “ a repre­
sentative of the Ford Motor 
Company had informed me that 
union men would be allowed to 
wear their buttons and that no un­
ion men would be fired for union 
activities.”

Martin pointed out the rights of 
union men to wear buttons had 
precipitated dismissal of union 
workers in the General Motors 
plant in Atlanta and brought 
about the first sit-down strike.

A Ford spokesman announced 
there would be no immediate com­
ment of Martin’s statement.

John L. Lewis, chairman of the 
committee for industrial organi­
zation had warned the Ford Com­
pany and Chrysler Corporation 
they would be called upon to “ do 
a little collective bargaining” as 
soon as the General Motors strike 
was over.

Martin said today, “ We expect 
that they will be doing collective 
bargaining with us.” He said such 
a union maneuver “ may or may 
not” come soon.

Martin denied that any official 
union delegation had been sent to 
Anderson, Ind., where rioting be­
tween automobile workers broke 
out today.

LEGISLATORS 
WILL RECEIVE 
REVENUE BILLS
AUSTIN, Feb. 13 —  Officially 

termed a “ working legislature,”  
Texas senators and representatives 
will return Monday to earn fur­

ther the compliment given them by 
Governor Allred.

Revenue measures have been 
voted out of House committees 
and sponsors are trying to get 
them passed ahead of big appro­
priation bills.

Ickes will be here Friday to ad­
dress legislators despite the “ high 
hatting” of four senators who 
failed to concur in the invitation 
because of Ickes’ views on federal 
oil control. Postmaster General 
James A. Farley is expected to 
address the legislature March 24, 
the day after he dedicated Waco’s 
new postoffice.

The “ bad”  record of Eastland 
countians —  as shown in indict­
ments returned by district court 
grand juries— is improving.

Last year the 80 “ true bills” 
found by the juries was the least 
number in 15 years, a check of 
records in District Clerk P. L. 
Crossley’s office discloses.

In 15 years ending Jan. 1, 1937, 
district court grand juries return­
ed a total of 4,529 indictments. * 
Heaviest of any one year was 718 
in 1929, year generally acknow­
ledged as the most prosperous in 
the country and marking the be­
ginning of the recent economic de- i 
pression. j

Singularly, 1929 was light in the ! 
number of indictments returned : 
alleging murder. A total of 73 
murder indictemnts, including sev- 1 
eral transfers from other counties,! 
have been found by grand juries! 
in the 15-year period, !

The year of 1928 provided the 
study the most number— 20— of 
murder indictments.

Murder indictments for the 
years, including at least three 
transfers from other counties, are 
as follows: 1922, 3; 1923, 5; 1924, 
3; 1925, 12; 1926, 8 ; 1927, 2 
(both from Erath county); 1928, 
20; 1929, 3; 1930, 3; 1931, 3;
1932, 1; 1933, 1; 1934, 6 ; 1935, 2; 
1936, 1.

The survey discloses the follow­
ing number of indictments by 
years:

1926—  80.
1935— 183.
1934— 171.
1933— 264.
1932— 201.
1931— 593.
1930— 600.
1929— 718.
1928— 243.
1927—  388.

1926— 264.

Included in the indictment fig­

ures were entries for habeas cor­
pus proceedin'gs. This is a proceed­
ing by which lawyers for their 
defendant clients may inquire in­
to the lawfulness of the restraint 
of a person who is imprisoned or 
detained in another’s custody. It 
is also instigated to require a de­
fendant to be produced with the 
cause of his being taken and held 
and also a proceeding for the re­
lease or bond restriction of a 
prisoner.

Included in the myriad of in­
dictment figures were some cases 
which were later transferred to 
county courts.

While there is no official ex­
planation for the phenominal de-

crease in true bills returned in 
recent years, doubtless the decline j 
in population in the county has1 
contributed heavily. The popula-; 
tion of the county in 1920, as re-| 
ported by the Texas Almanac, was] 
58,505. The figure in 1930 was 

j something over 36,000.
Many of the infractions alleged 

in the indictments have since their 
return become federal offense and 
some misdemeanors. The misde­
meanor offenses, as in liquor vio­
lations not in conflict with federal 
statutes, now are filed in county j 
court.

