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DUST STORMS BLOW SILT OVER 
WIDE AREAS OF THREE STATES 

AS FARMERS FEAR BIG LOSSES
By United Press

Clouds of dust, which whipped 
by a 45-mile-an hour wind, blew 
across the prairie states today, 
causing farmers fear that wheat 
worth hundreds of thousands of 
dollars would be destroyed.

The storm, which some residents 
said was the worst since last sum­
mer, struck Texas and Oklahoma 
Panhandles yesterday and continu­
ed today. It was the third severe 
storm in two weeks.

The dust extended from the 
Texas Panhandle to Kansas. Some 
areas of Texas reported zero 
visibility.

Fine silt sifted into homes and 
the temperatures dropped. Farm­
ers said livestock suffered heavily.

Persons throughout the Texas 
and Oklahoma Panhandles, re­
inforced strips of paper pasted ov­
er window and door edges, in an 
effort to shut out the dust. Of­
ficials said residents would resume 
wearing “ dust masks” if the storms 
continued. The masks were used 
widely during 1935 storms.

Traffic was paralyzed in some 
sections. Weather observers pre­
dicted the storm would abate grad­
ually this afternoon.

DALLAS, Feb. 15.— Fine dust, 
driven by a northwest wind of 25 
miles an hour velocity, sifted over 
Dallas and most of North Texas 
at noon today.

At the same hour visibility had, 
been reduced to zero at Amarillo, 
where the dust was dense and 
wind velocity was 35 nfiles an 
hour. The duster was expected to 
extend southward to Abilene.

Wichita Falls had a visibility of 
only half a mile and Gainesville 
visibility of one, three-fourth 
miles.

CHARGE FILED 
IN DEATH OF 

FEDERAL AGENT

AUSTIN, Feb. 15— A charge of 
murder was filed today against 
Ike Young, of Austin, as an alleg­
ed accomplice in the fatal shoot­
ing Sunday of W. W. Thomasson, 
35, federal liquor agent, killed in 
a raid on a still.

A Mexican identified as Pete 
Martinez was found shot to death 
near Thomasson’s body. Sheriff 
Lee Allen said he signed the com­
plaint charging Young because in­
vestigation indicated that Thomas­
son was shot by a guard placed 
at the still by Young.

Thomasson led federal agents 
M. M. Mitchell and state liquor 
agent M. C. Carter in a raid on 
the still on the Colorado river, 
about three miles from here.

The agents, arriving at the still, 
arrested a young man and a wo­
man. Before leaving Thomasson 
thought he heard someone in a | 
nearby thicket. A short time later 
Mitchell said he heard several 
shots.

Follow­
ing that vote the wets called an,' 
election, held April 18, which re­
sulted in legalization of 14 per 
cent beverages. The drys sought a 
remedy in court action, which was 
refused.

The dry forces contended the 
14 per cent election was illegal as 
it provided for the legalization o f 
3.2 beverages. The district court 
ruled that 14 per cent drinks 
would of necessity contain 3.2 per 
cent alcohol.

The January, 1936 election was 
called following the Nov. 1935, 
ruling of a high court in Texas 
that a dry county could not con­
tain wet precincts, which had ex­
isted in Eastland and other coun­
ties.

The election plans are in the 
hands of the reelected United Dry 
Forces officials who are:

G. M. Meglasson, Cisco; Earl 
Bender, Eastland, vice president; 
Les Taylor, Ranger, second vice 
president; Rev. W. A. Tate, Gor­
man, third vice president; H. S.

Q. When was the Grand Mason­
ic Lodge of the Republic of Texas 
organized, at what place, what 
lodges constituted its membership 
and who were the first officers?

A. Representatives from the 
three lodges at Houston, Nacog­
doches and San Augustine met at 
Houston Dec. 20, 1837, to organize 
the Grand Lodge of the Republic,

Q. When were charters granted 
by the Grand Masonic Lodge of 
Texas to the three Texas lodges, 
and under what names and num­
bers ?

A. Nov. 18, 1838, final organiza­
tion was completed by issuing 
charters to Holland Lodge, No. 1, 
Houston; Milam Lodge, No. 2, Na­
cogdoches; and McFarland Lodge, 
No. 3, at San Augustine.

