Stinging winds, which afflicted 
sections of four states with the 
worst dust storm of the year, sub­
sided today, but the air still was 
laiden with particles of silt.

Weather observers said the dust 
ranged through parts of Kansas 
Colorado, Oklahoma and Texas, 
but skies were to clear later in the 
day, providing winds continue to 
abate.

The fringe of the storm touch­
ed Denver on the Northwest and 
San Antonio on the Southeast.

Farmers did not surrender with­
out a fight. Their faces covered 
with cotton masks, many went into 
the fields and listed the soil.

In many towns the storms re­
duced visibility to from 50 feet to 
half a rpile. Riding ahead of a 
northwest wind, the dust rolled in  ̂
to Amarillo and restricted visi­
bility to less than 300 feet.

Dallas received a fine sprinkling 
of dust. Heavy dust was reported 
at Houston, which originated south 
of Waco.

Carpenter was a room-mate of 
Allred at Wichita Falls when All- 
red was a young attorney there. 
He was first appointed state audi­
tor and then was ’ ’drafted” to di­
rect old age assistance.

His administration has received 
legislative commendation. Though 
protest was raised by his advice 
to a House committee that old 
age pensioners should be deprived 
of their right to vote.

Eugene Worley of Sham­
rock, urging the bill go back for 
public hearing on its tax features, 
told the House, “ those who foot 
the bill deserve to be heard. 
Frankly, carbon black and gas 
have been life-savers to the farm­
ers of my district.”

To get money for liberalized 
pensions, the bill would raise car­
bon black taxes from 1-12 to one 
cent a pound, sulphur tax from 
$1.03 to $2 a ton and put a four- 
cents-a-barrel tax on crude oil and 
a one-cent-per-thousand-feet tax 
on natural gas.

U. S. Proves Security,
Liberty Are Compatible

It isn’t always easy to recognize a historic process 
when you are in the middle of it. For that reason we have 
been slow to see the tremendous importance of our current 
struggle to regain prosperity, and iron out the bumps in 
our economic life.

President Roosevelt touched on this point in his mes­
sage to Congress.

The economic breakdown, he remarked, had led many 
Americans to doubt “ the successful adaptation of our his­
toric traditions to the complex modern world.” Thus, he 
added, was in itself a challenge to our form of government.

“ Ours was the task,” he added, “ to prove that demo­
cracy could be made to function in the world of today as 
effectively as in the simpler world of 100 years ago. Ours
was the task to do more than to argue a theory.”

* * *
Any American can have his own opinion, of course, as 

to whether the administration has performed that task well 
or poorly. The point to remember is that all our troubles of 
the last six or seven years simply add to a great, crucial 
test of democracy and freedom.

In some countries overseas, where democracy was of re­
cent and uncertain growth, that test came out disastrously. 
Beset by troubles they could not solve, the people turned 
entirely away from democracy, decided that freedom was 
a poor thing if starvation went with it, and called on the 
dictators to take things in charge.

The dictators were no more able to get at the roots of 
these troubles than were the liberal governments they de­
stroyed. They didn’t try to. They merely put their heads 
down and tried to butt their way through; and, in doing so, 
they turned the clock back some centuries.

For in this era of dictatorships there has been a return 
to an outworn idea of human society—the idea that the 
common man exists for the state, rather than that the state 
exists for the common man.

Under this idea the state is not required to remove 
troubles from the common man’s path; the common man is 
required to accept those troubles— to take it and like it, 
as they say—for the sake of the state.

It was up to the United States to prove that sort of 
thing was unnecessary and a mistake. There was just one 
way the United States could do it: by proving in actual

Museum Shows 
Surrealist Art

PHILADELPHIA— An exhibi­
tion of Surrealism— the latest 
thing in art— has been attracting 
considerable attention at the 
Philadelphia Museum of Art.

Abopt 500 works of art, painted 
from the imagination of 150 Sur­
realists, arrived here recently from 
the Modern Museum of Art in New 
York City to be placed on exhibit 
at Philadelphia’s art center.

This type art is a newcomer to 
circles where artists and critics 
gather to discuss art. The average 
citizen is hard put to find a de­
finition for it.

