Dangers of Flymg
Kites Explained

With the kite flying season at
hand, Texas Electric Service Com-
pany issued Saturday its annual
appeal to parents to warn children
flying kites to keep away from
electric lines.

“That the innocent pastime of
kite flying can be exceedingly dan-
gerous is brought out forcibly by
the fact that fatal accidents oc-
curred in the year just past be-
cause of children getting their me-
talized kites tangled in power
lines,” according to J. E. Lewis,
district manager of Texas Electric
Service Company.

“Too often children use metal
wire in the place of string on their
kites and when the wires come in
contact with a power line the re-
sult is instantly disastrous. Even
plain kite strings sometimes carry
current, especially if the string is
wet. The best idea, regardless of
how the kite is built or what kind
of string is being used, is to sece
that it is flown in open spaces
where no power lines are located”
Lewis stated.

“If a kite should become entan-
gled in power lines, be sure that
children do not climb the poles or
use long sticks to try to get the
kite down. Call our company of-
fice and a trained lineman will be
sent to rescue the kite if it is pos-
sible to do so.”

'HIE shadow of death that hov-
— ered over the Master is al-
ready evident in the story of this
lesson about certain Greeks, evi-
dently’ devout men who shared
the faith of the Israelites, and
who were among those who went’
up to worship at the feast of the
Passover at Jerusalem.

They had heard of Jesus, and
they wished to know more about
Him, There is a certain air of
mystery about the narrative.
The Greeks came to Philip, and
made knownr to him their wish to
see Jesus., Philip seems to have
quesiyoned whether the Master
would receive them or not. He
tells Andrew about it, and An-
drew and Philip tell Jesus.

Without any indication
whether Jesus had received ‘the
Greeks or not, we have the rec-
ord of His breaking . forth in
words concerning Hi¥mself. ‘“The
hour,” He says, “is come that the
Son of man should be glorified.”
And He adds the mystic words,
| “Except a grain of wheat fall
into the earth and die, it abideth
by itself alone; but if it die, it
beareth much fruit.”

He continues in the mystic say-
ing concerning the love of life,
and the losing of life by which
one finds it. He is emphasizing
very strongly the crucial nature
of Christian discipleship. It is
not something easy. It meahs
the linking of men with Christ in
great matters of judgment and
