Eastland officers 
came to Cisco seeking the man 
and while officers were looking 
for him, two Cisco ladies becoming- 
uneasy about the money they had 
paid out, telephoned to police 
about the matter. But the man had 
gone.

The moral to which is: “ Never 
pay out cash to strangers unless 
you are sure you already have val­
ue received.”  And to make sure, 
police say, keep your money at 
home among those you know are 
reliable. But they also add, that 
we will never learn.

The same character of salesman 
visited Ranger Thursday after­
noon and hooked two Ranger wo­
men for $8.50 each. One, being

Capital’s Sitting Down 
These Days, Too

A  quiet but effective little sitdown strike seems to be 
going on these days, with the United States Navy Depart­
ment on the receiving end and some of the country’s richest 
aggregations of capital doing the sitting.

Because of the sitdown, the navy is unable to go ahead 
with construction of six new destroyers and three sub­
marines, caged for in the current building program. It 
can’t build them because it can’t get the steel; and it can’t 
get the steel because the steel men are sitting down.

It all goes back to the recently passed Walsh-Healey 
law, which requires holders of government contracts to 
conform to specified wage and hour standards.

The nine warships involved are to be built in govern­
ment navy yards. On December 4, last, the navy advertis­
ed for bids for 6,000,000 pounds of steel for the subma- 
rines; a fortnight later, it called for bids for 19,000,000
pounds of steel for the destroyers.

* * *

Now, under the Walsh-Healey law, a steel company 
that would submit a bid for this business must produce the 
r eel under the above-mentioned wage and hour standards 
— among which, for example, is the 40-hour week. And 
it looks very much as if the steel companies of the nation 
would rather go without the business than meet the Walsh- 
Healey act’s requirements.

For to date the navy has received bids for only 7,000,- 
000 pounds of steel. It thus is impossible to allot sufficient 
material to any navy yard to begin construction, and the 
building of the six destroyers and three submarines has 
been indefinitely postponed.

Offhand, one would think that this government busi­
ness would be worth getting. Orders for 18,000,000 pounds 
of steel don’t grow on every bush. And, in a further off­
hand comment, one would imagine that the needs of the 
country’s defense program might be expected to have a 
little weight.

Those warships aren’t built just for fun; the Navy De­
partment, which ought to know what it is talking about, 
says they are needed to make the nation secure at sea.

But the Walsh-Healey bill does not please the steel 
masters. So we get the odd spectacle of orders for 9000 
tons of steel going begging— of the navy being unable to 
buy the steel it needs in the greatest steel-producing coun­
try on earth.

It is evident that the supreme court is not the only body 

that passes on the validity of our laws. Just as a group of 
auto workers recently decided that the Michigan laws 
against trespass were inoperative, so now a group of steel 
masters has suspended an act of Congress.

It might be something that Congress would be interest­
ed in looking into.

total of 292, 704 ballots.

Sixteen states had a majority for 
the plan while 24 were voting 
against it. A regional tabulation 
showed that the only section of 
the country polling a majority for 
the plan was the south, with 53 
per cent of the votes favorable, 
while the east was a tower of

strength against the plan with 82 
per cent of the votes unfavorable. 
The west was showing a small 
majority against the plan, about 
55 per cent, and the midwest 
somewhat stronger against it with 
63 per cent so minded.

A high-water mark in the num­
ber of votes cast was reached by 
the St. Louis Star-Times, through 
which 17,633 people cast 13,584 
votes for the plan and 4049 votes 
against it, thus reversing by bet­
ter than three to one the country­
wide trend.

Los Angeles through the Even­
ing News also polled a heavy vote 
and ran even more strongly in 
favor of the plan, better than six 
to one. But none approached the 
tremendous 59-1 majority against 
the plan piled up through the 
Boston Transcript, with only 97 
votes for and 5,721 votes against 
the plan. Three Rivers, Mich., has 
now gone through five days of 
balloting without adding a single 
affirmative vote to an early total 
of 11.

Tabulators were striving to1 
keep abreast of the flood of bal­
lots, as comparatively few papers 
had as yet made their final re­
turns.

