Transportation 

Is Necessary In 
Producing Honey

Did you ever stop to think 
how much transportation is
involved in the honey t h a t  
goes so well with hot biscuits
or hot cakes?

Even for bees, the honey 
business is mainly transpor­
tation. If a single bee should 
fly an average of a mile to a 
source of honey — making 
sufficient trips to produce a 
pound of honey — it would 
have to fly the equivalent of 
three times around the world 
A tremendous task for even 
a bee in this age of jet trans­
portation.

But wait, even more trans­
portation is involved. Bee - 
keeping is becoming mobile. 
The m i g r a t o r y  beekeeper 
moves his bees by truck from 
south to north following the 
blooming period of the best 
nectra producing crops. The 
trip north may take him al­
most to the Canadian border. 
In late summer, he starts the 
return trip but on the way 
makes stops to harvest honey 
from fall flower flows. Total 
production for such a round 
trip may reach a m i l l i o n  
pounds.

Transporting bees is a fairly
s i m p l e  operation provided 
everything works as planned. 
The beekeeper closes the hive 
entrance at night after the 
bees have returned from the 
field. Hive bodies are stapled 
together for the move and 
are loaded in stacks on the 
trucks.

Now bees are important for 
agriculture f o r  pollinating 
crops. Research at Texas Aii- 
M University shows that sti-d 
production from clover ran he 
increased seven-fold w h e n

Seven Foods Art* 
Plentiful For 
Month Of April

April brings a shower of 
foods, along with traditional 
rain showers, as seven foods 
are especially plentiful, re - 
rwirts the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

Such Rems as beef, cottage 
cheese, eggs, rice, canned 
ripe olives, dried bean) and 
canned com are exported to 
be abundant, according to the 
Agricultural Marketing Ser - 
vice, the U. S. Department of| 
Agriculture agency that com­
piles the monthly list of plcn- 
tifuls.

Egg prices paid to fnrmers 
dropped more than 10 percent 
hetween mid-January and late 
February. April supplies are 
expected to be above those of 
a year ago, with prices below 
la.-it year's attractive retail | 
level. As of January 1, can­
ned corn stocks were at a 
record high, and heavy sup­
plies also should be much in 
evidence during April.

Substantial J a n u a r y-to- 
March increases in the num­
ber of fed beef cattle h a v e  
resulted in a much l a r g e r  
meat supply.

Creamed cottage cheese pro­
duction is expected to exceed 
last year’s 787 million pound 
record. Dry bean production 
netted a record 12 percent 
a b o v e  average. A record 
rice crop and the possibility 
of a record canned ripe olive 
supply make these big items 
for April.

Most of these foods are pro­
duced extensively in Texas, 
says the Service.

Foods listed as “ plentiful”  
by AMS are expected to be 
more than adequate to meet 
normal trade needs.

Ten years ago, the 
rate was recorded at 1,583 
crimes per 100,000 persons 
in Texas.

The annual crime report 
showed an increase in each 
of the seven major felonies 
tabulated, as follows:

Murder and homicide, up 8.5 
per cent: rape, up 14.2 per 
cent; robbery, up 10.6 p e r  
cent; burglary, up 4.9 p e r  
cent; aggravated assault, up 
4.4 per cent; theft, up 6.6 per 
cent; and auto theft, up 2.8 
per cent.

“ The constant rise in law­
lessness in the past 10 years 
is a shocking and shameful 
commentary on the conduct of 
our society in our time," Gar­
rison said. “ The ever-increas­
ing disregard for law and or­
der in th,3 era cannot be blam­
ed entirely on the increase in 
population, because the rise in 
crime is consistently outstrip­
ping the population increase.

“ It should serve as a chal­
lenge to every responsible 
Texan to examine every pos­
sible means of combating this 
menace to his community and 
take appropriate action.”

The Public Safety Director 
noted that Texas is not alone 
in the crime explosion. He 
said that while Texas suffered 
an increase of 5.8 per cent 
from 1962 to 1963, crime in 
the United States as a whole, 
as measured by the F B I  
Crime Index, rose 10 per cent 
last year.

In order to point up the 
frequency with which crime 
occurred in Texas during 1963 
the DPS Statistical Services 
calculated that one murder oc­
curred every 8 hours, rape
