He was just a month old when
Gen Bragg met the Federal Army
under Gen. Rosencrans in the
Battle of Murfreesboro on Stone
River, and five monthe old when
Gen. Stonewall Jackson was killed
in May, 1863, in the Confederate
victory at the Battle of Chancel-
lorsville.

And later that year came the
Battle of Chickamauga Creek and
fateful Gettysburg, decisive bat-
tle of the Civil War, after which
the Confederates were on the de-
fensive and the war became a test
ofsendurince, ending at Appomat-
tox Court House in 1965.

Through this now romantic his-
toric era, through the almost un-
believable, mysterious veil of
changes wrought down the years,
to this present day in 1955, has
lived W. H. Sanford, who this
month modestly observed his
98rd birthday in Itasca at the
home of his daughter and son-in-
law, Mr. and Hn Collier Redd.

Mr. Sanford was born at Cy-
press, Texas, in Harris County
just a few miles north of Hous-
ton.

His father was Ballaam O. San-
ford, who came to Texas from
_ Jackson, Tenn. .» and his mother
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In 1864, when he was two yvears
old, he moved to Hill County
with his parents, who bought the

farm now known as the R. E.
Evers place, in the Iverson com-
munity near Itasca, There he
grew to manhood.
