Soil Conservation District last I prisiinfr 71,1*6 acres were signed
by land owners wjth their local 
soil conservation district super­
visors last year. These plans dif­
fer from basic conservation plans 
in that they represent the plan­
ning and application o f one or 
more practices on only a portion 
o f the farm or ranch, while a ha

year. These conservation plans 
were worked out by land owners 
with the assistance o f  local Soil 
Conservation Service technicians.

Individual farm and ranch soils 
information —  such as soil type, 
steepness and length of slope, de­
gree o f erosion as gathered by
the soils scientists o f the Soil Con- sjc plan includes the entire operat- 
servation Service — was used as a jg unit.
basis for the development o f  the 
above type conservation plans. 
The goal o f  district landowner and 
agricultural agenices alike is to 
use all land within Its capabilities 
or for what it is best suited, and 
to treat all land in keeping with 
ftr, needs* for protection and im­
provement. Such treatments usual­
ly include both vegetative and 
Iheehanicul conservation practices, 
and must he based on soils infor­
mation and treatment needs.

The complete application of a 
sound conservation plan holds 
maximum soil and water in place,

All planning and application re­
gardless o f the stage o f the plan 
is based on the essential soils in­
formation. Farmers and ranchers 
who have armlie 1 the shove ty)le 
plans re-oe-i’se *tm value o f cun- 
serva'ion m d nep becoming “ eon- 
sevvptio"is*s." it was explained.

In spite o f  rnnt'nued drought 
l-st veep *i favorable rate o f ap­
plication practices was made.

E-oner use on grassland was ap- 
n'ip,| on 81,004 acres within the 
district. F’ rnper use may he defin­
ed as grazing at an intensity 
which will maintain adequate cov­

er for soil protection and maintain 
or improve the desirable grass 
species.

Closely connected with proper 
use is the practice o f range defer­
ment. This (is the resting from 
grazing for' a definite period to 
improve forage vigor or to insure 
the production o f grass seed and 
44,567 acres o f range were de 
ferred within the district last year.

Range seeding was applied on 
27!) acres last year. This figure is 
under normal because o f drought. 
Range seeding is the establish­
ment o f perennial forage grasses 
on either depleted range or form­
er cropland.

Farm ponds were constructed 
on 2X6 farm units last year, l ’onds 
are built primarily to furnish live­
stock water and improve grazing 
distribution.

Contour farming which is the 
planting or drilling with cultiva­
tion operations parallel to accep­
table terrace or contour grade was 
applied on an additionnl 11,096 
acres last year.

Cover crops were seeded on 
17,292 acres for the first time

this state tax exemptions, he ad­
ded.

Last year the American Farm 
| Bureau Federation recommended 
| to Congress and the President that 
J the federal tax on farm-used gaso­
line be abolished. In his January 
!t message on agriculture. Presi­
dent Eisenhower urged Congress 
to pass legislation to relieve the 
farmer o f the federal tax on pur­
chases of gasoline used on the 
farm.

“ The inclusion o f this recom­
mendation can be credited one 
hundred p|rcent to Farrp Bureau’s 
action on the matter,”  County Pre- 

| sident Campbell said.
| The gas tax exemption is expect­
ed to be one o f  the first issues to 
be considered by Congress. T h e  
permanent federal tax rate for 
gasoline is l h  cents per gallon.

! The temporary rate is 2 cents a 
gallon, but this temporary rate 

, expires March 31 o f this year.
This means that Congress will 

not wish to see the temporary 
rate expire, Campbell said, and it 

; is expected that a tax bill cover- 
I ing the federal gasoline tax will 
1 have to move through both Houses 
and be approved by the President 
befope March 31.

The federal highway program is 
closely related to the use o f  k « s u -  

line tax revenues. It is generally 
anticipated that an effort will he 
made in 1956 to increase the fed­
eral tax tot3 cents a gallon to pay 
for the proposed increase in fed­
eral expenditures in highway*.

President Campbell listed these 
reasons why Farm Bureau is at­
tempting to secure an exemption 
on the tax on gasoline' used on 
farms:

1. The tax on non-highway- 
used gasoline is inequitable and 
discriminatory.

2s The government docs not tax 
power used by industry in the 
form of coal, oil, natural gas, 
electricity, etc.,"but at present, taxr 
es-power when used on the farm in 
the form of gasoline.

The total consumption o f gaso­
line in tractors and other farm 
machinery is estimated by USDA 
at 3 billion gallons per year. This 
means that at the present, farm­
ers are paying a tax of ..60,000,- 
000 a year on gasoline used for 
farm production. If the tflx is in­
creased to 3 cents a gallon, the 
amdiyit o f this tax will go to $90,- 
000,000 a year.
