According to figures frdtn the 
American Hospital Association, 
the average hospital in 1954 
spent $22.78 per patient per day, 
but billed each patient $21.07 per

per patient per day. That is, $3.78 
per patient per day below the na­
tional average. And out of that 
$19.00 none of it was made up 
by taxes o r from contributions.

Men May Join 
Army To Leave 
For Overseas

Land cover has proved its true 
value again in conserving mois­
tu re  even during recent rain, 
snow and aleet, which fell and 
thawed very slowly in the coun­
ty, the Soil Conservation Service 
reports.

Several rain guages over the 
county registered from 1.5 to 1.7 
inches of moisture and it is con­
sidered likely th a t some snow and 
sleet failed to reg ister in these 
guages. .

Moisture penetration tests made 
by. Soil Conservation Service 
Technicians a f te r  the thaw  show­
ed tha t on mixed range land 
(sandy loam soil) with very little 
grass cover, moisture penetrated 
ten inches. In the same pasture

where there was fairly good grass 
cover, moisture was found to be 
down 17 inches. Per cent wise, 
ground cover had 42 per cent 
deeper moisture penetration than 
like area that was nearly bare.

D uring the flood received May 
18 and 19, 1955, totaling 10.42 
inches rainfall, the above bare 
area showed a moisture penetra­
tion of only 9 inches, while in the 
same pasture where there was 
fairly  good cover, the moisture 
sank th irty  inches. On a percent­
age basis, the ground cover had 
70 per cent deeper moisture pene­
tration than the adjacent bare 
area, under flood conditions.

On tight rangeland ( fine tfx - 
tured soil) moisture penetrated 
only 6 inches on bare areas cqm- j 
pared to fourteen inches on areas | 
of fa ir ground cover. During ^he 
May, 1955, flood this same bare 
ground had *>x inches neretratlon  
comnared to to>«ntv-f‘»oc inches 
on like areas of fa ir ground cov­
er

run-off and conserve moisture in 
the soil. Cover will also protect 
land from both wind and w ater 
erosion, control surface crusting 
and increase organic m atter in 
the soil.

“ Adequate cover on rangeland 
will control erosion caused by 
falling raindrops and greatly re­
duce surface runoff. Grass litter 
also conserves moisture in the soil 
and improves soil structure. With 
more available moisture and bet­
te r soil, the result is of course 
more and better grass fo r live­
stock consumption. Conservation 
of the soil and w ater pays divi­
dends in dollars and cents.”

“ A total of $27,070.60 has been 
forwarded by our office in 
church world service for distribu­
tion of government donated sur­
plus non-fat milk overseas. This 
money will distribute 5,000,000 
pounds —  enough powdered milk 
to  fill 120 freight cars. Most im­
portan t: At least 81,000 children 
will receive, two cups of milk each
