I W ASH INGTO N, Aug 8.— The 
United States census buieau today 

'estimated the 1932-33 cotton crop 
production at 11,306,000 bales on 
a crop condition of 65.6 per cent 
of normal as of Aug. 1 on 37,290,- 
000 acres in cultivation July 1.

Ginnings to Aug. 1 were put at 
70,978 running bales. Yield was 
estimated by the bureau at 149.6 
pounds per acre. Estfmfijed pro­
duction by states included the fol­
lowing for Texas in 50o-pound 
hales for 1932: 3,826.000 bales,

[compared with the 1931 crop of 
! 5.320.000 bales.

Millions of Dollars and Hundreds of 
Thousands of Jobs Await Legal 

Manufacture of Beer By Breweries

The current agitation for beer 

and light wines has sent a thrill of 
enthusiasm coursing through the 
big American brewing industry.

Although the drys insist that the 
wets are looking through rose col­
ored glasses, those who stand to 
profit bv the repeal of prohibition 
are either already engaged in ren­
ovating their plants, or have paper 
plans ready for an immediate 
switch in event of the necessary 
legislation.

Milwaukee breweries have been 
ready for the return of beer for 
months. Brewers there estimate 
that $10,000,000 would be spent 
in the first year of legalization, 
with jobs for 4,500 in the city. 
Beer can be made ‘at a moment’s 
notice” with present equipment, 
since most breweries make real 
beer first, and then de-alcoholize 
it. The Jabst breweries alone say 
they would spend $5,000,000 of 
which $750,000 would he for la­
bor. The Blutz and Schlitz brew­
ing companies have smaller but 
equally enthusiastic estimates.

All Walwaukee breweries now 
claifn to have orders on file await­
ing legalization.

Plants Are Intact
Four of the 20 breweries which 

manufactured beer in Detroit be­
fore prohibition have kept their 
plants intact, although now manu­
facturing other beverages and are 
ready to produce beer again on a 
few days’ notice.

The automobile factories also 
are ready to manufacture heavy 
trucks for transportation.

Toledo breweries have called in 
special engineers to make esti­
mates for minor changes in an­
ticipation of modification.

The Owens Illinois Glass Com­
pany, makers of beer bottles, has 
just completed an estimate of im­
provements in its 11 plants scat-1 
tered about the country.

The Reisch Brewing company of 
Springfield. III., is considering 
spending $250,000 in renovations.

At Memphis, Tenn., the Ander­
son Tully box factory is preparing 
to increase its plant force from 20 
to 1,500 men at a wage of $2.25 a 
day to make beer boxes if the 18th 
amendment is repealed. Vice 
President Claude Tully of the com­
pany sees legalization as meaning 
a “tremendous increase in all lines 
of the lumber business.”

In San Francisco, the Ranier, 
Golden West, Milwaukee, Acme 
and VVeiland breweries plan en­
largements but have taken no ac­
tion. With repeal Raniel alone 
would spend $1,500,000 and em­
ploy 400 new men.

Prima and Atlas, the largest 
Chicago breweries, are both mod­
ern piants, doing a thriving busi­
ness in near beer. At present, how­
ever, they operate close to capa­
city only in summer and see repeal 
as providing a year ’round busi­
ness.

Many Jobs Created
More than 20.000 jobs will be 

created immediately in New York 
upon the return of beer, accord­
ing to Col. Jacob Ruppert, one of 
the city’s leading brewers. Col. 
Ruppert quoted figures of the 
United States Brewing association 
to show that at least a half million 
men would be put to work in the 
United States in the event of re­
peal.

The Ruppert Brewery is ready 
to spend $5,000,000 for hew equip­
ment and additional buildings and 
another $1,000,000 for trucks. The 
Pie) Brothers Brewery is prepared 
to spend $1,000,000 for new equip­
ment and the same sum will be ex­
pended by the Schaefer Brewing 
company if beer cames back.

Hotels Interested
In Kansas City, a large electric 

sigh advertising the’M-A-L-T of a 
famous brewer has been so set up.

I on short notice.

Hotel men. however, are primar­
ily interested in the question of 

| whether bars would be permitted 
even were beer and light wines 
legalized.

I In southeastern states and Cali-

pealed. The Congress Hotel in Chi­
cago has its old bar in storage, 
ready to take out if needed. The 
Drake, built since prohibition, has 
no bar, but “would get one in a 
hurry” if liquor were legalized.

Be it resolved by the Legislature 
of the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Article V I of 

the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto Section 3a, which shall 
read as follows:

“Sec. 3a. When an election is 
held by any county, or any number 
of counties, or any political sub­
division of the State, or uny poli­
tical sub-division of a county, or 
any defined district now or here­
after to be described and defined 
within the State and which may or 
may not include towns, villages or 
municipal corporations, or any 
city, town or village, for the pur­
pose of issuing bonds or otherwise 
lending credit, or expending 
money or assuming any debt, only 
qualified electors who own taxable 
property in the State, county, poli­
tical sub-division, district, city, 
town or village where such elec­
tion is held, and who have duly 
rendered the same for taxation, 
shall be qualified to vote and all 
electors shall vote in the election 
precinct of their residence."

As we started 
out the door the editor called us 
back.

“Study the football situation.”

“ But." we protested, “they were 
the dark bosses last year, nnd the 
year before that."

“ It makes no difference.” he 
sighed, “ they might as well be 
dark horses as not. Make ’em dark 
and make ’em horses. We can’t 
crash tradition, you know.”
