5 Questions On 
Soc. Security on 
farm Answered

A large number of farmers are 
concerned about the self-employ­
ment tax law, according to How­
ard O. Nichols, administrative o f­
ficer in charge o f the Abilene o f­
fice. Amendments to the Social 
Security law made farmers sub­
ject to self-employment tax dur­
ing 1955 for the first time. Mr. 
Nichols has set out the five most 
common questions asked by farm­
ers and their answers for the in­
formation o f farmers in the Abi­
lene area.

1. Is self-employment optional 
or mandatory for farmers?

No. If the farmer had net earn- I 
ings from self-employment of 
$400 or more last year and did not i 
receive any wages subject to the 
social security taxes on employees, 
or if such wages were less than 
$4,200, he must pay self-employ­
ment tax for last year.

2. What form does the farmer 
need to fill out in order to pay his 
self employment tax?

per cent rate.

5. Are farm rents, as such, 
subject to self-employment tax?

No. If the landowner rents his 
land receiving a crop share or the 
proceeds thereof, under the ordi­
nary crop-sharing arrangement, 
he is considered to be receiving 
rentals from real estate, and such 
rentals are excluded from net 
earnings for self-employment.
