BERLIN.-——A new method of di-
agnosing cancer, which, it is ex-|
pected, will be of great assistance

in checking the disease in its early |

stages, is claimed by Dr. J. H.
Fuchs, blood expert.

The Fuchs' method makes it
possible to detect the presence of

a nercicious swelling, or tumor, |
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in. the patient’s body, through |
analysis of a small quantity of the

blood. It is also possible to de-
termine whether a condition of
infection exists, or whether the
tumor alone present, and
whether it is cancer or only the
result of the infectious condition.
Thus, it is claimed that one of
the most difficult problems of
cancer, the diagnoses in its early
stages, and especially with in-
testinal cancer, is near solution.

its form whne mixed again with its |
own blood serum.
