Registration By Mail

Colonel Melvin N, Glantz, the
State Director of Selective Ser=
vice for Texas, has announced
the use of ‘‘ registration by
mail ' in Texas.

Although inductions have
ended, young men are still re=
quired by Federal Law to re-
gister with Selective Service
at age 18. Failure to register
makes the young man liable for
an extreme penalty of five years
in prison and $10,000,00 fine.

Recent reorganizations within
the Selective Service System

have left considerably fewer
local board offices open in
Texas.

As a result, many registrants
live a considerable distance
from the nearest registration
place, To make the require-

ment of registration more con=
venient for those men who are
a great distance from a Select=

will be used.

To accomplish registration by
mail, the young man can simply
write to his nearest Selective
Service System Area Office re-
questing the new form for re-
gistration by mail. The form
will be forwarded immediately,
and when completed and re-
turned to Selective Service, the
young man will have complied
with the requirement of Federal
Law to register with Select-
ive Service,

Glantz said: ‘‘Since inductions
have ended, many people think
it is no longer necessary for
young men to register, but the
law still requires each young
man to register within 30 days

‘“Use of transplants means
an earlier harvest of most home
garden vegetables,” points out
Spencer Tanksley, county agent
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service,

Transplanting allows plants
to start growing in protected
areas before the danger of frost
is over. Starting your garden
from transplants often avoids
some of the hazards common
to young seedlings, such as
birds, insects, heavy rain,
weeds and damping off, a fun-
gal disease, notes Tanksley.

“Crops which are normally
direct seeded n the garden
include the root crops, beans,
peas, corn and many vine crops
such as squash and cucumbers.
Crops such as tomatoes, pep~
pers and eggplant almost al-
ways do better whentransplant=
ed in the garden.”

Whether you buy transplants
or grow your own depends on
whether you can buy the varie=-
ties you want and how you feel
about starting from scratch.

If you grow your own trans-
plants, then success will de-
pend on a few basic require-
ments. You must have adisease
free growing medium, You must
also be able to supply warmth
and adequate moisture for seed
germination. The plants mustbe
grown in adequate light to re-
sult in stocky, healthy plants.

And you should harden the plants
prior to setting them in the
garden,

‘“Almost any type container
can be used to start seedlings.
Cake pans, milk cartons or any
container allowing for one to
two inches of a good growing
medium is adequate. A synthe-
tic soil mix, such as a mix=
ture of vermiculite and peat
moss is ideal for germination
of young vegetable seeds, Many
home owners prefer to use the
ready made peat pellets or fib=
er pots for seed germination,”’
says Tanksley.

Plant most seed to a depth
of about one-half inch, Water
the seed and place the con-
tainers in an area where tem=
peratures will remain between
75 and 85 degrees. Place the
seedling container into a plas-
tic bag to prevent drying out,
No additional watering is need=
ed until the seeds have sprout=
ed,

Once the seedlings have
emerged, remove them from the
plastic to ‘harden’ them before
setting them inthe garden. Place
the young plants on a doorstep
or patio for several days so
they can adjust to outside cond=
itions,’” suggests Tanksley.

When transplanting the young

plants in the garden, plant them
only slightly deeper than they
