commission and taken to Albany for submission to Gov. j 
Herbert H. Lehman. The state tax bills calls for a levy of 
$1 on every barrel of beer. The commission placed a ban 1 
iwi the old saloon. Beer gardens are provided for in their 
stead. New York is a repeal state. A heavy majority in the 
house of representatives is behind the measures. As for 
the senate it is said that the membership is two to one for 
the enactment of the proposed bills. A reminder that 17 
American commonwealths are ready to permit the sale of 
beer as soon as congress lifts the ban and 20 other legisla­
tures have legislation on docket. This is a fast moving old 
world.

France Building 
Speedier Planes 
For Newest Race

Barbara Stanwyck

By llnitnl rina
PARIS '1 hirteeri bullet-shaped,! 

high-speed airplanes are being con­
structed here to race Muy 2S for 
the Dcutseh do la Meurthe cup in 
the first contest for that speed tro­
phy. It has replaced the Schnei­
der cup as emblematic of the 
world's air speed championship.

Thi- rare will be entirely French 
for no other nation could afford 
to build special planes for the con­
test. It is doubtful if all 13 will 
be ready in time, for the regula­
tions require the planes to pass a 
te«*t flight at least 15 days before 
the race, bettering 200 kilometers 
an hour over an 100 kilometers 
course.

The Aero Club de France has 
announced that a definite course 
now has been laid out, near 
Etampes, just south o f here. Thei 
Schneider cup races, in which 
speeds up to 393 miles an hour 
wore reached, we.re flown over 
water.

The course lies between 
Etampes, SevrarF, Mnisy, Chartres 
and Stampes. F.ach plane will fly 
around the course 10 times on two 
different flights and the average 
time will be taken. The only lim­
itation is to a single motor of 
eight-litres cylinder capacity.

The Delage-Kellner Rechereau I 
plane nearly is completed, the bul­
let shaped metal body being just 
large enough to hold the pilot, his 
motor and sufficient gasoline to 
fly  200 miles. There is no room 
for any instruments other than t 
those required for actual flight.' 
The wings and body are metal 
welded together at the seams, so 
that the plane is really a flying tin- 
can.

The Delage 12 cylinders are ar­
ranged in V-shape, 3,M00 revolu­
tions a minute to provide a speed 
of 400 kilometers. The motor 
weighs 792 pounds.

Gas Racket to 
Be Eleminated 
By New Measure

Special Corrcopondont.
AUSTIN.— The shroud of dark­

ness that has robbed Texas of *4,- 
000,000 in tux revenues yearly and 
permitted development of a tre­
mendous “ racket”  in the gasoline 
business, ha* been torn away by 
the teeth in the new gas lux on 
loreement law, in the opinion of 
close observers ut the capitol.

The bill, passed by both houses, 
was signed by the governor Tues­
day. It becomes effective immedi­
ately as an emergency measure, 
and repeals all previous legislation 

.on the subject.
The new law makes deliberate 

evasion of the gasoline tax a fel- 
j ony, with fines of from *100 to
• $5,000, jail sentences of from one 
J to six months and penitentiary
terms up to two years.

! It creates a motor fuel tax di­
vision under the state comptroller, 
with two lawyers and a full force 
of investigators, auditors, chemists, 
etc., yet at no new cost to the 

(taxpayer, for a fraction of 1 per 
cent of the gas lav is set aside to 
pay them. Their activities are ex­

pected to recover at least $4,000,- 
000 a year.

The new law sets a chemical 
(standard for gasoline. Provisions 
of the law dealing with manufac­
ture, transportation and marketing 

! of gasoline are regarded as “ thief- 
, proof”  as possible. Complete sets 
o f interlocking records must be 

I kept, from the run of crude oil un­
til the gasoline goes into a motor- 

( ist’a ear. They must be open to
• inspection at any time. Books must 
I also be kept on kerosene, naptha
and other tax-free fuels commonly 

j blended with gasoline, and p-tail- 
i ers may be checked to see if they 
Isold such fluids under their proper 
| names. This will be a serious check 
j on blending, the commonest form 
I of tax evasion, by which a retailer 
mixes tax-free fluids with tax-paid 
gasoline, and collects tax on the 
entire amount.

The old familiar answer of ” 1 
don’t know" to official questioners 
is now outlawed. The records 
must show. Every dealer must post 
the gas tax separately from the 
price of gasoline, so that a motor­
ist with average intelligence can 
draw his own conclusions. And 
every dealer must show the name 
of the firm which paid the tax.

Even trucks, tank cars and all 
other vehicles that transport motor 
fuel must be ready at all times to 
give proof that the tax has been 
paid. Every truck driver must car­
ry a manifest showing the type and 
amount of his cargo, its origin, des­
tination and the amount of tax 
paid. In addition, every dealer 
must record the number of any 
tiuck bringing him motor fuel.

The Texas Good Kroads associa­
tion. which favored the new law, 
pointed out today the fact that 
every peace officer in Texas is em­
powered to stop and investigate 
any carrier, and urged them to do 
so. “ Only by general interest and 
by widespread public education 
can this $2,000,000 be recovered 
for the motorists, $1,000,000 for 
schools, and $1,000,000 for the re­
payment of county bonds,” the as­
sociation’s statement said.
