NEW ORLEANS, La.—Cyclonic
winds are continually passing over
the United States from the west to
the east, but generally these winds
are gentle, and with a diameter of
as much as 1,000 miles, according
to Dr. Isaa¢ Monroe Cline, veteran
meteorologist of the U. S. wea-
ther bureau here.

Devastating tornadoes, such
claimed hundreds of lives in the
south this spring, usually are not
more than a mile wide, Dr. Cline
said. These storme are caused by
the sudden overturning of air cur-
rents when a cold wind passes
over a warm earth area and is up-
set by the swift rising of warm
air.

This country's most disastrous
tornado occurred in March, 1926,
starting in Missouri and traveling
more than 200 miles through Illi-
