A group o f Eastland citizens, 

representing various service clubs 
and other organisations, dreamed 
up a way to kill two birds with 
one stone Monday night and then 
put their initial plans to work.

Meeting in City Hall, the citi­
zens committee made plans to 
number all o f the city’s residen­
tial homes correctly ami erect 
street markers at every intersec­
tion in the city. The group was as­
sured assistance o f the City of 
Eastland and voted to “ proceed 
immediately”  with plans to com­
plete the job, that “ is already 30 
years overdue.”

It will take some $1650 to do 
the job, not counting the same 
amount of money which it will 
take the City to erect street signs 
and pay for pipe to place them on.

The committee elected Mrs. 
James Horton to head the group 
and then ordered $20<* worth of 
the signs to place in the business 
area to “ show the citizens what 
they can expect.”

Eastland, long known as one of 
Texas’ easiest small cities to get 
lost in, hasn’t had a complete 
street marking project done in 31 
years, Mrs. Horton said, adding 
that she has lived in “ my home 
for 33 years and have never had 
a house number on it or a street 
s:gn on our street.”

The citizens group, meeting to 
decide what method to use to get 
street marker* —  not whether to

... But De Unit Blow

Eastland County Commissioners voted against 
buying an air conditioner unit for the jail living quar­
ters at their regular Monday meeting, but the jail was 
30 degrees cooler inside despite their action.

A check revealed that an evaporative cooler had 
been installed at the jail “ last week” at a cost of just 
over $100. A County Grand Jury recently recommend­
ed that it be purchased.

Probably the situation came about Joecause of a 
ruling by the Court at their last meeting. At that time 

, commissioners voted in favor of buying the unit pro­
viding that it could be paid for out of the permanent

however.
When the cooler problem came up at Monday’s 

meeting, the Court—apparently eyeing two situations 
fvhich exist in the County—turned thumbs down on 
buying the unit out of the general fund. The two situa-, 
tions are these: (1) The general fund is going to be 
hard pressed to stay within the budget: and (2) tlie 
Court has been trying to ward off an effort for more 
air conditioning in the courthouse.

Just who authorized the purchase of tho unit is 
unknown, but apparently it was believed that the cool­
er had been approved by Ihe Court. Commissioners 
were scheduled to meet again today to study ta x ,p 
renditions, and it is likely that the air conditioner may 1 
come up again. *

Jesus' Ministry 
Is Focused in 
Last Week
A S  the mid-point of u r n  ap­

proaches. It is appropriate to 
consider HOW large a part of the 
Gospels are occupied with the 
events and discourses of the last 
week in the life and ministry of 
Jesus.

It is not that the events of the 
last week were of deeper signifi­
cance, and therefore called for 
greater space as they dealt with 
the climax of the sacriflcial min­
istry and the crucifixion.

TTie record reveals much more. 
For the first time Jesus came out 
in the. full publicity of His min­
istry. and in all His acts and ut­
terances He committed Himself 
with a completeness that hitherto 
had been lacking.

Jcaus knew that his hour had 
tome. He was prepared for the 
final sacrifice. He accepted His 
destiny He might have contin­
ued His ministry if He had stayed 
in Galilee and confined His min­
istry to acts of mercy and heal­
ing. But there were sterner ways 
of duty and destiny that He had 
to follow. The way of the Cross 
lay before Him

'Study the events and sayings 
of the last week, and much that 
seems mysterious is made plain. 
How, in so few days, could senti­
ment so change that the Jesus of 
the triumphal entry could be the 
sacrificial Savior on the way to 
Calvary?

The answer is that those whom 
Jesus attacked with such inten­
sity aroused the populace against 
Him. But it is also probable that 
the crowds that cried “Crucify 
Him" were not the same who 
cried "Hosanna! Blessed is the 
King that cometh in the name of 
the LordL”