Formerly, officials state, an un-' 
limited number of indictments 
were returned growing out of the! 
s a m e  transaction. By recent 
change in state criminal laws not 
over three charges are filed j 
against a person in a case grow- j 
ing out of one transaction. |

Among indictments formerly re­

turned are the following which 
are rarely, if ever, found by re­
cent grand juries: Sodamy, mak 
ing false instrument, adultery, big­
amy, misapplication of public 
funds, running gambling house, 
betting, bribery, negligent homi­
cide, participating in immoral con­
duct, transporting narcotic drugs, 
running house of prostitution, aid­
ing prisoner to escape, drunken­
ness in a public place, driving au­
to recklessly, desertion of child 
and wife, abortion, failure to ren­
der aid, operation of a pool hall, 
seduction, operating a Sunday* 
amusement house, incest, and car­
rying a pistol.

Arson indictments have been re­
turned throughout the years, al­
though the number is not great.

The first driving while intoxi­

most numerous.

Other charges alleged by the in­
dictments included: rape, assault:

'T'HE miracles that we have 
studied in the lessons thus 

far have symbolized the power 
of Jesus to give life, to heal, and 
to bring light to the darkened 
souls of men. Here in our les­
son we come to the ultimate 
miracle of the power of Jesus 
over death, the miracle attested 
in His own death and resurrec­
tion.

It is a very human story that 
is presented, of two sisters in 
Bethany, Martha and Mary, who 
were very unlike in their dispo­
sitions, but had in common a 
loyalty to the Master and a love 
for Him that made Him an hon­
ored guest in their home.

Into this home sorrow had 
come in the death of their broth­
er, and the deep sympathy of 
Jesus, as well as His intense de­
votion to that hospitable home, 
is found in the simple words 
concerning His coming into the 
house of death—“Jesus wept.” 
In the division into verses in our 
English Bible, it is the shortest 
verse of all; yet it is full of ex­
pression and significance.

The story of how Jesus 
brought Lazarus forth from the 
tomb is familiar to us all. It 
brings to every thoughtful and 
inquiring mind some very poig­
nant questions. Why did Jesus 
weep, if He had the power to 
bring Lazarus from the dead?

T'HESE questions we cannot 

answer, any more than we 
can explain the miracle. The 
rationalist might say that these 
stories have come from tradi­
tions that arose around the life 
of the Master, as they have 
arisen in some form around the 
lives of other great teachers and 
prophets.

But we cannot dispose of the 
miracles quite so easily. The 
miraculous records are imbedded 
in the story of a wonderful life, 
and one cannot feel that the life 
and salvation that Jesus brings 
to men have their endihg in 
death and the tomb.

We have suggested that the 
miracles beyond the literal rec­
ord have the symbolism of spir­
itual truth, and this is surely 
true concerning the miracle of 
restoring the dead to life. That 
is what Jesus does spiritually 
in the souls of men. His recre­
ating and reviving power has 
everywhere been manifest, both 
in the days of His life on earth, 
and all the years since, in the 
times and places where His gos­
pel has made its power felt.* * *
TN His earthly life and teach- 

ing, Jesus never promised 
His disciples immunity from 
pain and sorrow; He never told 
them that they would have un­
limited physical existence. What 
He did promise was that eternal 
life would be the portion of 
those who found in him the 
Way and the Truth.

Behind the Scenes in Washington

T^TASHINGTON—The president’s 
** abrupt termination of negoti­

ations toward pooling TVA power 
with the electricity of the private 
power companies should give you 
some idea of the type of programs 
which will be recommended by 
his new, hand-picked National 
Power Policy Committee.