Q. When were the first trench 
silos built in Texas and have they 
proved effective?

A Twelve trench silos were 
built in Texas in 1930, the first to 
be used. Their effectiveness is 
shown in the fact that 8,000 were 
built in 1936. Properly construct­
ed and filled, they preserve silage 
effectively fo r  about four years

Q. Who was Adolphus Sterne?
A. He was a German Jew, who 

settled at or near San Augustine 
in 1826 and was active in the Frc- 
doniiri rebellion in 1827, at which 
time he was arrested by Mexican 
military forces, kept chained for 
two weeks and sentenced to be 
shot, but was later pardoned. He 
served Texas throughout the revo­
lution and after annexation was a 
member of the Texas legislature. 
He died in New Orleans in 1852.

size cooperation among Protest- j 
ants, Catholics and Jews as Amer­
ican citizens and to present a unit­
ed front against current totalitar­
ianisms and the importation of 
foreign propaganda of hatred and 
strife.

In endorsing this year’s observ­
ance, Governor Allred said:

“ I think the idea of Brother­
hood Day is a splendid observance 
and indicative of the friendly re­
lations existing in this dountry 
among the Protestants, the Catho­
lics and the Jews in all of the 
tasks and duties which they share 
alike as American citizens.

“ I am most happy to add my 
endorsement to Brotherhood Day 
and compliment the National Con­
ference of Jews and Christians up­
on this worthy move.”

One 9-pound ham, 1-2 cup 

brown sugar, 1-2 cup vinegar, 1 
stick cinnamon, 6 sun-dried 
prunes, 1-2 cup sun - ripened 
crushed ( pineapple, and 4 sun- 
dried apricots.

Scrub ham with stiff brush. 
Place sugar and vinegar, all the 
fruits and cold water in large 
kettle. Submerge the ham. Cover. 
Bring water slowfly to just below 
boil, and continue to simmer un­
til done. Allow 25 minutes sim­
mering for each pound of ham. 
When done, leave in the water. 
Stand over night in those fruit 
and sugar flavors for at least 12 
hours.

To bake, first remove skin, then 
with a sharp knife, cut off some 
of the fat. Rub well with brown- 
sugar mixed with fine dry bread, 
crumbs. Arrange whole cloves 
in geometric pattern. Bake in 
moderate oven (350 degrees F.) 
for 1 hour. That’s ham. Ask 
the boys.

AUSTIN. —  Despite a wide-! 
spread belief to the contrary, jur­
ies are not responsible for the j 
failure to convict violators of the \ 
liquor law, Liquor Administrator j 
Bert Ford today said an investi- ] 
gation had apparently proved.

“ Not only public officials but 
newspapers as well often make 
the statement that the law cannot 
be enforced because juries won’t 
convict,” Mr. Ford asserted. “ This 
statement has been given such 
wide circulation that it is being 
generally believed, but the facts 
prove it is not true.”

Check-up on the records of the 
Liquor Control Board, Mr. Ford 
brought out, has shown that juries 
almost invariably refuse leniency 
toward liquor law violators. But 
few cases, he said, ever reach 
juries.

“ In the larger cities when the 
first cases went to juries the re­

sult was almost a foregone con­
clusion, with large fines and jail 
sentences a common occurrence,” 
Mr. Ford declared. “ This was so 

j often repeated t h a t  violators 
shortly began making overtures 
for settlement without having 
their cases taken before juries. 
Jury trials, in fact, became ex­
ceedingly rare because o f t h e  
costly experience violators were 
having with them.”

Citing a particular case, Mr. 
Ford said that in a major Texas 
city, where “ the public view has 
always been considered extremely 
liberal,” a jury assessed a liquor 
law breaker a fine of $1000, the 
maximum. But the case did not 
end there.

The navy department, the insti­
tute found, has given especial 
study to the manufacture of syn­
thetic petroleum by coal liquefac­
tion, and although this method is 
extremely expensive, the emergen­
cy in Japan is considered so great 
that the program meets with gov­
ernmental approval.

While Japan is still able to buy 
petroleum freely in the world mar­
kets, the navy and the government 
realize, the institute pointed out, 
that in event of war, this probably 
would not be the case.

Three Processes Used 
Three processes of synthetic fuel 

supplies are under consideration by 
Japan, according to the institute’s 
investigation. These are the car­
bonization of coal at low tempera­
ture ; liquefaction of coal by hydro­
genation, and the scientific syn­
thetic production of liquid fuel. 
The latter process is believed to 
hold the greatest promise for 
Japan.

Four firms, it is said, are al­
ready producing this product, the 
Korean Coal Engineering Com­
pany, the South Sakhalin Colliery 
and Railroad Company, the semi-', 
official Japan Iron Manufacturing 
Company, and the Kaijima Chem­
ical Engineering Company.

Other projects, it was found, are 
underway, the most important one 
being that of the South Manchu­
ria Railway Company, which is 
building a plant at Bushun and an­
other in Korea.

Meantime, the great Mitsui in­
terests have obtained rights on the