According to Fiske Kimball, di­
rector of the museum, Surrealism 
is supposed to represent a sort of 
“ Alice in Wonderland” in art. An­
other artist said that it is simply a 
dream of the artist put on canvasi 
and might be considered in the 
same light as the “ stream of Con­
sciousness”  writing.

Surrealism had its start early 
this century in Paris. A number 
of young painters and etchers de­
cided that everything had been 
done in classic art and youth need­
ed a new field. The result was that 
two-headed people, multi-legged 
cows on trapezes, and trains going 
forward in reverse, appeared on 
canvas.

Decorators and commercial ar­
tists were quick to sense that here 
was something new and useful. 
Merchandise displays and decora­
tions soon began to feature Sur­
realism.

the preview of the exhibition was 
a wax foot with six toes and swoll­
en ankles underneath a pink um­
brella and titled: “ Man Throwing 
Stone at Bird.”

Pneumonia Often

“ A person previously well may 
develop pneumonia suddenly,”  he 
said, “ but most often is occurs in 
persons who have, or who recent­
ly have had, a cold. Yet many 
people do not take the cold ser­
iously enough. Suspect every cold. 
Go to bed immediately if you have 
a fever with a cold, call your phy-

sician, and do exactly what he 
says. By intelligently following 
your physician’s advice at the be­
ginning of the attack you may 
ward off the after effects which 
so often follow neglected colds—  
pneumonia among them.

“ Almost any part of the air pas­
sage may sometimes be attacked 
by bacteria. When the nose is af­
fected we call the condition a cold. 
The tissues of the nose react to 
such infection by a profuse mu­
cous discharge of mucous liquid. 
This discharge is really an attempt 
on the part of the body to get rid 
of the germs and their poisons. 
If the infection is lower down, it 
causes a sore throat. If the voice 
box is affected the condition is 
called laryngitis. If the germs 
reach the bronchi, the disease is

! known as bronchitis. If the germs 
| get down to the lungs the person 
I affected has pneumonia. Thus it 
1 may be seen that the common 
i cold may be the beginning of one 
| of the most serious complications 
of the respiratory tract.

“ These respiratory diseases may 
| be avoided many times by estab- 
j lishing individual health measures.
| Help prevent colds and pneumon- 
j ia by proper personal hygiene. Eat 
i moderately, drink plenty of water 
j and sleep 8 to 10 hours every 
| night with the windows open. Do 
; not allow the temperature of your 
; home or working place to exceed 
; 70 degrees Farenheit. Wash your 
; hands frequently, especially be­
fore eating. Take some exercise 

1 out of doors every day, but avoid 
fatigue and unnecessary exposure

Baked Bluefish
j (4 to 6 servings)

One bluefish or 2 fresh or froz­
en fillets weighing in all, 3 
pounds; 1 teaspoon salt, few 
grains pepper, 2 tablespoons 
melted butter, 1 lemon, 7 cooked 
carrots, 2 tablespoons butter, 
parsley or watercress.

If whole fish is used, split in 
: the middle of the back. If fillets 

are used, score them crosswise 
j two or three times. Rub fish 

well with salt and pepper, then 
brush with melted butter.

Place the fish, skin side up, on 
a well greased heat resistant 
glass platter. Place the juice of 
1-2 lemon over it. Cut the cooked 
carrots lengthwise in half and 
brush with butter. Arrange them 

| on platter as a border for the fish, 
i ' Bake in hot oven (400 degrees 

F.) for 30 minutes. Garnish with 
icurled lemon slices and sprigs of 
parsley or chilled watercress. 
Serve while piping hot from the 

1 same glass dish it was baked in.

Heat butter. Add chopped 
onion, cook for 2 minutes until 
tender but not browned. Add 
flour and mix well, then slowly 
add milk. Add all the other in­
gredients to this flour and milk 
combination. Mix well, season. 
Then stuff cucumbers with this 
mixture. Dust top of stuffing 
lightly with cracker crumbs and 
sprinkle with paprika.

Grease a baking pan well. Ar­
range the stuffed cucumbers in a 
row. Bake in hot oven (400 de­
grees F.) for 1-2 hour. Serve 
with a delicate tomato sauce.