I Questions About 
) Church Answered

B Y  R E V . S. E. B Y R N E
Question: How do you account 

for the fact that the idea of an in­
visible church seems so acceptable 
to so many people in our day?

Answer: Society is synonymous 
with authority. It demands submis­
sion and obedience; it puts cer­
tain limitations on liberty. All this 
is irksome to the heart of man. If 
there *is no religious society, there 
is no religious authority and man 
is free in the domain of religion. 
The intellect may follow its own 
bent and reject whatever does not 

|1 appeal to it. The will acknowledg­
es only those laws of conduct that 
it makes for itself. In the matter 
of worship, man may select those 
forms that best suit his taste. 
Ministers have no authority except 
that conferred upon them by 
those whom they serve. Without 
real religious authority there is no 
binding, rule of faith, no dogma, 
no creed. Make authority subject 
to the individual and man at once ! 
becomes a law unto himself; he 
may set up his own standards, he 
may create his own gods. Herein 
lies the secret of all opposition to 
a divinely religious society. Men 
reject the church because they will 
have no authority in matters % of 
faith and morals. This is a point 
of view of the typical rationalist, j

Those who hesitate to go all the I 
way with the rationalist and yet 
wish to be spared the inconveni- ! 
ence of real authority in matters 
of religion set up the claim that 
the Church of Christ is invisible. 
This is a mere subterfuge; it gives 
man a semblance of religious or­
der without the consequences that 
flow necessary from real author- 

\ ity. It is rationalism in disguise, 
rationalism decked out in the gar­
ments of religion. An invisible 
church can exercise no real au­
thority. Self-will and individual­
ism will meet with no restraint,a 
An invisible government is no 
government; an invisible church 
is no church. What chaos and 
confusion would result did men 
seek to apply these same principles 
in the realm of secular matters. 
Would we, could we, have a Unit­
ed States of America without 
real authority, functioning through 
a visible form of government?

It is precisely this denial of a 
visible church that has brought 
about the sad spectacle of a div­
ided Christendom today. Unity 
cannot be maintained without vis­
ible authority. Wearied of the 
religious anarchy of our time, men 
are striving on all hands to ef­
fect a reunion of the forces of 
Christendom. Praiseworthy as all 
efforts at the restoration of a unit­
ed Christianity may be, there is 
only one way in which this desir­
able result may be accomplished 
and that is by the wholehearted

acceptance of a divinely instituted 
religious authority functioning in 
a visible -church. That Christian 
unity is a chimera if it be not a 
unity centering around Peter and 
his successors and embodied in the 
historical church of the ages is 
plain and patent to every one who 
has observed the futile efforts at 
unity put forth by those, outside 
the church during the past few 
years. Nor could we expect other­
wise. In the words of St. Cyprian, 
written in the year 250, “ God is 
one, and Christ one; one the 
church and one the chair founded 
by our Lord upon Peter. Whoso-

Q. W hat State produces m ost o f  
the po lo  pon ies o f  A m erica ?

A. Texas produces 90 per cent 
of all American polo ponies and 
they are marketed in every country 
where polo is played.

Q. F or w hat crim es was death 
assessed under the laws o f  the R e ­
p u blic o f  T ex a s?

A. Under the first criminal code, 
death could be imposed for treas­
on, malicious murder, arson, rape, 
burglary, grand larceny, slave 
stealing, counterfeiting, and for­
gery. Accessories to any of these 
could be fined $1,000 or receive 
39 lashes at discretion of the 
court.

Q. W hat o f fe n d e rs  cou ld  be 
branded  with a red hot iro n ?

A. Those who “ killed” without 
malice could be branded with a 
red hot “ M” applied to such part 
of the body as the court might di­
rect. Theft of livestock, defacing

WASHINGTON — Among the 
”  large field of entries in current 

speculation as to the six men 
Roosevelt would choose for the 
supreme court if Congress gave 
him power to replace or supple­
ment those on the court over 70 
years old, the following may be 
considered the best bets at this 
time:

Dr. Felix Frankfurter of . the 
Harvard law school.