If something doesn’t happen to 
throw it off the track, this com­
mittee and the administration may 
be expected to work toward the 
day when the country will be al­
most blanketed by public power 
projects modeled after the one in 
the Tennessee Valley, with little 
if any compromise with private 
power companies except such as 
might be forced by decisions of 
the supreme court.

If the power policy committee 
didn’t decide for Roosevelt that 
the TVA pool negotiations should 
be called off, it was at least in 
complete agreement with him 
when the president acted, citing 
the persistency with which the 
industry had pressed its court suits 
against TVA.

* 0 *

rr’HE committee, under chair- 
manship of Secretary Harold 

Ickes, will cencentrate for the time 
being on a policy for the big 
Bonneville project in the north­
west.

Eventually, according to those 
who know its members most in­
timately, there probably will be 
“authorities” handling Tennessee 
Valley, Boulder Dam, Bonneville, 
Missouri River, St. Lawrence, 
Ohio Valley, and perhaps other big 
federal power developments more 
or less covering the country.

An Ohio Valley Authority be­
comes daily a more fixed idea with

Roosevelt and his power advisers, 
who realize something must be 
done toward flood control in that 
area and, of course, prefer to tie 
it in with power development.

Such a program faces a hot 
fight, not only with the power 
companies but also with railroads, 
which will see a menace in any 
improved navigation facilities. 
The same interests may be expect­
ed to try to beat the proposed St. 
Lawrence navigation-power pro­
ject when the president begins to 
push it this year.

* # *
T>ONNEVILLLE will be selling 

power by October, it is now 
predicted, and the NPPC will 
work out rates and distribution 
policies, probably recommending 
that the Federal Power Commis­
sion be temporarily empowered to 
fix the rates.

The committee’s scope is huge, 
as it also can make decisions as to 
whqt ought to be done about rates 
and other equally important prob­
lems by TVA and any other fu­
ture developments.

If the administration does push 
on with the program for a series 
of far-flung regional federal pow­
er authorities it will only be re­
verting to the original big idea 
Roosevelt had in creating PWA. 
That idea primarily was one of de­
veloping the river valleys.

Lew Douglas, then director of 
the budget, persuaded Roosevelt 
to let that ride and concentrate on 
NRA as a recovery weapon. By 
the time the president got his mind 
back on PWA, there was too much 
pressure for specific local projects 
to be resisted. And money poured 
out through CWA and PWA and 
into schools, sewers, bridges, and 
courthouses instead of into the 
original grand scheme.

importance of gasoline state rev­
enue sources, and the essential role 
of gasoline as a commodity utiliz­
ed in transportation and com­
munication, prompt the Third As­
sembly of the Council of State 
Governments to request and urge 
that the Congress of the United 
States relinquish this recognized 
field of state taxation at the ter­
mination of the current fiscal 
year, or as soon threafter as pos­
sible.”

Prior to the adoption of the 
resolution, the legislatures of near­
ly one-half the states had memor­
ialized Congress for repeal of the 
duplicating federal levy. It is ex­
pected that additional legislatures 
will take similar action this year. 
The states have opposed federal 
taxation of gasoline since the tax 
first was levied in 1932, viewing 
the policy as a federal invasion of 
an exclusive state tax field.

The states first taxed gasoline 
in 1919 on the theory that those 
who use the highways should con­
tribute to their cost. All state 
gasoline tax revenues were allo­
cated to highway financing. The 
federal government, however, levi­
ed the tax in an emergency, with 
revenues going to general funds 
and not earmarked for roads.

The states also view the federal 
levy as a threat to their own high­
way financing programs. Many of 
them have floated highway bond 
issues with the expectation that 
state gasoline tax revenues would 
provide the finances wherewith to 
meet payments of principal and in­
terest. In many cases state gaso­
line revenues are pledged as se­
curity, and the action of the fed­
eral government in taking out of 
the state so mtuch money in the 
way of federal gasoline taxes is 
regarded as jeopardizing the 
state’s highway financing.