Assistant U. S. Atty. Gen. Robert 
H. Jackson of Jamestown, N. Y.

U. S. Solicitor General Stanley 
Reed, of Maysville, Ky.

Donald R. Richberg of Chicago.
Judge Joseph C. Hutcheson, Jr., 

of Houston, Tex., member of the 
Fifth U. S. Circuit Court of Ap­
peals.

Except for Jackson, all these 
men are in their fifties.

S  The sixth man would be, like 
Hutcheson, a judge from one of 
the circuit courts of appeal, 
probably from the far west. That 
is practically certain. So are the 
appointments o f Frankfurter, 
Richberg .and Hutcheson — if 
Roosevelt gets the chance.

! Jackson, who is only 45 years 
old and something of an adminis­
tration favorite to succeed Gov. 
Herbert Lehman of New York, 
might or might not accept a seat 
on the high tribunal. Reed, upon 
whom has fallen the heaviest bur­
den of arguing New Deal laws be­
fore the present supreme court, is
a strong probability. »* * *
•THERE are some good alterna- 

tive bets. You may be sure 
that the appointments would be 
geographically distributed—prob­
ably one being drawn from the 
^outh, one from New England, 
one from New York, one from the 
border states, one from the middle 
west and one from the Pacific

coast-mountain states area.
If labor should go to bat strong 

against Richberg he probably 
would lose out. And in that case 
you could turn your gaze toward 
Senator Sherman Minton of In­
diana, an able lawyer and a loyal 
administration man; toward Dean 
Lloyd K. Garrison of the Univer­
sity of Wisconsin; and toward. 
Gov. Frank Murphy of Michigan.

Murphy, who has just been con­
gratulated by the president for 
his work in settling the General 
Motors strike, is especially strong 
as a possibility because Roosevelt 
undoubtedly will feel compelled to 
appoint a -Roman Catholic mem­
ber to the court if there is any re­
vamping. But Murphy is .young 
and probably wouldn’t accept. The 
only Catholic justice now sitting 
is Pierce Butler, who is over 70.

* * *
T/RANKFURTER looms as a cer-

tainty because he is so utterly 
logical a successor to Justice Louis 
D. Brandeis, whose devoted dis­
ciple he is.

Senator Robert F. Wagner is 
most likely to be the next New 
Yorker appointed to the court in 
case Jackson, for one reason or 
another, doesn’t go on. Wagner Is 
practically a freak in national a f­
fairs, because he combines a sin­
cere progressive social vision, and 
outstanding ability as a former 
judge turned legislator, with a 
close affiliation to Tammany Hall.

In case your correspondent is 
wrong in forecasting appointment 
of a far western circuit court 
judge, the next best bet will be 
Senator Lewis B. Schwellenbach 
of Washington. He does not seek 
it.

New Dealers incline to agree 
that Hutcheson is “ the best fed­
eral judge in the south.”

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn. —  That 

“ aldermanic paunch” isn’t always 
a sign of blissful contentment.

Take it from Drs. William J. 
Kerr and John B. Lagen, of the 
University of California, an “ ex­
tending stomach, especially as one 
grows older,” not only may make 
breathing difficult, but also may 
affect the nerves.

These physicians, in an issue of 
Modern Medicine, described a con­
dition called “ the postural syn­
drome,” which arises from obesity 
and leads to effects on the lungs; 
heart and spine.

They pointed out that when a 
patient has developed a paunch 
this great “ counterweight of fat” 
changes his posture materially, 
and puts an extra curve and 
strain on his back-bone. The 
strain, they said, causes a de­
formity of the spine and irritates 
the spinal nerves.

The weight of fat also inter­
feres with breathing, making it 
hard for the diaphragm to move 
upward. Hence, it is difficult for 
the person to get enough air into 
the lungs, and the blood does not 
get sufficient oxygen. This lack of 
oxygen may result in diseases of 
the heart or the blood vessels.

The doctors advised proper ex­
ercise and diet to “ modify or de­
lay” postural syndrome, which 
“ visits itself upon individuals not 
given to bodily exercise and dis­
cipline.”