It is estimated that in 1936 the 
federal gasoline tax took $190,- 
000,000 from the states, in addi­
tion to federal lubricating oil tax 
of around $30,000,000, plus other 
motor taxes running into millions 
of dollars. On the average the 
federal levy increases the motor­
ist’s gasoline tax bill by 25 per 
cent.

Answers Questions 
About the Church
BY FATHER S. E. BYRNE

NOTE: In view of the numerous 
questions asked me, I will at­
tempt to answer some of them 
publicly, so that all may have the 
benefit of the answer to these 
many perplexing queries.

Question: Did Christ establish
one, or many churches?

Answer: Here we have on the
one side the old mother church of 
the ages; and on the other some 
two hundred different denomina­
tions, dating from the religious re­
volt of the sixteenth century, each 
of them professing to be the one 
Church of Christ, yet one contra­
dicting the other on nearly every 
point of doctrine. All of these 
claimants cannot be right. Which 
one of them really is the Church 
set up by our Savior for the sal­
vation of man?

The simplest way to settle this 
question is to go back to the days 
of our Blessed Lord, get a picture 
of the church that He left on 
earth, and compare that infant in­
stitution with the various churches 
that claiin the high honor of be­
ing His Church today. But do we 
have a picture of that infant 
church? Indeed we do, portrayed 
most beautifully in the opening 
chapters of the Acts of the 
Apostles.

Having assembled on the slopes 
of Mount Olivet and having wit­
nessed our Lord ascend gloriously 
into Heaven, the Apostles and Dis­
ciples returned to Jerusalem, there 
to await the coming of the prom­
ised Paraclete on Pentecost day. 
“ And when they were come in, 
they went into an upper room 
where abode Peter and John and 
James and Andrew . . . All these 
were persevering with one mind iu 
prayer with Mary, the Mother of 
Jesus, and with His brethern. In 
those days Peter, rising in the 
midst of the brethern, said: Men, 
brethern, the Scriptures must 
needs be fulfilled, which the Holy 
Ghost spoke before by the mouth 
of David concerning Jesus . . . 
Wherefore, of these men who have 
companied with us all the time 
that the Lord Jesus came in and 
went out among us one must be a 
witness with us of His Resurrec­
tion. And they appointed two, 
Joseph and Matthias . . . And they 
gave them lots, and the lot fell 
upon Matthias, and he was numb­
ered with the eleven apostles” 
(Acts 1, 1-26). Thus for chapter 
one. Chapter two describes the 
descent of the Holy Ghost and the 
throngs that gathered around the 
Apostles amazed at hearing them 
speak every one in his own tongue. 
“ But Peter standing up with the 
eleven lifted up his voice and 
spoke to them.” After Peter had 
preached to them about the Lord 
Jesus whom they had crucified and 
whom God had raised from t h e  
dead, “ they had compunction in 
their heart and said to Peter and 
to the rest of the Apostles: What 
shall we do? But Peter said td 
them: Do penance and be baptized

every one of you in the name of 
Jesus Christ . . . They, therefore, 
that received His word, were bap­
tized, and there were.' added in 
that day about three thousand 
souls. And they wëre persevering 
in the doctrine of the Apostles 
and in the communication of the

(Acts 2, 1-47).

Behold here the Church of 
Christ in its infant form, t h e  
mustard seed set out ih the soil of 
this world by the Savior of men, 
containing in embryo all the ele­
ments of that mighty tree into 
which it was destined to grow! It 
was a church of one mind, united 
heart and soul in the doctrine of 
the Apostles; a church of prayer, 
persevering in prayer with Mary, 
the Mother of Jesus; a church of 
Saci&ments and sacrifice, Bap­
tism and the communication of the 
breaking of bread indicative of 
the same ; a church of order and 
organization, with Peter pre-emin­
ent in power and authority. Each 
of these items would deserve our 
attention if we were solicitous in 
seeking the church at, the present 
day that contains all of them.
